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Ordinance of the States
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The Prohibited and One-Way Streets
(Amendment) (No. 2) Ordinance, 1982

THE STATES, in pursuance of their Resolutions
of the first day of July, nineteen hundred and
eighty-two, hereby order:—

1. Part I of the Second Schedule to the Prohibited
and One-Way Streets Ordinance, 1970, as
amended(a), is hereby further amended as
follows : —

(a) paragraph 7 thereof is repealed and the
following paragraph is substituted there-
for—

“7. That portion of Candie Road, Saint
Peter Port, from its junction with Monu-
ment Road to its junction with Saint
Julian’s Avenue, from North-West to
South-East.”;

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(b) paragraph 44 thereof is repealed;

(c) immediately after paragraph 79 thereof
there are inserted the following additional
paragraphs numbered “80”, “817, “827,
“83” and “847—

“80. Pedvin Street, Saint Peter Port, from
West to East.

81. New Paris Road, Saint Peter Port,
from North-West to South-East.

82. That portion of Upland Road, Saint
Peter Port, from its junction with Grange
Road to its junction with the southern
junction of Monument Garden Road, from
South to North.

83. That portion of Upland Road, Saint
Peter Port, from its junction with Candie
Road to its junction with Monument Road,
from North to South.

84. Monument Road, Saint Peter Port,
from East to West.”.

Citation. 2. This Ordinance may be cited as the Prohibited
and One-Way Streets (Amendment) (No. 2) Ordin-
ance, 1932.
