The effett of this Order is to prohibit the movement of auny swine
and any/ carcases of swine out of or into an area within one half
mile oi( the piggery and farm buildings at Les Vauxbelets Farm and to
prohipit the export of swine and any carcases of swine from Guernsey,
Herm/end Jethou. This Order also brings into operation restrictions
on tthe movement and slaughter of swine in the infected area and the
requirement that in certain circumstances the death of swine shall be
reported to the States Veterinary Officer.
