THE STATES have approved the following provi-
sions, which, subject to the Sanction of His Most
Excellent Majesty in Council, shall have force of law
in the Bailiwick of the Tsland of Guernsey.

1. In paragraph (a) of sub-division (3) of Section IT1
of the Law relating to the application in the Bailiwick
of the Island of Guernsey of certain Acts of Parlia-
ment relating to Posts and Telegraphs, registered on
the Records of this Island on the 1st day of Deccmber,
1906 (hereinalter called “the principal Law ),

{a)y after the words “ a month ” which there appear
in the first line, there shall be inserted the
words “or in the case of works relating to
an electric line called in the English language
“scrvice line’, as this expression is interpreted
i the Act of Parliament called ¢ The Electric
Lighting (Clauses) Act, 1899, fourteen days,” ;
and

(b) the words “ whether in a road or street, whether
above or below ” which there appear in the
second and third lines, shall be deleted.

2. In sub-division (3) of the said Section ITI, after
the words “In this section,” which there appear in the
first line, there shall be inserted the words “the
expression telegraphic line’ shall have the same
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meaning as the expression in the Lnglish language
“telegraphic line * in the said Act of Parliament * The
Telegraph Act, 1878 and ”.

3. The principal Law and this Law shall be inter-
preted together and a reference beth to the principal
Law and to this Law shall be included in the expression
“Laws relating to Posts and Telegraphs, 1go6 and
1948 7. ' .
