'I.-That the States of Deliberation at a 
meeting held on the 31st day of March, 1948, ap­
proved a Bill or Ii Projet de Loi" entitled if The 
German Occupation Laws Repeal Law, 1948" and 
requested the Bailiff to present a most humble 
Petition to Your Majesty in Council praying for 
Your Royal Sanction tbereto: 2.-That the said 
Bill or " Projet de Loi " is in the words and figures 
set forth in the Schedule hereunto annexed. AKD 

most humbly praying that Your Majesty might 
be graciously pleased to grant Your Royal 
Sanction to the Bill or "Projet de Loi" of the 
Statcs of Guernsey entitled" The German Occu­
pation Laws Repeal Law, 1948," and to order and 
direct that the same shall have force of Law in 
the Island of Guernsey.'

HIS MAJESTY having taken the said Report into 
consideration is pleased, by and with the advice of His 
Privy Council, to approve of and ratify the said Projet 
de Loi, and to order, as it is hereby ordered, that the 
same shall have the force of Law within the Island of 
Guernsey. 

AND HIS MAJESTY doth hereby further direct 
that this Order, and the said Projet de Loi (a copy 



whereof is hereunto annexed) be entered upon the 
Register of the Island of Guernsey and observed 
accordingly. 

AND the Lieutenant Governor or COlnmander-in­
Chief of the Island of Guernsey, the Bailiff and Jurats, 
and all other His Majesty's Officers, for the time being, 
in the said Island, and all other persons whom it may 
concern, are to take notice and govern themselves 
accordingly.

THE STATES have approved the following provi­
sions which, subject to the Sanction of I-lis !vIast:

The laws set out in the Schedule hereto are hereby 
repealed.
