Whereas by section two of the Channel Islands
(Church Legislation) Measure, 1931 (a), it s provided
that any Measure receiving the Royal Assent after
the passing of that Measure, which contains an
express provision that it may be applied to the
Channel Tslands, or either of them, in accordance
with that Mcasure, may, within two years after its
passing, be so applied in accordance with the pro-
cedure set out in the Schedule to that Measure:

And Whereas by section sixty-four of the Clergy
Pensions Measure, 1948 (b), it is provided that that
Measure may be applicd to the Channel Islands, or
either of them, in accordance with the provisions of
the Channel Islands (Church Legislation) Mcasure,
193[ .

And Whereas the Bishop of Winchester has come
to the conclusion that the Clergy Pensions Measure,
1948, ought to be applied, with certain variations, to
the Channel Islands and has prepared in accordance
with the provisions of paragraphs 1, 2 and 3 of the
Schedule to the Channel Islands (Church Legislation)
Measure, 1931, and has presented to the Church
Assembly, the Scheme set out in the Schedule to this
Order:

And Whereas the Church Assembly Ras, in accord-
ance with the provistons of paragraph 4 of the
Schedule to the Channel Islands (Church Tegislation)
Measure, 1931, by resolution approved the said
Scheme:

{a) 21 & 22 Geo, 5. No. 4.
(&) 11 & 12 Geo. 6, No. 1.
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Now, thercfore, His Majesty, in pursuance of the
Channel Islands (Chureh Legislation) Measure, t931,
is pleased, by and with the advice of His Privy
Council, to order and direct as follows: —

1. The Scheme set outin the Schedule to this Order
is hereby confirmed. .

2. The Clergy Pensions Measure, 1948, shall apply
to the Channe! Islands in accordance with the provi-
sions of the said Scheme.

3. This Order may be cited as the Clergy Pensions
(Channel Islands) Ovder, 1949, and shall come into
operation on the first day of January, 1950

SCHERULE

SCHEME PREPARED BY THE Biszop oF WINCHESTER IN
PURSUANCE OF THE CHANNEL [spanps (CHURCH
LECISLATION) MEASURE, 1931, FOR APPLYING THE
Crercy Pensions MEasure, 1948, 0 THE
CrianneL IsrANnDs.

The Clergy Pensions Measure, 1948, shall apply to
the Channel Islands subject to the following varia-
tions, that is to say:—

(1) In section fifty-four of the Clergy Pensions
Measure, 1948, there shall be substituted
“Decanal Conferences of the Islands” for
“Barochial Church Councils 7 wherever those
words occut.

(2) In subsection (1) of section eleven of the said
Measure, and in sub-paragraph (2) of para-
graph five of the Sixth Schedule thereto the
expression “ the National Insurance Act, 1946,
or any Act amending or replacing that Act”
shall be construed as including any Law for a
similar purpose which is or may hercafrer
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become operative in the Channel Islands, or
etther of them.

(3) In subsection (3} of section thirty-three of the
said Measure the expression “the Lunacy and
Mental Treatment Acts, 18go to 1930, as
amended by any enactment” shall be con-
strued as including any Law for a similar
purpose which is or may hereatter become
operative in the Channel Islands, or either of
them.

(4) In subsection (2) of section sixty-five of the said
Measure for the date “ the first day of Januvary
One thousand nine hundred and forty-cight”
there shall be substituted “the first day of
January One thousand nine hundred and
fifty 7.

Any reference in this Scheme to the Channel Islands
or either of them or to the Decanal Conference shall
have the same meaning as has such a reference in the
Channel Islands (Church Legislation) Measure, 1931.
