WHEREAS there was this day read at the Board
a Report from the Right Honourable the Lords of
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the Committee of Council for the Affairs of Guernsey
and Jersey, dated the z7th day of June, 1949, in
the words following, viz, :—

“Your MaJesTY having been pleased by
Your General Order of Reference of the 18th day
of December, 1936, to refer unto this Committee
the humble Petition of the States of the Island of
Guernsey, setting forth :(—

* 1. That, in pursuance of their Resolution of
the 22nd day of September, 1948, the States of
Deliberation at a meeting held on the 15th day
of December, 1948, approved a Bill or ‘' Projet
de Loi " -entitled " The Contributory Pensions
Supplementary Law, 1949 " and requested the
Bailiff to present a most humble Petition to
Your Majesty in Council praying for Your Royal
Sanction thereto: 2. That the said Bill or
“ Projet de Loi™ is in the words and figures
set forth in the Schedule hereunto annexed, and
most humbly praying that Your Majesty might
be graciously pleased to grant Your Royal
Sanction to the Bill or * Projet de Loi " of the
States of Guernsey entitled * The Contributary
Pensions Supplementary Law, 1949,” and to
order and direct that the same shall have force
of Law in the Islands of Guernsey, Herm and
Jethou.” :

“THE LorDs oF THE COMMITTEE, in obedience
to Your Majesty's said Order of Reference, have
taken the said Petition and the said Projet de Loi
into consideration, and do this day agree humbly
to report, as their opinion, to Your Majesty, that
it may be advisable for Your Majesty to comply
with the prayer of the said Petition and to approve
of and ratify the said Projet de Loi.”

HIS MAJESTY having taken the said Report
into consideration is pleased, by and with the advice
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of His Privy Council, to approve of and ratify the said
Projet de Loi, and to order as it is hereby ordered,
that the same shall have the force of Law within the
Islands of Guernsey, Herm and Jethou.

AND HIS MAJESTY doth hereby further direct
that this Order, and the said Projet de Loi {a copy
whereof is hereunto annexed) be entered upon the
Register of the Island of Guernsey and observed
accordingly.

AND the Lieutenant-Governor and Commander-
in-Chief of the Island of Guernsey, the Bailiff and
Jurats and all other His Majesty’s Officers, for the
time being, in the said Island, and all other persons
whom it may concern, are to take notice and govern
themselves accordingly.

PROJET DE LOI

ENTITLED

“The Contributory Pensions
Supplementary Law, 19497,

THE STATES, in pursuance of their Resolution
of the 22nd day of September, 1948, have approved
the following provisions which, subject to the
Sanction of His Most Excellent Majesty in Council,
shall have the force of Law in the [slands of Guernsey,
Herm and Jethou.

1.—In Article TIT of the Contributory Pensions
Law, 1935, (hereinafter referred to as the " principal
Law ™) subsection (&) of section 2 shall be deleted
and the following subsection substituted therefor :—

“ () All persons who, after the coming inte
force of this Law, cease to be workers,
if, within three calendar months next
succeeding the date on which they cease
to Dbe workers, they give notice in the
manner prescribead by the Insurance Au-
thority of their desire to become voluntary
contributors under this Law, and they
pay to the Administrator the [ull arrears
of contribution as voluntary contributors
for the period between the date on which
they ceased to be workers and the date on
which such notice is given, whercupon
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such persons shall be deemed to have been
continucusly insured throughout that period.”

z.—Notwithstanding any provisions to the con-
trary contained in or prescribed under the Contri-
butory Pensions Laws, 1935 to 1947, if, in respect
of any person who ceased on or after the zgth day
of March, 1947, to be insured under the Contribu-
tory Pensions Laws, 1035 to 1947, solely by reason
of the fact that he failed to satisfy the condition
as to continuous insurance in respect of voluntary
contributors prescribed in the principal Law before
the coming into force of this Law, there be paid
to the administrator within forty days of the
coming into force of this Law a sum egual to the
unpaid amount of contributions which would have
been payable by him had he been such a voluntary
contributor during the period ({(save as respects
any period during which he again became a worker)
beginning on the date on which he so ceased to be
so insured (or, if he shall have so ceased on more
than one occasion, upon the date of the first such
occasion) and ending on the date of such payment
ar on the date of his attaining the age of 70, or on
the date of his death, whichever is the earliest,
such contributions shall be deemed to have been
paid on the proper dates and in the proper manner,
and such person shall be deemed to have been a
voluntary contributor throughout such period, and
benefits shall be payable in respect of any incident
occurring during that period to such person, or in
the case of his death during that period, to his
dependants.

3.—The amendments specified in the second
column of the Schedule to this Law, being amend-
ments of the principal Law, shall be made in the
provisions of that Law specified in the first column
of that Schedule.
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4.—=In Part II of the First Schedule of the Bene-
fits and Pensions (Contributory and Non-Contri-
butory) Amendment Law, 1947, the words “or
whilst entitled to become voluntary contributors ™,
contained in the sentence immediately preceding
the Table in that Part of that Schedule, shall be

deleted.

35.—This Law shall come into force on the day
of its registration on the Records of the Island of
(Cuernsey and shall be construed as one with the
principal Law and with the Benefits and Pensions
(Contributory and Non-Contributory} Amendment
Law, 1947.

6.—The Contributory Pensions Laws, 1935 to
1947 and this Law may be cited together as “ The
Contributory Pensions Laws, 1935 to 1940,
