WHEREAS there was this day read at the Board a 
Report from the Right Honourahle the Lords of the 
Committee of Council for the Affairs of Guernsey and 
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Jersey, dated the 28th day of May, 1948, in the words 
following, viz, :-

"YOUR MAJESTY having been pleased, by Your 
General Order of Reference of the 18th day of 
December, 1936, to refer unto this Committee the 
hum hIe Petition of the States of the Island of Guern­
sey, setting forth:-

; L-That, in pursuance of their Resolution of 
the 25th day of February, 1947, the States of 
Deliberation at a meeting held on the 31St day of 
March, 19+8, approved a Bill or " Projct de Loi " 
entitled" The Teachers' (Superannuation) Law 
(Guernsey), 1948" and requested the Bailiff to 
present a most humble Petition to Your Majesty 
in Council praying for Your Royal Sanction there­
to :2,-That the said Bill or " Projet de Loi " is 
in the words and figures set forth in the Schedule 
hereunto annexed, A>JD most humbly praying 
that Your Majesty might be graciously pleased to 
grant Your Royal Sanction to the Bill or "Projet 
de Loi " of the States of Guernsey entitled" The 
Teachers' (Superannuation) Law (Guernsey), 
1948 ", and to order and direct that the same shall 
have force of Law in the Island of Guernsey.' 

... THE LORDS OF Tl-lE COMMITl'EE, in obedience to 
Yout Majesty's said Order of Reference, have taken 
the said Petition and the said Projet de Loi into con­
sideration, and do this day agree humbly to report, 
as tbeir opinion, to Your Majesty, that it may be 
advisable for Your Majesty to comply with tbe 
prayer of the said Petition and to approve of and 
ratify tbe said Projet de Loi." 

HIS MAJESTY having taken the said Report into 
consideration is pleased, by and with the advice of His 
Pri vy Council, to approve of and ratify the said Projet 
de Loi, and to order, as it is hereby ordered, that the 
same shall have the force of Law within the Island of 
Guernsey, 

AND HIS MAJESTY doth hereby further direct 
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that this Order, and the said Projet de Loi (a copy 
whereof is hereunto annexed) be entered upon the 
Register of the Island of Guernsey and observed 
accordingly. 

AND the Lieutenant Governor or Commander-in­
Chief of the Island of Guernsey, the Bailiff and Jurats, 
and all other His Majesty's Officers, for the time being, 
in the said Island, and all other persons whom it may 
concern, arc to take notice and govern themselves 
accordingly.

Projet de Loi referred to in the foregoing 
Order in Council. 

PROJET DE LOI 
ENTITLED 

.. The Teachers' (Superannuation) Law 
(Guernsey) 1948". 

THE STATES have approved the following provi­
sions which, suhject to the Sanction of His Most 
Excellent Majesty in Council, shall have force of law 
in this Island. 

I. The enactlnents set out in the Schedule hereto 
are herehy repealed. 

2. Save in so far as the States may by Resolution 
direct, every person employed or who has been 
employed in this Island for any period as a teacher 
or in a capacity which involves the control or super~ 
vision of teachers or the performance of duties of an 
organising or advisory character in connection with 
the provision of education or of services ancillary 
thereto and in which performance teacbing experience 
is of value 

(a) shall as respects pension he and sball he deemed 
always to have been liable to pay the same 
contribution to and to be and have been subject 
to the like duties towards the States Education 
Council as such person would in England have 
been liable to pay to and to be subject to per­
form towards the Minister of Education, (which 
expression shall include any person or body at 
any time performing or having performed the 
duties of the Minister of Education); and 

(b) shall be and shall be deemed always to have 
been entitled to the same pension rights from, 
and to exercise the like other rights as respects 
pension in relation to, the States Education 
Council as such person would in England have 
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heen entitled to receive from and exercise in 
relation to the Minister of Education 

as if he were or had been engaged in the like employ­
ment and for the same period in England. 

3. The States Education Council shall pay all 
moneys payable by that Council in pursuance of this 
Law in such manner and at such times as may be 
agreed between the said Council and the Minister of 
Education.
