1.—That the States of Deliberation at a meet-
ing held on the 23td day of July, 1947, considered
a Bill or “Projet de Lol™ entitled “Ixchange
Control (Special Provisions) Law, 194y ” which
Bill is designed to apply throughout the Baili-
wick of the Island of Guernsey, when a resolurion
wag passed approving the same and anthorising
the Bailiff to present a most humble Petition to
Your Majesty in Council praying for your Royal
Sanction thercto. 2.—That, at a sitting of the
States of the Island of Alderney held on the
18th July, rg47, the said Bill or “ Projet de Loi ”
was duly considered when a resolution was passed
approving the same. 3.—That the said Bill or
“Projet de Loi ™ is in the words and figures set
forth in the Schedule hereunto annexed. AND
most humbly praying that Your Majesty might
he graciously pleased to grant Your Royal
Sanction to the Bill or “Projet de Loi ™ of the
States of Guernsey cntitled * Exchange Control
(Special Provisions) Law, 1947 ", and to order and
direct that the same shall have force of Law in
the Bailiwick of the Istand of Gueinsey’

PROJET DE LOI

“Exchange Coatrol (Special Provisions)
Law, 1947 .

Whereas it is necessary to conserve the Exchange
resources of the United Kingdom and other members
of the Sterling Area and to apply those resources in
the manner most expedient for the maintenance ol
the economic life of the countries comprised in that
Area )

And whereas for these purposes there has been
enacted in the United Kingdom an Act entitled the
Exchange Control Act, 1947 ;

And whercas provision is made in the said Act for
the extension thereof, with such modifications, if any,
as His Majesty may by Order in Council specify, to
the Channel Islands ;

Now, therefore, the States, being of the opinion that
the maintenance of the economic life of the Bailiwick
of the Island of Guernsey requires that it shall be a
member of the Sterling Area, have approved the
following provision which, subject to the Sanction of
His Most Excellent Majesty in Council, shall have
force of law in the said Bailiwick:

Any Order or other Instrument made by the
Treasury under the Exchange Control Act, 1947, as
extended to the Channel Islands, shall have effect in
the said Bailiwick without registration therein from
the day upon which such Order or other Instrument
is expressed to come into operation.
