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WHEREAS His Majesty, in pursuance of the
Regency Acts, 1937 and 1043, was pleased, by
Letters Patent dated the 24th day of Janunary, 1947,
to delegate and grant unto His Royal Highness The
Duke of Gloucester, K.G., K.T., K.P., G.M.B,,
G.CM.G., G.C.V.O., Her Royal Highness The
Princess Royal, G.C.V.0., G.B.E., C.I,, and Viscount
Lascelles, or any two of them, as Counscllors of
State full power and authority during the period of
His Majesty’s absence from the United Kingdom to
summon and hold on His Majesty’s behalf His Privy
Council and to signify thereat is Majesty’s approval
of any matter or thing to which His Majesty’s
approval in Council is required :

AND WHIERIEAS there was this day at the Board
a Report from the Right Honourable the Lords of
the Commitee of Council for the Affairs of Guernsey
and Jersey, dated the 11th day of April, 1947, in the
words following, viz :—

“YOUR MAJESTY having been pleased, by
Your General Order of Reference of the 18th day of
December, 1936, to refer unto this Committee the
humble Petition of the States of the Island of
Guernsey, setting forth :—

“1,—That in accordance with a resolution of
the States of the 1sland of Guernsey of the 13th day
of November, 1946, the Royal Court, on the 23rd
day of November, 1946, adopted a Bill or * Projet
de Loi " entitled ‘ The Import Duties Amendment
Law (Bailiwick of Guernsey) 1947,” and requested
the Bailiff to submit the same to the States of
Deliberation for approval :

z.—That at an adjourned sitting of the States
held on the 13th day of December, 1946, the said
Bill or “ Projet de Loi * was duly considered, when
a resolution was passed approving the same and
authorising the Bailifl to present a most humble
Petition to Your Majesty in Council praying for
Your Royal Sanction thereto :

3.—That the Judge of the Island of Alderney, as
respects that Island, the States of that Island not
being constituted at the present time, and the
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Chief Pleas of the Island of Sark, concur in the
terms of the said Bill.

4.—That the said Bill or * Projet de Loi "isin the
words and fignres set forth in the Schedule here-
unto annexed. And most humbly praying that
Your Majesty might be graciously pleased to grant
Your Royal Sanction to the Bill or * Projet de Loi”
of the States of Guernsey entitled ‘ The Import
Duties Amendment Law (Bailiwick of Guernsey)
1947, and to order and direct that the same shall
have force of Law in the Bailiwick of the Island of
Guernsey .

“THE LORDS OF THE COMMITTEE, in obe-
dience to Your Majesty’s said Order of Reference,
have taken the said Petition and the said Projet de
Loi into consideration, and do this day agree humbly
to report, as their opinion, to Your Majesty, that it
may be advisable for Your Majesty to comply with
the prayer of the said Petition and to approve of and
ratify the said Projet de Loi.”

NOW, THEREFORE, His Royal Highness The
Duke of Gloucester and Viscount Lascelles, being
authorized thereto by the said Letters Patent, have
taken the said Report into consideration, and do
hereby, by and with the advice of Ilis Majesty’s
Privy Council, on His Majesty's behalf approve of
and ratify the said Projet de Loi, and order, as it is
hereby ordered, that the same shall have the force of
Law within the Bailiwick of the Island of Guernsey.

And do hereby further direct that this Order, and
the said Projet de Loi (a copy whereof is hereunto
annexed) be entered upon the Register of the Island
of Guernsey and observed accordingly.

And the Lieutenant-Governor or Commander-in-
Chief of the Island of Guernsey, the Bailiff and
Jurats, and all other His Majesty’s Officers, for the
time being, in the said Island, and all other persons
whom it may concern, are to take notice and govern
themselves accordingly.

Order in Council

PROJET DE LOI

ENTITLED

The Import Duties Amendment Law
(Bailiwick of Guernsey) 1941.

THE STATES have approved the following
provisions which, subject to the Sanction of His
Most Excellent Majesty in Council, shall have force
of law in the Bailiwick of the Island of Guernsey.

1. The Import Duties Act (Bailiwick of Guern-
sey), 1932, shall be amended by the substitution, in
sub-section {#) of section 2 thereof, of the words “ or
elsewhere in the British Empire ™ for the words ** or
of which the like goods grown, produced or manu-
factured elsewhere in the British Empire are readily
available to the inhabitants of the Bailiwick.”

2. The Impoit Duties Acts (Bailiwick of Guern-
sey), 1932 and 1934 and this Law may be cited
together as the Import Duties Laws (Bailiwick of
Guernsey), 1932 to 1944.
