Iﬂ;%;flf‘;:’sf‘) and Jersey, dated the 1rih day of December, 1948,
in the words following, viz. —-

“Your MajesTy having been pleased, by
Your General Order of Reference of the 18th
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day of December, 1936, to refer unto this Com-
mittce the humble Petition of the States of the
Island of Guernsey, setting forth :—

“ 1.—That, in pursuance of their Resolution
of the 5th day of November, 1948, the States
of Deliberation at a meeting beld on the 26th
day of November, 1948, considered a Bill or
“Projet de Loi” entitled " The Alderney
{Application of Legislation) Law, 1048, which
Rill is designed to apply to the Islands of
Guernsey and Alderney, when a resolution was
passed approving the samc and autborising
the Bailiff to present a most humble Petition
ta Your Majesty in Council praying for Your
Royal Sanction thereto.  2.—That, in pursuance
of their Resclutions of the 16th day of July,
1948, and of the zyth day of October, 1048,
the States of the Island of Alderncy at a meet-
ing held on the xst day of December, 1948,
considered the said Bill or “ Projet de Lod,”
when a resolution was passed approving the
same, 3.—That the said Bill or ** Projet de
Loi” is in the words and figures sct forth in
the Schedule hereunto annexed. And most
humbly praying that Your Majesty might be
graciously pleascd to grant Your Royal Sanction
to the Bill or ** Projet de Loi ” of the States of
Guernsey entitled “ The Alderney (Application
of Legislation) Law, 1948 ™ and to order and
direct that the same shall have force of law
in the Islands of Guernsey and Alderney.’

“ Tug LorDs oF THE COMMITTEE, in obedience
to Your Majesty’s said Order of Reference, have
taken the said Petition and the said Projet de
Loi into comsideration, and do this day agree
humbly to report, as their apinion, to Your
Majesty, that it may be advisable for Your
Majesty to comply with the prayer of the said
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Petition and fo approve of and ratify the said
Projet de Loi.”

H1S MAJESTY having taken the said Report
into consideration is pleased, by and with the
advice of His Privy Council, to approve of and
ratify the said Projet de Loi, and to order, as it is
hereby ordered, that the same shall have the force
of Law within the Islands of Guernsey and Aldemey,

AND HIS MAJESTY doth hereby further direct
that this Order, and the said Projet de Loi (a copy
whereof 18 hercunte annexed) be cntered upon the
Register of the Island of Guernsey and observed
accordingly.

AND the Licutenant Governor and Commander-
in-Chief of the Island of Guernsey, the Bailiff and
Jurats and all other His Majesty’s Officers for the
time being, in the said Island, and all other persons
whom it may concern, are to take notice and govern
themselves accordingly.

Projet de Loi referred to in the foregoing
Order in Council

PROJET DE LOI

ENTITLED

“THE ALDERNLEY {APPLICATION GF LEGIS-
LATION} LAW, 1948 ",

WHEREAS it has been agreed between the States
of Guernsey and the States of Alderney that financial
and administrative responsibility for certain public
services (hereinafter in this Law referred to as  the
transferred services ') in the Island of Alderney
should be assumed by the States of Guernsey :
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AND WHEREAS it has been further agreed be-
tween the States of Guernscy and the States of
Alderney that the States of Guernsey shall be em-
powercd to extend to the Istand of Alderney such
legislation ns may be necessary or expedient for the
- working of the transferred services, and that certain
taxes, licence [ees, impdts and duties leviable in the
Island of Guernsey shall be leviable by the States of
Gucrnsey in the Island of Alderney :

NOW THEREFORE the States of Guemsey, in
pursnance of their Resolution of the sth day of
November, 1948, and the States ol Alderney, in pur-
cnance of their Resolntions of the 16th day of July,
1948, and of the z7th day of October, 1948, have
approved the following provisions which, subject to
the Sanction of His Most Excellent Majesty in
Council, shall have {orce of law in the Islands of
Guernsey and Alderney.

1. (1) The provisions of any enactment now or
hereafter in force in the Island of Guernsey
relating to any of the subjects sct forth in
¢the Schednle o this Law may be extended
by Guernscy Ordinance to the Island of
Alderney with effect from such date as may
therein be specified not being carlier than
the 15t day of January, Ig4g, with such
exceptions, adaptations and modifications,
if any, as may be specified thevein, and any
such Ordinance may be varied or revoked
by a subscquent Ordinance.

(z) The concurrence of the States of Alderney
in any Law initiated by the States of Guern-
scy or any Guernscy Ordinance- either of
which relates Lo any of the subjects set forth
in the said Schedule shall not be required
for the effectual operation thereof in the
Tsland of Alderncy after the 3rst day of
December, 1g48.
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2. On and afteyr the 1st day of January, 1949, the

Tonnage Dues and Wharfage) leviable by the States
of Guernsey from time to time in the Island of
Guernsey shall be leviable by the States of Guernsey
in the Island of Alderney at the rates from time to
time operative as regards the same in the Island of
Guernsey and the product thereof shall accrue to the
States of Guernsey, and the provisions of every Law
from time to time in force in the Istand of Guernsey
and of every Guemsey Ordinance and Resolution of
the States of Guernsey made in pursuance of any
such Law and [rom time to time in force in relation
to any such fax, Heence fec, impdt or duty, shall
extend so as to have effect in the Islands of Guernsey
and Alderney as though those Islands were ane :

PROVIDED always that any such Law or
Ordinance shall bave effect in the Island of
Alderneysubject tosuch exceptions, adaptations
and medificatinons, if any, as may from time to
time be specified by Guernsey Ordinance,

3. Onandafter the 15t day of January, 1940, the
States of Alderncy, for the purpose of raising revenue
towards financing the services for which the States of
Alderney will continue to be responsible, shall levy
an Qceupier’s Rate in each calendar year at a rate
equivalent to the average of the Occupier's Rates
levied in the then preceding calendar year by the
Parishes (excluding the Parish of Saint Peter Port) of
the Island of Guernsey {an average comprising a frac-
tion of a halfpenny being taken at the halfpenny next
below) and provision may be made by Alderney
Ordinance for declaring the incidence of such
Occupier’'s Rate and for providing for the collection
thereof. '

4. Provision may be madc by Guernsey Ordinance
for empowering the States of Guernsey Cadastre
Cormmittee, during such period or periods after the
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3ist day of December, 1048, as may, from time to
time, be agreed between the States of Guernsey and
the States of Alderney, to assess the rateable value of
real properfy situate in the Island of Alderney and
from time to time fo rectily the assessment of the rate-
able value of any such property and for extending to
the Island of Alderney the provisions of any Cadastre
Law from time to time in force in the Jsland of Guern-
sey with such exceptions, adaptations and modifi-
cafions as the Ordinance shall prescribe and any such
Ordinance may be varied or vevoked by a subse-
quent Ordinance.

5. Ib any case wheve the law of the Tsland of
Alderney is in conflict with any provision of a Law,
Ordinance or Kesolution, extended to that Island by
ar by virtue of this Law, the latter provision shall
prevail,

6. The Agreement of the 11th day of March,1925,
between the Royal Court of Guernsey and the Court
of Alderney, approved by His Majcsty in Council and
registered on the Records of the Island of Guernsey
" onthe 13th day of February, 19256, is heveby amended
by substituting in daunse 4 thercof for the words
“ Royal Court ', wherever the same occur, the words
“ States of Guornsey Lepislation Comumittee ™':

PROVIDED that the provisions of this section
shall not come into operation wntil the day fol-
fowing the date of the Guernsey Chief Pleasafter
Christmas, 1048.

7. The Import Duties Act (Bailiwick of Guernseyy),
1932, shall have effect benceforth subject to the foll-
owing modifications :—

For the definition of the expression ' Appropriate
Authority  therein contained there shall be sabsti-
tuted the following definltion —

" ‘Apprapriate Authority ' means the States
Supervisor in the Tstand of Guernsey and in-
cludes his anthorised subordinates.”

_—
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The provisions of Section 2 of the said Act relative
to the despatch of Orders made under that Act to the
President of the States of Alderney, to the bringing
of every such Order before the States of Alderney, to
the postponement of the operation in Alderncy of any
such Order, to the cessation of operation of any such
Ozder in Alderney, to the publication of Resolutions
of the States of Alderney in relation to any such
Order and to the duty of His Majesty's Greffier in the
Island of Alderney to forward a certified copy ol every
such Resclution to His Majesty's Greffier in the
Island of Guernsey, shall cease to have effect.

S0 much of Sections 18 and 19 of the said Act as
require the Appropriate Authority to make payments
into the Revenue of the Island of Alderncy or to
credit any amount to the Treasurer of the States of
Alderney shall ccase to bave effect.

For Section 36 of the said Act, there shall be sub-
stituted the following Section :—
* 36, Provision may be made by Guernsey Ordi-
nance for the purposes of carrying this Law into
effect throughout the Bailiwick.”
