WHEREAS there was this day read at the Board a 
Report from the Right Honourable the Lords of the 
Committee of Council for the Affairs of Guernsey and 

LE '3 AVRIL '946, 
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Jersey, dated the 27th day of February, 1946, in the 
words following, viz.:-

"YOCR MAJESTY having been pleased, by Your 
General Order of Reference of the 18th day of Decem­
ber, 1936, to refer unto this Committee the humble 
Petition of the States of the Island of Guernsey, setting 
forth :-

, r. That on the 13th day of October, 1945, the 
Royal Court adopted a Bill or " Projet de Loi " in­
tituled "Loi amendant la Loi relative it la Vente de 
Tabac (1945)," and requested the Bailiff to submit 
the same to the States of Deliberation for approval. 
2. That on the 19th day of December, 1945, the said 
Bill or "Projet de Loi " was duly considered by the 
States, when a resolution was passed approving the 
saIne with certain modifications and authorizing the 
Bailiff to present a most hUlnble Petition to Your 
Majesty in Council praying for Your Royal Sanction 
thereto. 3. That the said Bill or " Projet de Loi " is 
in the words and figures set forth in the Schedule 
hereunto annexed. And most humbly praying that 
Your Majesty might be graciously pleased to grant 
Your Royal Sanction to the Bill or " Projet de Loi " 
of the States of Guernsey intituled "Loi amendant 
la Loi relative a la Vente de Tabac (1945)," and to 
order and direct that the same shall have the force 
of Law within the Island of Guernsey: 

"THE LORDS OF THE COMMITTEE, III obe­
dience to Your Majesty's said Order of Reference, 
have taken the said Petition and the said Projet de Loi 
into consideration, and do this day agree humbly to 
report, as their opinion, to Your Majesty, that it Inay 
be advisable for Your Majesty to comply with the 
prayer of the said Petition and to approve of and ratify 
the said Projet de Loi." 

HIS MAJESTY having taken the said Report into 
consideration is pleased, by and with the advice of His 
Privy Council, to approve of and ratify the said Projet 
de Loi, and to order, as it is hereby ordered, that the 
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same shall have the force of Law within the Island of 
Guernsey. 

AND IllS MAJESTY doth hereby further direct 
that this Order, and the said Projet de Loi (a copy 
whereof is hereunto annexed) be entered upon the 
Register of the Island of Guernsey and observed 
accordingly. 

AND the Lieutenant-Governor or COlnmander-in­
Chief of the Island o[ Guernsey, the Bailiff and Jurats, 
and all other His Majesty's Officers, for the time being, 
in the said Island, and all other persons whom it may 
concern, are to take notice and govern themselves 
accordingly.

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TRANSLATION. 

LAW AMENDING THE LAW RELATING TO 

THE SALE OF TOBACCO (1945). 

THE STATES have approved of the following 
provisions, which, on receiving the Sanction of I-lis 
Most Excellent Majesty in Council, shall have force of 
Law in this Island. 

I.~Thc Articles numbered 2 and 3 of the Law re­
lating to the Sale of Tobacco sanctioned by Order in 
Coullcil registered on the Records of this Island on 
the 26th November, 1904, shall be repealed and the 
Articles numbered 2 and 3 shall be substituted there­
for:~ 

" 2. Licences for the sale of Tobacco shall be 
of two classes, narnely: ~ 

1St Class~Retail Tobacco Dealers' Licences. 

3rd Class~Whojesale and Retail Tobacco 
Dealers' Licences. 

3. The following Licence fees shall be paid 
to the States Supervisor as respects the calendar 
year 1946 and each succeeding year : ~ 

For a 1St Class licence,. 1.'2 lOS. od. per annum. 
For a yd Class licence, £25 as. ad. per annum. 

Upon the issue, otherwise than by way of re­
newal of one or othel' of the said licences, the 
amount payable for the issue of such a licence 
shall be one-twelfth of the annual amount as 
respects each calendar month unexpired in the 
current calendar year." 

2.-The words" Le Superviseur des Etats" shall be 
substituted for the words "Le Superviseur de la 
Chaussee" in Article 4 of the said Law.
