"THE TEACHERS (SUPERANNUA'rION) LAW, 
(GUERNSEY) 1939 ". 

LES ETATS ant approuve les dispositions sui­
vantes, lesquelles, 1110yennant la Sanction de Sa Tres 
Excellente Majeste en Conseil, amont force de Loi 
en I'lle de Guernesey. 

I.-The provisions of Section 1 of the Teachers 
(Superannuation) Act, 1937 (1 Edw. 8 & 1 Geo. 6, 
c. 47) and of the Teachers Superannuation (Alloca­
tion of Pension) Rules, 1937, made by the Board 
of Education under that Section of that Act shall 
apply in the case of a teacher to whom an annual 
superannuation allowance in respect of service in 
Guernsey is granted as from a date not earlier than 
the date of the registration of the Order in Council 
sanctioning this Law upon the Records of the Island 
of Guernsey, under the School Teachers (Super­
annuation) Act, 1918, or under Ghe Teachers (Super­
annuation) Act, 1925, or under a sehenIc made under 
section twenty-one of the latter Act, otherwise than 
by reason of infirmity of mind or body (not being 
a teacher to whom a superannuation allowance has 
at any previous time beon payable otherwise than 
by reason of infirmity of mind or body). 

2.-References in this Law and in Section 1 of the 
Teachers (Superannuation) Act, 1937, and in the 
Teachers Superannuation (Allocation of Pension) 
Rules, 1937, as applied by this Law, to the School 
'reachers (Superannuation) Act, 1918, and to the 
Teachers (Superannuation) Act, 1925, shan be con-
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strued as references to those Acts as applied, with 
modifications, to the Island of Guernsey. 

3,-The States Education Council shall pay such 
'U/H.' as may be payable to the teacher or other 
bhueficiary under the Rules aforesaid in respect of 
'.I01.'vice in Guernsey, in such lTIanner as the said 
Council and the Board of Education shall agree upon.
