WHEREAS on the tenth day of Decemhber, 1940,
the Court adopted a meagure which forms the basig
of the * Projet de Loi” hereunder appearing, the
said measure being designed to provide some control
over the amount of certain rentals ;

AND WHEREAS the said measure was duly sub-
mitted to the States of Deliberation on the 30th day
of December, 1944, and having becn amended in

_certain respects it was duly passed as a ° Projet
de Loi™

AND WHEREAS the said * Projet de Loi " re-
ceived the sanction of the British Civil Lieutenant-
Governoy whereapon it was submitted to the German
Feldlkommandant who thereupon accorded his ap-
proval thereof ;

NOW the Lieutenant-Governor aforesaid pro-
mulgates the seid © Projet de Loi’” to the intent
that the same shall have the force of Law within
this lsland ; of which * Projet ” the tenor fol-
loweth & —

LES BETATS, sur la recommandation du Comité

1.—The Commitiee, which expression in this Law

Law means © The Controlling Committee of
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the States of Guernsey 7, shall appoint threé
Boards each consisting of three members ab
least whose duty it shall be o hear and to
consider claims made vnder the provisions of
this Law on the part of tenants wishing to
have their rent reduced and to recommend in
each case the reduclion, if any, that cught to
be made in the rate of the rental which is the
gubject of the claim. The Committee may
fill any temporary or other vacaney that may
cceur in any of such Boards,

The members appointed to any such Board
shall take oath before the Royal Courf (in
ordinary or full scssion) to fullil their duties
impartially and to the best of their ability
and each of them shall take an oath of secrecy
in the form set forth in the Schedulc here-
under. A like oath of secrcey may also be
required of any person serving under the
Boards or any of them in respect of informa-
tion coming to their knowledge.

2 —Claims in respect of promises which are lot
exclugively or mainly as residential property
shall be dealt with by cne of such Boards to
be called © Dwellings Rental Control .

Claims in respect of premises which are let
exclusively or meinly for the purposes of in-
dustry or business {(other than agriculture)
shall be dealt with by one of such Boards to
be called ** Commeorcial Property Rental Con-
trol .

Claims in vespect of premises which are let
exclusively or mainly for the purposes of agri-
culture shall be dealt with by one of such
Boards fo be called ™ Agricultural Froperty
Rental Control ™,

In cases where doubt may have arisen as to
which of such Boards is competent to deal
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with any claim the matter shall be referred
to the Committee in writing by any Board or
by any interested person and the decision of
the Committee on the point of competency
shall ke final. If the Committee be of opinion
that the claim extends beyond the comretency
of any one Board the Committee shall name a
composite Board of three members at least
from amongst the members of any two or more
of the Boards which in the opinion of the Com-
mittee are competent to deal with the ques-
tion and such composite Board shall have the
like powers and duties in respect of the claim
referrcd to it as each of the other Bosrds has
in relation to the claims within its competency.
Such composite Board shall be called “ The
Rentals Control Composite Board 7.

If a claim has been addressed by a tenant
to any one Board then the Committec shall
not entertain any such reference as aforesaid
concerning the competency of such Board to
deal with the case if the person making the
reference has not, in the opinion of the Com-
mittee, made such reference with rcasonable
diligence but the Board or Boards to whom
the claim has been made shall consider the
case and make the reguired recommendation,
Three members shall constitute a quorum of
any of such Boards for all purposes under this
Law. FEach Board shall elect its own Chair-
man for cach sitfing.

As soon ag conveniently may be after the
appointment of the three first named Boards
such Boards or a majority of the whole of the
members thereof shall meet and draw Regula-
tions setting forth the considerations and
factors which in their opinion shall be taken
into account by the Boards created under this
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Law to enable the Board or Boards concerned
to deel equitably with cases which may be
referred to them and such Regulations may
declare that the means of 2 claiming tenant
shall be taken into account as well as condi-
tions which may be attached to the continuing
validity of any recommendation. All such
Regulations shall be submitted to the Royal
Court (sitting in Chief Pleas) for approval.
The said Regulations may be amplified and
varied from time to time subject always to
like approval.

If the Royal Court sees fit so to do it may
amend and amplify any Regulations which
may be submitted to it,

The Regulations for the time being in force
shall govern the Boards in exercising their
duties under this Law.

3.—Anyone wishing to make such a claim s is
visualised by this Law shall address and de-
Liver to the competent Board a written state-
ment giving & short description of the pro-
perty which is the subject of the tenancy and
particulars of the tenancy sufficient to enable
the Board to determine the amount of the
rental whieh ought to be paid. Such state-
ment shall be accompanied by the lease,
tenancy agreement, rental receipt book and
such other documents as the tenant may hold
soncerning the tenancy.

The Statement must show the grounds on
which the claim for reduction is based. The
claimant shall supply such further details as
the Board or Boerds concerned may think
necessary for the proper consideration of the
claim,

4. —(a) On receiving a claim the Board poneerned
shall investigate the matter and shall give



to the landlord or to his agent or to one or the
other of them if either is in the Island the
opportunity of being heard or alternatively
ot his option of replying in writing to the
tenant’s claim. The Board or Boeards con-
cerned shall have the right of entry hy their
representatives to all preimnises in respect of
which a claim has been made. -

(b) The recommendation of the Board shall
be get down in writing in a register to be kept
for the purpose. Every entry shall be signed
by the Chairman of the Board which took
part in the investigation. Three copies of
each decision shall he made and signed, one
of which shall be sent to the claimant, one to
the last known postal address in this Island
of the landlord or of hig agent, and one to the
General Secretary of The Controlling Com-
mittee of the States of Guernsey for trans-
mission to H.M.’s Greffier to be by him filed
in the Public Records.

(¢) If in making his claim the claimant hag
asked that the Bosrd or Beards, which is to
consider such claim shall make its recom-
mendation extend to rent paid or unpaid
which has fallen duc sinece the 24th day of
June, 1940, it shall be competent to the Board
or Boards concerned so to do and to make its
recommettdation in the case apply to any
part of the rent in arrear or to the future only
—PROVIDED, however, that the recom-
mendation shail not operate go as to entail a
repayment by the landlord to the tenant of
rent already paid when the claim is made, but
it may be ordered that the amount of rent
found to have been paid in excess of the
amount which the Board, or Boards as the
cage may be may think appropriate shall be
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regarded as a payment in respect of further
rental already due or rental which may fall
due after the recommendation shall be made.
Nevertheless the Court may order a refund
of remtal which according to any final de-
cision under this Law shall be found to have
been patd in excess, if the tenaney shall have
been terminated, to the extent which the
Clourt may think eguitable.

—A recomamendation given under the foregoing

provisions of this Law shall have the effect
of a final judicial decision unless withn
fourteen days after notice thereof shall have
heen posted ov delivered to the landlord or his
agent as provided in Article 4 (b) of this Law
proceedings by way of appeal against the
recommendation or any part thereof shall
kave heen commenced by simple summons
scrved at the instance of the appellant on the
adverse party or at his last known place of
abode in this Island. The competent Court
to hear such appeal shall be the Ordinary
Court and the parties shall be required to
appear in person or by Counsel on the tabling
of the first canse. The Court may judge the
matter and decide the issue séance tenante or
it may at its discretion give other directions
for the hearing. The Court may make any
order which the Board or Boards conccrned
could have done and the decision of the Court
ghall be final and it shall not be subject to
appeal.

The Court shall have power to award costs
ws between party and party at its discretion
and if in making its award the Court taking
into consideration all facts and circumstances
findsthat an appealhas been enteredvexatiously
or frivelousty may also order penal costs to
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he paid by the appellant up to £3 for the
vredit of the States of Guernsey.

6.—The Royal Court sitting ag a Full Court shall
have power to remove any member of any
Board appointed hereunder and the Royal
Court sitting as a Court of Chief Pleas shall
have power by Qrdinance to make provisions
necessary in its opinion for carrying this Law
into effect and to determine when its opera-
tion in whole or In part and decisions given
hereunder or any of them shzll cease to have
total or partial effect.

3,—such information as may be available to the

publie.
