In exercise of the power conferred on hinI' by an 
Order of the Commandant of the German Forces in 
occupation of the Bailiwick of GHernsey, dated the 
2nd day of July, I940. 
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WHEREAS on the tenth day of December, 
I940, the Court adopted a measure which forms the 
basis of the Proict ,Ie Loi hereunder appearing, the 
said measure being designed to protect the rights of 
persons where they wonld he otherwise adversely 
affected by reason oJ the occupation oJ this Island 
by German vorces and the conseqnent inability to 
carry out the processes of Law in the normal way; 

AND WHEREAS the said measure was duly sub­
mitted to the States of Deliberation on the 30th day 
of December, I940, and having been amended in 
certain respects it was dnly passed as a Proiet de 
Loi; 

AND WHEREAS the said "Proiet de Loi" 
having received the sanction of the British Civil 
Lieutenant-Governor it ,;vas submitted to the German 
Fcldkommandant who thereupon accorded his ap­
proval thereof; 

NOW the Lieutenant-Governor aforesaid promul­
gates the said Proie! de Loi to the intent that the 
same shall have the force of Law within this Island; 
of which Proiet the tenor followeth :-
