"~'Cltt' ~l(\te .... tu having been pleased by 
Yonr General Order of Refm'ence of the 18th day of 
December, 1936, to refer nnto this Committee the 
humble Petition of the St"tes of the Island of Guern­
sey, setting forth :-

'1. That for the rel1sons set forth in the 
preamble thereto, the Royal Court, on the 26th 
day of September, 1939, adopted a Bill or 1'ro­
jet de Lai intituled " The Contributory Pensions 
(Elnergency l)I'ovisiollS) Law (Guernsey), 1939," 
and requested the Bailiff to submit the same 
to the States of Deliberation for app"oval. 
2. That on the 25th day of Ootober, 1939, the 
said Bill or Projet de Loi was duly considered 
by the States, when a. resolution was passed 
approving the same and authorizing the Bailiff 
to present a most humble Petition to Your 
Majesty in Council praying for Your Royal 
Sanction thereto. 3. That the said Bill or 
Projet de Loi is in the words and figures set 
forth in the Schedule hereunto annexed. And 
most humbly praying that Your ~Majesty would 
be graeiously pleased to grant Your Royal 
Sanction to the Bill or Projet de Loi of the 
States of Guernsey intituled " The Contributory 
Pensions (Emergency Provisions) Law (Guern­
sey), 1939," and to order and direct that the 
same shall have the force of Law in the Islands 
of Guernsey, Herm and Jethou.'

WHEREAS it is provided by sub-section (a) of 
Section 8 of Article V of The Contributory Pen­
sions Law, 1935, that there shall be paid out of 
moneys provided by the States into the Insurance 
Fund Accollnt of the States Insurance Authority-

(0) the sum of £5,475 on every calendar 
quarter-day occurring during the period 
from the 29th day of September, '935, to 
the 24th day of June, 1943, both dates in­
elusive; and 

(b) the sum of £9,975 on every calendar 
quarter-day occurring during the period 
from the 29th day of September, 1943, to 
the 24th day of June, 1985, both dates 
inclusive: 

AND WHEREAS the requirements of the above 
mentioned provisions have been fulfilled as regards 
all sums falling payable thereunder up to and in­
cludi.ng the 29th day of September, 19.~9: 

AND 'WHEREAS the States, on the advice of the 
States Finance COlmuittec, deem it expedient to 
seek power to withhold payment into the Insurance 
Fund Account hereinbefore referred to of the sums 
payable under the above-recited provisions on the 
(",l"·~(h" Cj'.nrf--:::' :-1--..'1.''; r::lli:~:,· ;'1YtCT th::: ~~;th clay of 
September, 1(139. during the period of the present 
hostilities ancl, on thc~oth day of September, 1939, 
resolved accordingly: 
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NOW THEREFORE the States have approved 
of the following- provisions which, upon being sanc­
tioned by His Most Excellent Majesty in Council, 
shall have force of Law in the Islands of Guernsey, 
Herm and Jethou:-

I. The States mal' by resolution withhold pay­
ment of every or any sum payable out of moneys 
provided by the States into the Insurance Fund 
Account of the States Insurance Authority under 
the provisions of sub-section (a) of Section 8 of 
Article V of The Contributory Pensions Law, '935, 
as would otherwise become payable, after the 29th 
day of September, 'V39, during the period of the 
present hostilities: 

Provided that after the termination of the 
period of the present hostilities such financial 
provisions shall be made by the States as will 
ensure that the amount standing to the credit 
of the Insurance Fund Account aforesaid as on 
the 24th day of June, '985, shall be not less 
than the amount which, but for the provisions 
of this Law, would have stood to the credit of 
that Account. 

2. For the purposes of this Law, the expression 
"the period of the present hostilities" means the 
period terminating on the one hundred and eigh­
tieth day following the day on which an Order of 
His Majesty in Conncil appointing the date to be 
deemed the date of the termination of the present 
war between His Majesty and Germany is regis­
tered on the Records of the Island of Guernsey.
