The residential qualification required of candidates
for and holders of any Parcchial or Cantonal oflice
and any residential qualification required as a condi-
tion of membership of any States or Parochial Office,
Committee, Council or Board shall be saiisfied if the
persom of whom such qualification is required had
such qualification on the first day of June 1940, and
no one shall be deemed to have been or to be dis-
qualified from any such office or position by change
of residence since that date cxcept in those cases where
the person_Who would have been disqualified if this
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present enactment had not been passed shall have been
replaced prior to the coming in force ol this Law.
