WP exeas there was this day read at the Board
a Report from the Right Honourable the Lords of
the Committee of Council for the Affairs of Guernsey
and Jersey, dated the 28th day of June, 1939, in the
words following, viz :—

“Pouvy IWlajest)yy having been pleased by
Your General Order of Reference of the 18th day of
December, 1936, (o refer unto this Committec the
humble Detition of the States of the Island of
Guernsey, setting forth (—

‘1. That on the 6th day of May, 1939, the
Royal Court adopted a Bill or ** Projet de Loi
intituled “ Loi autorisant un Sceau Officiel
pour la Coour Royale de Guerncsey et I'Emploi
d’icelui,” and requested the Bailiff to submit
the same to the States of Deliberation for
approval : 2. That on the gth day of June,
1939, the said Bill or ** Projet de Loi ** was duly
considered by the States, when a resolution was
passed approving the same and authorizing the
Bailill' to present a most humble Petition to
Your Majesty in Council praying for Your
Royal Sanction thereto : 4. That the said Bill
or ““ Projet de Lol ™ is in the words and figures
set forth in the Schedule annexed to the Petition,
And most humbly praying that Your Majesty
might be graciously pleased to grant Your
Royal Sanction to the Bill or ** Projet de Loi ™
of the States of Guernsey intituled * Loi
autorisant un Sceau Olfliciel pour la Cour
Royale de Guernesey et 'Emploi d'icelul,” and
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to order and dircct that the same have the force
of Law within the Bailiwick of the Istand of
Guernsey.’

“@he Joxds of ihe Committer, in
obedience to Your Majesty’s said Order of Refer-
cnce, have taken the said Petition and the said
Projet de Loi into consideration, and do this day
agree humbly to report, as their opinion, to Your
Majesty, that it may be advisable for Your Majesty
to comply with the prayer of the said Petition and to
approve of and ratily the said I'rojet de Loi,”

His Wlajeaty, having taken the said Report
into consideration is pleased, by and with the advice
of His Privy Council, to approve of and ratify the
said Projet de Loi, and to order, as it is hercby
ordered, that the same shall have the force of Law
within the Bailiwick of the Island of Gucrnsey.

And His W ajestry doth hereby further direct
that this Order, and the said Projet de Loi (a copy
whereof is hereunto annexed) be entered upon the
Register of the Island of Guernsey and observed
accordingly,

And the Lieutenant Governor or Commander-in-
Chief of the Island of Guernsey, the Bailifl'and Jurats,
and all other His Majesty’s Officers, for the time
heing, in the said Island, and all ather persons whom
it may concern, are to take notice and govern them-

* selves accordingly.

THE LAW,

ARTICLE T—AUTHORISATION, MAKING AND
FORM OF SEAL OF COURT.

(1) The Royal Court of Guernsey (hereinafter
referred to as “ the Royal Court ) shall have an
official Seal (hereinafter referred to as “ the Seal '),
to be known as the Seal of the Royal Court.

(2) The Roval Court shall be entitled to approve
a design for and proeure the making of the Seal.

The Seal shall bear the Arms of the Island of
Gluernsey and the insecription “ Sceau de la Cour
Royale de Guernesey .

{(3) The Royal Court shall be entitled from time
to time and at any time, in virtue of this Law, to
order any modification which the said Court deems
fit to be made, in the form of the Seal made in
pursuance of the last foregoing paragraph of this
Article, including the inscription thereon,
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ARTICLE 2.-USE OF SEAL AND CUST0ODY
THEREOF,

(I) The Seal may be used for the purpose of
authenticating any copy of any Judgment, Decree,
Order or other Act of the Royal Court or of any
Division, including the Matrimonial Causes Division,
thereof and may, under the general or specific
authority of an Act of the Royal Court or of any
Division thereof, be used for authenticating any other
document or record.

(2) His Majesty's Greffier shall be the officer
anthorised to affix the Seal to any copy, decument,
or record as aforesaid or otherwise in pursuance of
the provisions of this Article.

In this Article the expression * Hiz Majesty’s
Greffier ¥ includes any Deputy-Greflier duly appoin-
ted and any person duly appointed to exercise
temporarily the duties of His Majesty’s Greffier.

(3) When the Seal is affixed in accordance with
the provisions of this Article, His Majesty’s Greffier
shall authenticate the same by his signature and
official designation,

{4) The Seal shall be kept in the custody of His
Majesty’'s Greffier.

ARTICLE 3—COMMENCEMENT.

This Law shall come into operation on the day
on which it is registered on the Records of the Tsland
of Guernsey.

ARTICLE 4---SHORT TITLE.

This Law may be cited as the Royal Court (Seal)
Law (Gluernsey), 1939.
