" 1. That on the 29th day of April, 1938, 
t,he States of Dellberation~ on the recoffiluenda­
tion of their Board of Health, passed a resolution 
approving tho principle of compulsory inlffiuni­
sation from Diphtheria, and requested the Royal 
Court to prepare a Bill or "Projet de Loi" 
to give effect to the said resolution: 2. That 
accordingly on the 4th day of June, 1938, the 
Royal Court adopted a Bill or " hojet de Loi " 
intituled "Loi par rapport it !'Inoculation des 
Enfants contre la Diphterie (1939)," and 
requested the Bailiff to submit the same to the 
States for approval: 3. That on the 29th day 
of Juno, 1938, at an adjourned sitting of the 
States, the said Bill or" Projet de Loi "was duly 
considered, and a resolution ,vas passed approv­
ing the same and authorizing the Bailiff to 
present a most humble Petition to Y our Majesty 
in Council praying for Your Royal Sanction 
thereto: 4. That the said Bill or " Projet de 
Loi " is in the words and figures set forth in the 
Schedule hereunto annexed. And most humbly 
praying that Your Majesty would be graciously 
pleased to grant Your Royal Sanction to the Bill 
or "Projet de Loi " of the States of Guernsey 
intituled " Loi par rapport it !'Inoculation des 
Enfants contre la Diphteric (1939)," and to order 
and direct that the same shall have the force 
of Law within the Ishncl of Guernsey."

l.~-For the purpose of this Law and of any Re­
gulations made thercunder-

" Appointed date" means the date appointed by 
Ordinance of the Royal Oourt as the date after which 
inoculation in accordance with the provisions of this 
Law and of Regulations made thereunder will be­
come compulsory: 

" Contravention;> includes non-observance: 
"Island of Guemsey" includes the Islands of 

Herm and Jcthou, which Islands shall be deemed to 
form part of the l'arish of Saint Peter Port: 

" Inoculation" rueans the administration by a 
qualified medical practitioner, with the object of 
immunising against diphtheria, of such preparation 
or preparations as may from time to time be pre­
scribed by Ordinance of the Royal Court on snch 
number of occasions, with such intervals of time 
between each of such ocoasions, if lTIOre than one, 
as may from time to timc be so prescribed and, if the 
lnanner -of such adll1inistration be so prescribed, in 
that manner. 

"Medical. Certificate" lIleans a certificate signed 
1,0' i1 qualified medical practitioner. 



" Parent" means any person jn whose custody, 
care or control a child is, whether or not that person 
is related to that child. 

" Residing in the Island of Guernsey" appJies to~ 
(a) every child whose home is in the Island of 

Guernsey notwithstanding that that child 
may be periodically absent from the Island 
of Guernsey: and 

(v) every child attending school in the Island 
of Guernsey whether that child's home is in 
the Island of Guernsey or elsewhere: and 

(e) every other child who, during any period 
of three hnndred and sixty-five consecutive 
days ending after the appointed date, has 
spent one hundred and eighty days in the 
Island of Guernsey. 

" States Medical Officer of Health" indudes any 
qualified medical practitioner for the time being 
acting as Modical Officer of Health. 

2.---Every child residing in the Island of Guel'llsey 
who~ 

(a) on the appointed date has already attained 
the age of two years but has not attained 
the a.ge of ten years '. or 

(0) on or after the appointed date att.l1ins the 
age of two years: 

shall undergo inoculation: 
Provided that any child as re!!anls wllOm a 

medical certificate is presented t.o the States Medi­
cal Officer of Health to the effect that that child--

(a) has already undergone inoculation with the 
objent of immunising that child against 
diphthel'ia whether before 01' after the C0111-

lnencmnent of this La\y', 01' 
({;) is permanently unfit to undergo inocula,tioll : 

or 
(e) is suffering or has suffered fmm diphtheria: 
(d) is not li"ble to contract diphtheria and has 
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been so found by means of some test accept­
able to the States' Medical Officer of Health: 

shall be exempt from inoeulation : 

3.--Inoculation under this Law sball be performed 
by medical practitioners appointed in that behalf 
by the States Bm1rd of Health and the cost of such 
inoculation and of the attendances and services of 
the medical practitioners so appointed shall be borne 
by the States: 

Provided tlmt it shall be l:nvful for the parent of a 
child required by this Law to undergo inoculation 
to have the inoculation of that child performed at 
his OIV11 expense by a medical practitioner selected 
by him. 

4.-'1'he Shtes Board of Health is hereby cm­
powcred--

(a) to appoint the places at which inoculation 
to be performed free of cost shall be per­
formed: 

(b) to appoint the dates and times for the per-
fOrnlallCe of inoculation at !:luch places: 

and different dates, times and places may be ap­
pointed for the inoculation of children of dilfercnt 
a.ges and of children residing in different districts. 

5.-It shall be the duty of the paront of a child 
to whom the provisions of this Law apply to present 
that child for inoculation at the p1:,"8 or places, on 
the dates and at the times appointed in that behalf 
by the States BotcI'd of Health which are applicable 
iu the case of that child: 
Provided that--

(i) in the case of a child as regards whom 
a medical certifi<mte is presented to the States 
Medical Officer of Hea lth to the effeeL that, "t the 
dates on which that child would otherwise be re­
quired under t.hiH Lmv to undergo inoculation, that. 
child is temporarily nnLit to undergo inoculation~ 

inoculation shall be doferred until that child, not 
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having attained the age of ten years, is no longer 
medically certified as unfit to undergo inoculation 
and that child shall thereupon undergo inoculation: 

(ii) as regl1rds a child who, not being exempt, 
whether temporarily or otherwise, from inoculation 
is not inoculated on the dates ltppointed by the 
States Board of Health which are applicable ltS re­
gards that child, then, notwithstanding that a pen­
alty 111ay or may not have been _inflicted on account 
of the non-presentation of that child for inoculation 
on the date or dates so l1ppointed, thc parent of that 
child shall present that ellild foJ.' inoculation in 
accordance ,vith directions fro111 time to time issued 
by the States Medical Officer of Health either by way 
of advertisement in two daily newspapers published 
in the English language in the Island of Guernsey or 
by way of noti ce addressed through the post or 
otherwise to the parent of such child. 

6.-The Royal Court is hero by authorised from 
time to time to pass such Ordinances as it may deem 
expedient for the purpose 01'-

(a) fixing the appointed dltte: 

(b) prescribing the preparation or preparations 
to be used for inoculation, the number of 
occasions on '\Thich the Sal11C are to be ad­
ministered to a. child, the interval between 
each of such occasions and the manner of 
such administmtion : 

(c) making regulations for the purpose of carry­
ing the provisions of this Law iuto effect: 

(el) prescrihing forms for use for the purposes 
of this Law: 

(e) prescribing the amount of tho fees and other 
expenses payable by the States to medical 
practitioners under this Law: 

(f) prescribing penalties in respect of the con­
travention of the provisions of this Law and 
of such regulations: 
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Provided that no penalty so prescribed 
shall, in the Cilse of a first conviction for any 
such contravention, exceed a fine of Five 
Pounds or, in default of payment of such 
fine, a terrn of in1prisonment exceeding 
fifteen da,ys or, in the ca8e of a second or sub­
sequent conviction, exceed a fine of Ten 
Pounds 01', in default of payment of such 
fine, a teTIll of imprlSOlunent exceeding 
twenty-eight days and that a person sen­
tenced to any such term. of imprisonment 
shall not be required to undergo hard 
labour. 

7.-This Law may be cited as the Diphtheria 
Immunisation Law (Guernsey), 1939.
