‘1. That on the 12th day of February, 1938,
the Royal. Court adopted a Bill or * Projet de
Loi” intituled " Loi portant amendement & la
Loi relative 4 Ulnstruction Primaire et aux
Fonctions du Conseil d'Education et des
Comités d’Education Paroissiaux, 19g5,” and
requested the Bailill to submit the same to the
States of Deliberation for their approval.  s.
That on the goth day of March, 1988, the said
Bill or “ Projet de Loi 7 was duly considered by
the States, when a resolution was passed approv-
ing the same and authorizing the Bailift to pre-
sent a most humble Petition to Your Majesty
in Gouncil praying for Your Royal Sanction
thereto. 3. That the said Bill or “ Projet de
Loi” is in the words and figures sct forth in the
Schedule annexed to the Petition. And most
humbly praying that Your Majesty might be
graciously pleased to grant Your Royal Sanc-
tion to the Bill or “ Projet de Loi 7 of the States
of Guernsey intituled ' Lol portant amende-
ment 4 la Loi relative a Vlnstruction Primaire
et aux fonctions du Conseil d’Education et des
Comités d'Education Paroissiaux, 19g5,” and to
order and direct that the same should have the
force of Law within the Island of Guernsey.’

“@he Lovdwx of the Coramitter, in
obedience to Your Majesty’s said Order of Refer-
ence, have taken the said Petition and the said Projet-
de Loi into consideration, and do this day agree hum-
bly to report, as their opinion, to Your Majesty, that

ratify the said Projet de Loi.”

1—AMENDMENT of Section 23 of the “ Loi relative
4 I'Ingtruction Primaire ete, 1935 " (hereinafter in
this Law referred to as * the Law of 1935 ).

On the date upon which this Law comes into
operation, paragraph (3) of Section 23, entitled
* Procecdings for Non-Attendance , of the Law of
1935, shall be repealed and that Section shall have
effect ag if the following paragraph were substituted
for the said paragraph.

“(3) (i) Any parent who

(e) sends a child to school in an unclean
state, as regards either hig person or his
clothing, or in any state whatsoever
which may prevent, or may justify a
Master or Mistress of a school in pre-
venting, such child from associating
freely with. other scholars, or
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(b) withdraws a child from school without
reasonable and sufficient cause,
shall be deemed thereby to have neglected to
send that child to school within the purport
of this Section and shall be liable to the
penalties imposed by this Section for such
negleat,

(ii) Any parent who prevenis or obstructs the
examination of a child under the provisions
of paragraph (2) of Section 16 of this Law
shall be deemed to be refusing or neglecting
to give that child an education of the scope
and standard specified in paragraph (2) of
this Section and shall be liable to the penal-
ties imposed by this Section for such refusal
or neglect.”

2, SAviNGS.

Nothing contained in this Law shall affect the
validity of any proceedings taken, adjudication made
or penalty or punishment imposed, or any other
thing done, before the commencement of this Law,
in virtue of the provisions of the Law of 1935 hereby
repealed.

3. COoMMEWCEMENT AND 8SuorrT THLE—

(1) This Law shall come into operation on the
day on which it is registered on the Records
of this Teland.

(2) This Law may be cited as the Education
(Amendment) Law {Guernsey), 1938.
