PREMIERE PARTIE. 

The provisions of the First Schedule to the 
Acquisition of Land (Villiaze) Law, 1937, together 
with the Forms and Table of Costs annexed to that 
Schedule. 

DEUXIEME PARTIE. 

Modifications for the purposes of the Law to 
which this ScJ;wdule is L~:nexed of the provisions of 
the Schedule, Forms and Table of Costs, referred 
to in Part I he-reof. 
(A) In Paragraph 1, the words" Acquisition of Land 

(St. Saviour Reservoir Area) Law, 1937" 
shall be substituted for the words" Law to 
which this Schedule is attached". 

( ~) In Paragraph 4, the following sub-paragraph 
shall be substituted for sub-paragraph (0) :­

" (0) The original and substitute members 
elected by the Parochial Douzaine of the 
Parish of Saint Saviour (hereinafter re­
ferred to as 'non-voting members ') when 
serving on the Board shall not be entitled 
to vote in relation to any decision of the 
Board as to the value of any of the rights 
and interests to be valued or as to the 
amount of any award falling to be made by 
the Board but shall be entitled and shall 
be under the duty throughout the pro­
ceedings of the Board to make representa­
tions to and to advise the other members 
of the Board, hereinafter referred to as 
, voting members' , in relation to any matter 
whatsoever concerning the subject matter 
of such proceedings and shall, in all respects 
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save as aforesaid, be deemed to be full 
members of the B~ard," 

and the following sub-paragraph shall be sub­
stituted for sub-paragraph (h) :-

"(h) The Board shall proceed to business, 
as regards the area depicted in blue on Plan 
, B ' referred to in Section 1 of the Law, not 
later than the 30th day of September 1937 
and, as regards the area depicted in yellow 
on that Plan, not later than the 30th day of 
September 1938." 

(0) In sub-paragraph (a) of 
Paragraph 8, the words "to which this. 
Schedule is attached" shall be deleted, 
and the following wmds shall be added at the 
end of sub-paragraph (b) of that Paragraph :-

" and H. M. Sheriff shall from time to time, 
as may be requisite, procure from the States 
Supervisor particulars of such corrections 
in such Cadastre as relate to the properties 
with regard to which the valuations and 
awards of the Board still remain to be 
determined. " 

(D) Paragraph 14 shall be deleted and the following 
Paragraph shall be substituted for that 
Paragraph :-

l4.-Every valuation and award of 
the Board in relation to any property 
depicted in blue on the plan marked' B ' 
referred to in Section 1 of the Law shall 
be made upon the basis that the States 
enter into vacant possession of that 
property as on the 31st day of December, 
1937, and every valuation and award of 
the Board in relation to any property 
depicted in yellow on the said plan shall 
be made upon the basis that the States 
entei' into vacant posses lion of that 
property as on the 31st day of December, 
1938. 
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(E) In Paragraph 15, the words and figures" 21st 
day of May, 1937 " shall be substituted for 
the words and figures" 14th day of October, 
1936 ". 

(F) In paragraph 16, there shall be inserted, after 
the word " Board" in the first line thereof, 
the following words :-

" in relation to the area depicted in blue 
on the said Plan 'B' and a separate 
report. of the proceedings of the Board 
in relation to the area depicted in yel­
low on that Plan (each of such reports 
being hereinafter severally referred to as 
, the report ')." 

(G) In sub-Clause (a) of clause (ii) of sub-paragraph 
(a) of Paragraph 23, the words" as on and 
from the date on which, under the provisions 
of the Law, the States become entitled to 
enter into vacant possession of the property, 
such date being hereinafter in this Schedule 
referred to: as '·dateof vacant possession'" 
shall be. substituted for all the words which 
follow the word " accrue" . 

. (H) Inqlause (ii)'of $ub-paragraph (b) of Paragraph 
23, the words "date of vacant possession, 
during which such tenant, but for the transfer 
of his rights and interests " shall be sub­
stituted.for the words and figures" 15th day 
of February, 1937, during which such tenant, 
but for the transfer". 

(I) ClaUSes (iii) and (iv) of sub-paragraph (b) of 
Paragraph 23 shall be deleted and the follow­
ing Clauses shall be substituted therefor :-

" (iii) The awards contained in the report 
:0£ the Board in respect of any of 
the heads (a) to (h) inclusive of 
cljl.use (i) . of sub-paragraph (b) of 

. this Paragraph in respect of which 
.. nP >noticeof appeal is notified shall 
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be payable in sterling at the States 
Office at the expiration of the ten 
days next following the date of the 

. registration ofthe report containing 
such awards or next following the 

,date of vacant possession of the pro­
perties to which the awards relate, 
whichever of those dates is the later 
and, in the case of any of such 
awards as is appealed against, at 
the expiration of the ten days next 
following the date of the abandon­
ment or determination of such 
appeal or next following the date 
of vacant possession of the pro­
perties to which the awards relate, 
whichever of those dates is the 
later. 

(iv) Interest at the rate of three per 
centum per annum on the amount 
of each of the awards referred to 
in the last preceding clause or on 
such award as is substituted there­
for in appeal to the date of the 
payment thereof inclusively, such 
interest commencing to accrue on 
the date of vacant possession of the 
property in relation to which such 
award is made, shall be payable 
by the States together with the 
amount of the award." 

(J) In the Table of 'Costs: the expression" report" 
sllall apply. to each of t,he relorts of the 
Board, but the fee payable to the PreRi· 
dent of the Board in respect of the pre­
parationof each report shall be £3 only: 

(K) In "Form A," and "Form B", the words 
" Reservoir Area at St, Saviour's" shall b6 
substituted for the words "Aerodrome Site 
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at La Villiaze", and in" Form A" the words 
"Acquisition of Land (St. Saviour's Reservoir 
Area) Law, 1937" shall be substituted for 
the words" Acquisition of Land (Villiaze) 
Law, 1937". 

(L) In ":Form C" the words" St. Saviour Reser­
voir Area" shall be su bstituted for the words 
" La Villiaze Aorodrome Site". 

(1V1) The following additional paragraphs shall be in­
serted :-

MISCELLANEOUS. 

28.-(a) In the event of the death, 
resignation m permanent incapacity to 
act of the President or Vice-President of 
the Board, a new President or Vice-Pre­
sident shall be elected and the provisions 
of sub-paragraph (cl) of Paragraph 4, in so 
far as the same are applicable, shall apply 
to such election. 

(b) In the event of the death, resig­
nation or permanent incapacity to act of 
any original member or substitute member 
of the Board, the Douzaine by whom such 
original member or substitute member 
was nominated shall forthwith nominate 
a new original member or substitute 
member, as the case may be, and 
the provisions of Paragraph 2 (as regards 
the communication to be made by the 
Dean of that Douzaine to H.M. Sheriff) 
and of Paragraph 5 (as regards the duty 
of H.M. Sheriff to present nominees to the 
Court and the duty of nominees to attend) 
shall apply in relation to all such new 
original or substitute members and the 
provisions of Paragraph 4 (as modified) 
shall have effect accordingly. 
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(c) Upon the reconsti~ution of the 
Board after the happening of any such 
event as is mentioned in the preceding 
sub-paragraphs of this Paragraph, H.M. 
Sheriff shall publish in "La Gazette 
Officielle " next appearing after such re­
constitution, a notice as nearly in accord­
ance with Form 'A' (as modified) as is 
appropriate and the item contained in the 
Table of Costs as regards Form 'A' shall 
apply to such notice. 

29.-In the preparation of notices in 
accordance with Forms' A' and 'C' (as 
modified), words designed to inform pro­
prietors and others whether the proceed­
ings of the Board will relate or the report 
of the Board does relate to the area 
(whether depicted in blue or in yellow on 
the said plan' B ') of which the property 
with which they are concerned forms part, 
shall be inserted. 

30.-The Board is elupowered to re­
quire the production of title deeds (in­
cluding lea'les) and to retain the same 
for such period as, in the opinion of the 
Board, is necessary for the verification 
of title. 

31.-Upon the registration of the 
report of the Board, the title deeds re­
lating to the various rights and interests 
transferred to the States under the pro­
visions of the Law as have reference 
only to such rights and interests shall 
belong to and be delivered to the States: 
title deeds relating to such rights and 
interests as also have reference [0 rights 
and interests not so transferred shall not 
so belong but shall be delivered to the 
States for the purpose of the preparation 
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at the cost of the States of authenticated 
copies,'after whichsuchtitl~deeds shall 
be returned to the persons by whom 
they were delivered."
