I.-E{lect of Death on Certain Caz.M6 of Actiol1,~ 
(J) Subject to the provisions of this section, on the 

death of any pc[:->on after the commencement of this Law 
all causes cf action subsisting against or vested in him 
shall survive :1gainst, Of, as tbe case may be, for the 
benefit of his estale. Provided that this sub-section shall 
not apply to causes of action for defamation or seduction 
or for inducin~ one spouse to leave or remain apart from 
the other or to allY cbim against ;n1.~' person for damages 
on the ground of that pers<,?n\ ~:dllltcry \vith the husband 
or wife of the claimant. 

(2) \~lherc a cause of action survives as aforesaid for

tion. 

(4) Where damage has been suffered by reason of 
any act or omisslon in respect of which ;:J cause of action 
would have subsisted against any person if that person 
had not died before or at the same time as' the damage 
was suffered, there shall be deemed, for the purposes of 
this Law) to have been subsisting against him before his 
death such cause of action in respect of that act or omis~ 
sion as would have subsisted if he had died after the 
damage was suffered. 

(5) The rights conferred by this Law for the benefit 
of the estates of deceased persolls shall be in addition to 
and not .in derogation of any rights conferred on the 
dependants of deceased persons by the Law entitled" Loi 
relative <1 13 CDmpenS;Hiol1 qui pourra etre accordee aux 
Familles de Personnes dont la Mort aura etc causee par 
Accident" sancti0ned by Order in Council registered on 
the Records of this Island on the 28th day of December, 
I900 (hereinafter calleel "the Fatal Aceideflts Law of 
I90o") as amended by this Law or by the Order in 
Council entitled "Carriage by Air (Guernsey) Order, 
I935 ", registered on the Records of this Island on the 
29th day of June, 1935, and so much of this Law as re­
lares to causes of action against the estates of deceased 
persons shall apply in relation to Catlses of action under 
the said Law as so amended and under the said Order in 
CoundJ as jt applies in relation to other causes of action 
not expressly excepted from the operation of subsection (I) 
of this section. 

(6) 1n the event of the insolvency of an estate against

which proceedings are maintainable by virtue of this 
section, any liability in respect of the cause of action in 
respect of which the proceedings are maintainable shall 
be deemed to be a deht provable in the administration of 
the estate, notwithstanding that it is a demand in the 
nature of unliquidated damages' arising otherwise than 
by a contract, promise or breach of trust. 

2.-Amendment of the Fatal Accidents Law of '900 
and of the Law with respect to the assessment of Damages 
thereunder.-

(I) In assessing damages in any action, whether com~ 
menced before or after the passing of this Law, under the 
Fatal Accidents Law of '900, there shall not be taken 
into account any sum paid or payable on the death of the 
deceased under any contract of assurance or insurance, 
whether made before or after the passing of this Law. 

(2) For the purposes of the Patal Accidents Law of 
'900, a person shall be deemed to be the parent or child 
of the deceased person notwithstanding that he was only 
related to him illegitimately and, in addition to the rela­
tionships which under the provisions of that Law and of 
this subsecti{)l1 are included within the meaning of the 
expression "enfant" therein contained that expression 
shall include any child the custody of whom had been 
accepted by the deceased and who was still in such cus­
tody and was being wholly or partially maintained hy the 
deceased at the time of Lhe death of the latter. 

(3) In any action brought under the Fatal Accidents 
Law of t900, damages may be awarded in respect of the 
funeral expenses of the deceased person if such expenses 
have been incurred by the parties for whose benefit the 
action is brought, 

(4) This section shall not apply in relation to any action 
in respect of the death of any person before the com­
mencement of this Law. 

3.-Short Title.-This Law may be cited as the Law 
Reform (Miscellaneous Provisions) (Guernsey) Law, 

'936.
