(1) That on the 2nd day of October, 1935, 
upon a Petition signed by nrious members of 
the States of Deliberation being submitted to that 
body, regarding' the control of glasshouse~building 
in this Island, a resolution was passed requesting 
t.he States COInmittce for IIorticulturc, aug~ 

mented by two further members elected at the 
said meeting of the States, to study the whole 
question and to report thereon to the States. 
~. That on the 29th day of April, 1936, tbe re­
port of the said Augmented Committee for 
Horticulture was submitted to the States, when 
a resolution ,vas passed ;:tdopting the recommen­
dations set forth i 11 the said report and praying the 
Royal Court to prepare the legislation nece.~sary 
to give effect to their resolution. 3. That on the 
13th day of June, 1936, the Royal Court adopted 
a Bill or Projet de Loi, prepared by the Law 
OHleers of the Crown intituled " Loi relative au 
controlc de la construction de Serres" and re~ 

quested the Bailin' to submit the same to the 
States for their approval. 4. That on the 8th 
day of July, 1936, the said Bill or Projet de Loi 
was duly considered by the States, when a resolu­
tion "vas passed approying the SaIne with certain 
modifications and authori7.ing the President to 
present a most humble Petition to Your Majesty 
in Council praying for Your Royal Sanction 
thereto. o' That the said Bill or Projet de Loi 
is in the words and figures set forth in the 
Schedule hereunto annexed: And most humbly 
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praying that Your Majesty would be graciously 
pleased to grant Your Royal Sanction to the Bill 
or Projct de Lai of the States of Guernsey in­
tituled " Loi relative au contrOle de la construc­
tion de Senes," and to order and direct that the 
same shall have the force of Law within the 
Island of Guernsey. 

" I!tlJc tl:c~lt-!ii cf HJc (f);cmmittcc, in 
obedience to Your Majesty's said Order of Refer­
ence, have taken the said Petition and the said 
Projet de Loi into consideration, and do this day 
agree humbly to report, as their opinion, to Your 
Majesty, thaL it may he advisable for Yonr Majesty 
to comply with the prayer of the said Petition and 
to approve of and ratify the said Projet de Loi."

PROJET DE LOI 

INTITULE 

Lor REL~rrVE AU CONTROLE DE LA 
CONSTRUCTION DE SERRES.

DEFINITION. 

1.-" Glasshouse" shall not include any conser· 
va tory the area of 1vhich docs not exceed one thou­
sand square feet and which adjoins and is intended 
[or use and is used otherwise than for profit in con· 
nection \'\Iith a dvvclling-housc. 

COMPOSlTIO;\!, POWERS AND DUTIES OF 
COMMITTEE. 

2.-( 1) A Commitlee, to be styled "The States 
Glasshouse Control Committee" (in this Law reo 
ferred to as "The Committee") consisting of six 
members shall be elected by the States from among 
members of the States. 

The Committee shall appoint two of its members 
to serve as President and Vice· President respectively 
of the Committee. 

Two members of the Committee shall retire from 
office on the ~lst day of January, 1938, and there· 
after two members of the Committee shall retire 
from omce on the 31st day of January of each calen· 
dar year. 

" 
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The two members SO to retire shall be the mem­
bers \<\Tith the longest period of sen'icc on the Com­
mittee since they were last elected thereto provided 
that in the case of equality of length of service of 
more than nvo lTIcmbers, retirement shall be deter­
mined by lot, 

Every retiring member shall be eligihle for re­
election if willing to ser\'e, 

(2) The functions of the Committee shall be as 
follows: -

(a) to receive and consider all applications made 
Lo the COHlllli ttee [or permission to erect glass­
houses in this Island: 

(b) To issue permits for the erection of glasshouses 
in this Island: 

(e) To keep records of all such applications and 
permits and of the area of glasshouses erected 
in this Island in each calendar year [rom and 
after the date of the commencement of this 
Law: 

(d) To collect information concerning the expan­
sion or dirllinution of the glasshouse industry 
else\yhere than jn this Island in so far as such 
expansion or diminut.io1l rnay or might affect 
the interests of the Guernsey glasshouse in­
dustry: 

(e) To report annually to the States concerning 
the foreg'Olng: 

(I) To submit to the States as and when the Com­
mittee shall deem necessary or expedient such 
suggestions for the withdrawal, modification 
or alteration of any or every limitation on the 
erection of g'lasshouses imposed by virtue of 
this Law as, in the opinion of the Committee, 
should, in the interests of the Guernsey glass­
house industry, be made: 

(g) To carry out such other mandates having rela­
tion to its funcdons as may he entrusted to it 
from time to time by the States, 
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ERECTION LlMITATION. 

3.-(1) It shall be unlawful for any person or body 
of persons, in any period of twelve conseclltive calen­
dar months ending on Lhe thirtieth clay of April in 
any year, to eTect in this Island on land ;n his or 
their o·wncrship or occupation or otherwise in his 
or their control it glasshouse or glasshouses of an 
area -exceeding the area vlhich shall frOID tilue to 
time be prescribed in that behalf (hereinafter reo 
ferred to as " the- prescrih:::d nlaxi1111l1D area "). 

Provided that the cOlnpletiol1 during" any such 
period oC t'lveh'e 1110nth5 of Lhe erection of glass­
houses as l'cganls 1\-'lJich a pennit "-vas iss ned and 
work was comrnenccd during the next previous such 
period of nvc1ve months and as regards "ivhich a re­
newal of the permit is granted by the Committee, 
shall not be taken into account in deciding "I,rhethcr 
or not in the [Irst mentioned sneh period of twelve 
months the area of glasshollses erected \,vi11 or does 
exceed the prescribed rnaxitnum area. 

(~) For the purposes of the last foregoing subsec· 
tion-

(a) a person and any body of persons unincor· 
porate of whom that person is one shall to· 
gether be deerned to cOIlstitute one person. 

(b) a person, corporate or llnincorporatc, together 
with any person corporate in which the first 
n1enlioned person has a preponderating finan­
cial interest, shall together be deemed to con­
stitute one person. 

(3) Until such time as the prescribed maximum 
area for the time being in lorce shall be declared by 
Ordinance, the prescribed maximum area shall be 
the area specified in the Schedule to this Law. 

(1) The Royal Court, sitting as a Court of Chief 
Pleas, is hereby authorized from time to time and at 
any time by way of Ordinance to declare the pre· 
scribed nlaximum area for tfle t.ilne being to be in 
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force as fronl the (oIlling into operation of the 
Ordinance declaring the sanlC. 

Provided that the prescribed maxirrlUIIl area so 
declared br Ordinance to be for the tit1le being in 
force shall be the area specified in that behalf in a 
resolution of the Slates communicated to the Royal 
Court. 

PER:\HT REQUIRED FOR ERECTION. 

1.-It shall be unlawful to erect any glasshouse 
unless before the commencement of the erection 
thereof the occupier of the land "\\'hereon such glass­
house is to be erected shall hmre recei "cd from the 
COlnnllttec a pennit authorizing .the erection there­
of. The expression " to erect any glasshouse" in 
this Law shall include the extension of a glasshouse 
previously existing and the work of completion of 
an uncompleted glasshouse. 

ERECTION TO REPLACE DEMOLISHED 
GLASSHOe.sES. 

5.~( 1) Not'iYlthstanding the prescribed maxitnurn 
area froIll time to time in force, nothing in this La'\v 
shall operate to prohibit the erection, by any appli­
cant who has recein~d a pernlit from the Committee 
in that behalf, of ?;1asshouscs of which the area 
exceeds the prescribed rnaximuJn area, if such glass~ 
houses are erected in replacement of glasshouses of 
sirnilar or greater area belonging to that applicant 
demolished or to be demolished either during the 
twelve months next preceding the completion of the 
erection of the glasshouses to replace the saUle or 
within such period thereafter as shall be specified by 
the Commillee in the permit issued to such appli­
cant. 

(Q) The Committee, upon being satisfied, on any 
application rnade' to it for perrnission to crect glass~ 
houses in replacement of glasshouses demolished or 
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to be demolished (hereinafter referred to as a "re­
placemen t application "), that an area of glasshouses 
belongi ng to the applicant, such area being" silnilar 
to or greater than the area of the glasshouses for the 
erection ",vhereoF a permit is sought by that appli­
cant, has been or will be demolished during the 
twelve months next preceding" the completion of 
the erection of the glasshouses to "which the replace­
ment application relates or during such period 
thereafter as shall he specified by the Commillee 
and that no pre\ iOllS application to erect glasshouses 
in replacement of those ·which have been or are to 
be demolished has already been grallled by the Com­
Inittee, shall grant snell application. 

(3) ""'hen granting a permit in relation to any 
replacemcnt application (such permit being herein­
after referred to as "a replacement permit "), the 
Comnlittec may specify therein a Lime lirnit \viLhin 
which the demolition 01' the glasshouses to be de­
molished shall be completed to the satisfaction of the 
Committee and may req nire that after the date of 
the completion of the glasshouses to he erected, no 
tomato plants shall be grown in the glasshouses to 
be demolished. 

(4) In consiuering' any application, not being a 
replacement application, the Committee shall not 
take into account any pcnnit granted by it in rela­
tion to any other application, being a replacenlcnt 
application, made by the same applicant and in con­
sidering any application. being a replacement appli­
cation. the Committee shall not take into account 
any permit granted by it in relation to any other 
application, not being a replacement application. 
made by the same applicant. 

VALIDITY OF PERMITS. 

6.-(1) Every permit (other than a replacement 
permit) shall ccase to be valid if the erection of the 
glasshouses to which it relates has not been com-
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menced before the expiration of the one hundred 
and eighty days next succeeding the elate of issue of 
the permit, which date shall be legibly inscribed on 
the permit. 

(2) Every permit (other than a replacement per­
mit) shall cease to be valid after the thirtieth day 
of April next succeeding the date of issue of the 
permit but the Committee, UpOll application being 
made to it and upon being satisfied that t.he erection 
of the glasshollses to which the permit related has 
been cOll1menccd bUL. ,\yas delayed on account of cir­
cun1stances not -within the control of the person to 
whom the pern-lit ''''as granted, 111ay rene,v the per­
mit. A renewal permit shall cease to be valid in 
the same manner a:o; an orig'inal permit , ... ,rould ccase 
to be valid. 

(3) If it shall appear to the Committee upon any 
such application as is mentioned in the last fore­
going subsection that the delay in completing the 
erection of the glasshouses to which such application 
relates arose frOln cirCU111stances 'l-vithin the control 
of the applicant, the Committee may rduse to renew 
the permit granted to that applicant and may treat 
Lhc application as an original application for per­
mission to erect the area of glasshouses as is nncOlU­
pleted and in that event a permit issued by the 
Committee authorizing the completion of such un­
completed area shall be taken into account by the 
Committee when granting any other permit (other 
than a replacement: permit) to the same applicant 
in the period of twelve months ending on the thir­
tieth day of Apri] during which the permit to com­
plete such uncompleted area was granted and the 
area sanctioned under such other permit shall be 
reduced accordingly. 

(4) The erection of a g'lasshouse shall not be 
deemed to have heen commenced until the wall 
plates ha,," been fixed in position and the erection 
of a glasshouse shall not be dcemed to have becn 
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completed until the glasshouse has becn completely 
glazed. 

(5) A permit issued to any person or body of per­
sons shall not entitle any other person or body of 
persons to erect (oLherwise than as a builder wOTking 
for or on behalf of Lhe first mentioned person or 
body of persons) any part of any glasshouse to which 
the permit relates. 

,,'\PPLICATIONS. 

7.-Every application for a permit to erect any 
glasshouse shall be made in writing and the appli­
cant shall supply the CommiLlee with such written 
particulars concerning the applicant and the appli­
caLion as Lhe Committee may deem necessary for the 
proper consideration of the application. 

RETURNS. 

S.-Every applicant to whom a permit to erect 
glasshouses is issued shall, within the fifteen days 
next following the completion of Lhe erection there­
of and at any other time on the written request of 
the Committee, deliver to the Committee in the 
form prescribed by the Committee a return con­
taining such particulars concerning the area of glass­
houses erected under that permit as the Committee 
may require. 

APPEALS. 

9.-( 1) An appeal shall lie to the Royal Court 
sitting as a Full Court from the refusal of the Com­
mittee to grant or renew a permit as regards the 
'crection or completion of the area of glasshouses 
contained in any application and against any condi­
tion or requirement incorporated in any permit 
granted by the Committee. 

(~) Such appeal shall be brought by way of petition 
and shall be commenced within the three months 
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next following the date of the refusal of the Com­
nllttee Lo grant or rene'''' a pennit. 

(3) In ewry case in which the Committee may rc­
fuse to grant or renc'i'V a permit, the C01l1Inittee shall 
forthwith send to the applicant written notification 
of such refusal and of the Committee's reasons [or 
such reIusal. 

INSPECTION. 

10.-(1) It shall be lawful at any time during the 
hours of daylight on any weekday for the Committee 
or any member thereof thereul1lo authorized by 
the Committee or any States' employee thereunto 
authorized by the Commillce to enter on Jand where­
on any glasshouse is bei tlg or has been erected or de­
molished or 011 which is situate any glasshouse which 
is the subject of any condition as to dcmolition or 
other requireluent contained in a pennit issued by 
the Committee for the purposc of making such in­
spection for the purposes of this Law as the Com­
nlittee Inay require to make or to be tuade. 

(~) Every person, not being a member of the Com­
miltee, authorized to enter upon land in order to 
m"ke any inspection for the purposes of this Law 
shall be provided with written authority in that be­
half signed by the President or A.cting President of 
the Committee or by the States Supervisor on behalf 
of the Committee, and such person shall, on request, 
produce his authority to the owuer or occupier of 
any land on which an inspection is carried out. 

(3) If any person shall obstruct or impede any 
person authorized to carry out any inspection for the 
purposes of this Law, he shal! be guilty of au offence 
and shall be liable upon conviction to a fine not 
exceeding £~5. 

PENALTIES. 

11.-( 1) If any person, either alone or jointly with 
any other person or persons, 



(a) withont having received a permit from the 
Conlmit.tce to erect a glasshouse or glasshouses, 
shall erect anv glasshouse: or 

(h) having receiv~d a permit from the Committee 
to erect a glasshouse or glasshouses, sha11-

(i) erect a glasshouse or glasshouses of an area 
gTcater than the area specified in the per­
mit.: or 

(ii) erect a glasshouse or glasshollses elsewhere 
than at the place specified in the permit: 
or 

(iii) erect a glasshouse or glasshouses or cou­
tinue the erection thereof during any per­
iod occurring alter the permit has ceased 
to be va lid and before such permit has 
been renewer! or has been replaced by a 
further permit: or 

(iv) omit or neglect to demolish within the 
time limit speciJied in the permit-such 
permit being a permit granted in relation 
to a replacement application-any glass­
house to he demolisl,cd in accordance 
with the permit, or omit or neglect to 
comply with any lawful requirement con­
tained in the permit: or 

(v) contravene the provisions of section 3 of 
this Law: 

he shall be gnilty of an offence and shall be liable 
upon a first conviction to a fine not exceeding [100 

and, upon any subsequent conviction to a fmc not 
exceeding £250: npon any such convij=ti'on, the 
Court may order the demolition of any glasshouse 
erected without a permit, or erected after a permit 
has ceased to be valid and before it is renewed or 
replaced, or of any area of glasshouses in excess of 
the prescribed maximum area or of the area specified 
in the permit, or of the glasshouses omitted or neg­
lected to be demolished tog'ether with such area of 
the glasshouses erected in replacement thereof, as 



the case may be, within such time and upon such 
penalty as the Court shall determine. 

(2) If any person shall supply any incorrect in­
formation to the Committee in connection with any 
application or return made under this Law or shan 
fail to make any return which he is required by or 
under this Law to make, he shall be guilty of an 
oHence and shall be liable upon conviction to a fine 
not exceeding £ 1 O. 

(3) Every person who shall knowingly make any 
false statement or false representation to the Com­
mittee in connection "\vith any application or return 
made under this Law shall be liable upon conviction 
to a fine not exceeding £' 1 00, or to a term of ilTI­

prisonmcnt, with or yvithout hard lab OUT, not ex­
ceeding six months, or to both such fine and such 
imprisonn1cnt. 

ORDINANCES. 

12.-The Royal Court sitting as a Court of Chief 
Pleas is hereby authorized by Ordinance from time 
to time to make all such regulations as it may deem 
necessary to give effect to this Law. 

SHORT TITLE. 

13.-This Law may be cited as " The Glasshouse 
Control Law, 1936". 

SCHEDULE. 

The Prescribed Maximum Area = 30,000 square 
leet.
