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WHEREAS there was this day read at the Board 
a Report from the Right Honourable the Lords of the 
Committee of Council for the Affairs of Guernsey and 
Jersey, dated the 12th day of July, "947, in the words 
followiug ,viz :-

"YOUR MAJESTY having been pleased, by Your 
General Order of Reference of the 18th day of 
December, I936, to refer unto this Committee the 
humble Petition of the States of the Island of 
Guernsey, setting forth :-

, f.-That in accordance with a resolution of 
the States of Deliberation of the lIth day of 
December, r946, the Royal Court, at a sitting 
held on the zznd day of March, I947, adopted a 
Bill or " Projet de Lai " entitled" Loi supple­
mentaire ayant rapport it la Police Salariee de 
!'Ile de Guernesey (I947)," and requested the 
Bailiff to submit the same to the States for 
approval. 2.-1'hat on the 9th day of April, 
I947, the said Bill or" Projet de Loi" was duly 
considered by the States, when a resolution was 
passed approving the same aud authorising the 
Bailiff to present a most humbly Petition to 
Your Majesty in Council praying for Your 
Royal Sanction thereto. 3.-That the said Bill 
or " Projet de Loi " is in the words and ligures 
set forth in the Schedule hereunto annexed. 
And most humbly praying that Your Majesty 
might be graciously pleased to grant Your Royal 
Sanction to the Bill or " Projet de Loi " of the 
States of Guernsey entitled "Loi supplemen­
taire ayant rapport a la Police Salariee de rIle 
de Guernesey (I947)," and to order and direct 
that the same shall have force of law in the 
Island of G\lernsey.' 

H THE LORDS OF THE COlvn,HTTEE J in obedience 
to Your Majesty's said Order of Reference, have 
taken the said Petition and the said Projct de Loi 
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into consideration, and do this day agree humbly 
to report, as their opinion, to Your Majesty, that 
it may be advisable for Your Majesty to comply 
with the prayer of the said Petition aUlI to approve 
of and ratify the said Projet de La;''' 

HIS MAJESTY having taken the said Report into 
consideration is pleased, by and with the advice of 
His Privy Council, to approve of and ratify the said 
Projct de Loi, and to order, as is it hereby orderd, 
that the same shall have the force of Law within the 
Island of Guernsey. 

AND I-ITS MAJESTY doth hereby further direct 
that this Order, and the said Projet de Loi (a copy 
whereof is hereunto annexed) be entered upon the 
Register of the Island of Guernsey and observed 
accordingly. 

AND the Lieutenant-Governor or Commander-in­
Chief of the Island of Guernsey, the Bailiff and 
Jurats, and all other His Majesty's Officers, for the 
time being, ill the saiel Island, and all other persons 
whOln it may concern, are to take notice and govern 
themselves accordingly.

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TRANSLATION 
OF 

PRO]ET DE LOI 

ENTITLED 

"SUPPLEMENTARY LAW CONCERNING THE 
SALARIED POLICE OF THE ISLAND OF 

GUERNSEY (1947) ". 

The States, in view of their Resolutiou dated the 
nth day of December, 1946 have approved the 
followiug Projet de Loi, to the intent that, subject to 
the Sanction of His Most Excellent Majesty in 
Council, such Projet shall have force of law in this 
Island. 

1. The Supplementary Law concerning the 
salaried Police of the Island of Guernsey (1938) is 
hereby repealed. 

2. Article III of the Law concerning the salaried 
Police for the whole Island registered on the 
Records of this Island on the loth day of ] annary 
1920 5ha.ll remain repealed and the following Article 
III shall be substituted for it and shall be deemed 
henceforth to form part of the said Law. 

" ARTICLE III. 

1. The salaried Police Force shall be composed 
of 

(a) A commanding officer appointed by 
the Appointments Board, who shall 
have the rank of Chief Officer of Police. 

(0) An officer subordinate to the com­
manding officer, who shall be appointed 
by the States Committee for the salaried 
Police of the Island, which officer shall 
have the rank of Inspector of Police. 

(e) Such a number of Sergeants and Con­
stables, as shall not exceed the estab­
lishment approved from time to time 
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by the States on the recommenda.tion 
of the said Committee, such Sergeants 
and Constables to be appointed by the 
said Committee. 

2. The Chief Officer of Police, the Inspector 
of Police and every Sergeant and Constable 
shall, before taking up his appointment. be 
sworn before the Royal Court to the good 
and faithful discharge of his duty." 

3. Any powers or duties previously attributed 
by any Law or Ordinance to the Inspector of Police 
shall henceforth be deemed to be attributed to the 
Chief Officer of Police, instead of the Inspector of 
Police. Henceforth any powers or duties which are 
Or shall be attributed to the Chief Officer of Police 
may be exercised by the Inspector of Police, 

(a) instead of the Chief Officer of Police when 
by reason of absence from the Island, mness 
or any other cause, the Chief Ofhcer of 
Police is not so acting, and 

(b) either jointly with or instead of the Chief 
Officer of Police when the Inspector of 
Police has becn so authorized, either 
generally or specially, by the Chief Officer 
of Police. 

and any reference to the Chief Ofhcer of Police in 
any Law or Ordinance shall be so interpreted. 

4. The repeal of the said Supplementary Law and 
of the Article hereby repealed shall not in any way 
affect appointments to the salaried Police Force 
made by virtue of the said Law or Article.
