.. ~.our ~ltftgtu having been pleased, by 
Your General Order of Reference of the 10th day 
of May, '910, to refer unto this Committee the 
humble Petition of the States of the Island of 
Guernsey. setting forth :~ 

, I. That for the reasons sel forth in the pre­
amble thereof, the Royal Court onthe '4th day of 
October. '933, adopted a Bill or Projet de Loi. 
prepared by the Law Officers of the Crown, and 
requested the Bailiff to submit the same to the 
States for their consideration. 2. That. on the 
29th dar of Xovember, '933, the said Bill or 
Projet de Loi waS duly considered by the States, 
when a resolution was passed approving the 
same and authorising the President to present a 
most humble Petition to Your Majesty in Coun­
eil praying fOT Your Royal Sanction thereto. 3. 
That the said Bill or Proje! de Loi is intituled 
Ii Loi relatil·e a la Sante Publique, 1933," and is 
in the words and figures set forth in the Schedule 
hereunto annexed. And most humbly praying 
that Your :\[ajesty would be graciously pleased 
to grant Your Royal Sanction to the Bill or 
Projet de Loi of the States of Guernsey intituled 
"Loi relath-e it la Sante Publique, '933," and 
to order and direct that the same shall have the 
force of Law within the Island of Guernsey.'

Attendu que les Etats, par leur deliberation du 
8 mars H)33 ont ete d'avis que les droits et pouvoirs 
des autorites sanitaires d 'enlfer et de faire inspec­
tion des maisons et aut res premises et d'y faire 
renH~dier <lUX conditions insalubres qui pourraient 
s'y trollver, seraient plus assures en statuant pal' loi 
sur eetie matiere. 

Les Etals ont approuyc .les dispositions suivantes 
redigeesen anglais, lesquelles moyennant la Sanc­
tion de Sa Tres Excellente :\Iajeste en Conseil, 
nl1font force de lui en CCtle Ile. 

I.-In this law 
(1) The expression H sanitar;: inspector" shall 

include the c-Iedical Officer of Health, every officer 
suhordinate to him appointed by the States Board 
of Health to perform duties of inspection, the Con­
stables of tile sewral parishes of the Island, acting 
within their respective parishes. and any of them. 

(2) The expression .. ~Iedical Officer of Health" 
means tile ~Iedical Officer of Health appointed hy 
the States and shall include the Deputy or Acting 
~Iedical Officer of Health for the time being. 

(3) The expression II Sanitary Authority n in­
cludes the States Board of Health, the Medical Offi­
cer of Health. and the Constables of the several 
parishes of the Island acting within their respective 
parishes, and any of them. 

(4) The expression" nuisance" shall apply to-­
(a) An!- premises or part of premises or any fix­

ture or appliance therein in such a state as 
to be a nuisance or injurious to health; 

(b) Any pool. ditch, guller, watercourse, privy, 
urinal, cesspool, drain or ash pit so foul or 
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in such a state as to be a nuisance or .in­
j uriou" to health; 

(c) Anv animal so kept as to be a nuisance or 
i~jurious to health; 

(d) An)- accumulation or deposit which is a nui­
sance or injurious to health; 

(e) Any house or part of a house so overcrowded 
as to be dangerous or injurious to the 
health of the inmates, whether 01" not" mem­
ber~ of the same family; 

(f) An,- occupied dwelling house-
(i) for which a supply of water for domes­

tic purposes is not readily ayailable, 
or, 

(ii) which is not adequatel," proYided with 
domestiC' cooking facilities, or with 
sanitary installation or appliances. 

(g) Am- shop, facton-, workshop, or work­
place-

(i) not kept in a cleanly state, or not ven­
tilated in such a manner as to render 
harmless as far as practicable any 
Rases, Yapours, dust or other impuri­
ties generated in the course of the 
work carried on therein that are a nui­
sance or injurious to ht:'alth, or so over­
crowded while work is carried on as to 
be dangerous or injurious to the health 
of those emplo,'ed therein; 

(ii) not adequatelv provided with sanitar,' 
installation or appliances for the use 
of the persons employed or intended 
to ht' employed at one time therein. 

(h) Any huilding' or premises in or on which 
any trade. husiness, proC'ess or manufac­
ture causing- effluvia. noise or yibration, 
which is C!>rtifiedby the ~ledical Officer of 
Health, or hy any ten ,atepi,,'ers inhabit­
ing the n('ig'hhnurhond of such huilding or 

• 
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premises, to be a nuisance 01' injurious to 
the health of any of the inhabitants of such 
neighbourhood, and is so- found by the 
Court; 

(i) Any fireplace or furnace which dOBs not as 
far as practicable consume the smoke aris­
ing from the combustible llsed thereiQt and 
which is used as a destructor or for work­
ing engines hy steam, Or in any mill, fac­
tory, dyehouse, hre\very', hakehouse, gas­
work or laundry, Of in any manufacturing 
or trade process whatsoe\'er; 

(j) Any chimney (not being the chimney of a 
private dwelling house) sending forth 
smoke, soot, ash, grit or gritty particles in 
such quantity as to be a nuisance; 

(k) Any cistern used for the supply of water for 
domestic purposes so placed, constructed 
or kept as to render the waleI' therein liable 
to contamination, causing or likely to cause 
risk to health: 

(I) Any gutter, drain, shoot, stack~pip", or 
down-spout of a building which by reason 
of its insufficiency or 'its defective condi­
tion shall cause damp in such building or 
in an adjoining building, so as to be dan­
gerous or injurious to health; and 

(m) Any deposit of material in or on any build­
ing or land which shall cause damp in such 
building or in an adjoining building so as 
to be dangerotts or injuriotts to health, 

Provided-
First,ly, That ~here ,in any Ordinance a penalty 

18 prescrIbed m respect of a nuisance 
caused by an accumulation or deposit it 
shall be, enacted that a penalty shall 
not be Imposed on any person in res­
pect of any accumulation or deposit nece8-
sar~ for the effectual carrying on of any 
busmess or manufacture if it be proved to 
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the satisfaction uf the Cuurt that the 
accumulation or deposit has not been kept 
longer than is necessary for the purposes 
of the business or manufacture, and that 
the best available means have been taken 
for preventing injury thereby to the public 
health; 

Secondly, That where a person is summoned 
before any Court in respect of a nuisance 
arising from a fireplace Of furnace which 
does not consume the smoke arising from 
the combustible used in such fireplace or 
furnace, the Court shall hold that no nui­
sance is created within the meaning of this 
Law and dismiss the complaint, if it is 
satisfied that such, fireplace or furnace is 
constructed in stich manner as to consume 
as far as practicable haying regard to the 
nature of the manufacture or trade, all 
smoke arising therefrom, and that such 
fireplace or furnace has been carefully 

'"attended to by the person having the 
charge thereof. . 

2.-(1) A sanitar)' inspector shall haw a right 
to enter from time to time with or without previous 
notice at the discretion of the :\Icdical Officer of 
Health, any premises, whether a building, vessel, 
tent, van, shed, structure Of place, open or enclosed 
between the hours of ten o'clock in the morning and 
six o'clock in the evening or in the case of a 
nuisance arising in respect of any business, then at 
any hour when that business is in progress or is 
usually carried on-

(a) for the purpose of examining as to the exist­
ence therein or thereon of any nuisance 
liable to be dealt with under this Law or 
under any Ordinanc:e of the Royal Court, 
and 

(b) where under this Law a nuisance has been 
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ascertained to exist, or the owner or occu­
pier has been notified by the Medical 
Officer of Health or a Constable or ordered 
by the Court to abate a lluisancE' or to exe­
cute any works in relation thereto then, 
until the nuisance is abated, or the works 
(Jrd{~n·d to be done are completed, and 

(c) where' an order of the COllrt concerning a 
nuisance has not been complied "with, or 
has fwen infringed, for the purpose of exe­
cuting the order. For the purpose of this. 
paragraph workmen acting- under the 
authority of the ~Iedical Officer of Health 
shall also have right of entry. 

(2) .-\ sanitary inspector, with Of without assist­
ants authorised by the ~Iedical Officer of Health, 
shall ha\·e a right of entry from time to time upon 
any such rremiscs as aforesaid at any houT of the 
day or night for the purpose of executing or enforc­
ing the execution of any enactment for the time 
being in force relating to contagious, inf.ectious or 
notifiable diseases. 

(3) \Vhen a sanitary inspector who demands 
entry upon premises under this section is an officer 
appointed b,' the Board of Health and subordinate 
to the ~Jedical Officer of Health he shall, if required, 
produce some "Tilten document signed by the Presi­
dent or Acting President of the Board of Health or 
by the ~Iedical Officer of Health showing his 
authority to enter and perform the duties for which 
such entry is demanded. 

3.-(1) .\ny person refusing or failing to admit 
any person who is authorised and claims to enter 
upon premises under the preceding- section and has 
satisfied the requirements of sub-section (3) of that 
section in the caS€ to which it applies shall be liable 
to a fine not exceeding fiye pounds. 

(2) If the BailifI is satisfied Iw information on 
oath that there is reasonablegrollnd for such entry, 



and that there has been a refusal or failure to admit 
to such premises, the Bailiff may by warrant under 
his hand authorise the sanitary authority. or their 
officers or other person, as the case may require, 
to enter the premises, and if need be by force, with 
such assistants as they or he may require, and there 
execute their duties under this Law or under any 
other enactment applicable to the case. 

(3) Any person obstructing the execution of any 
such warrant shall be liable on summary prosecu­
tion and conviction in the .Magistrate's Court to a 
fine not exceeding twenty pounds. 

(4) The warrant shall continue in force until the 
purpose for which the entry is necessary has been 
satisfied. 

(5) \Vhere a house or part of a house is alIeged 
to be overcrowded so as to be a nuisance, a warrant 
under this section may authorise an entry into such 
house or part of a house at any hour of the day or 
night specified in the warrant. 

4.-The Royal Court may from time to time by 
Ordinance enact all lneasures relating to public 
health and sanitation and the ahatement of nui­
sances including measures empo\vcring the sanitary 
author.ity to issue notices ordering the abatement 
of nuisances specifying the work to be done therein, 
prohibiting their recurrence and ordering the clos­
ing of dwelli ngs -which by reason of a nuisance 
therein are unfit for human habitation and provid­
ing for the confirmation or modification and enforce­
ment by the Court of orders so giYen under appro­
priate penalties and for affording- opportunities to 
the parties to be heard therein, and also including 
measures providing in cases of default for the exe­
cution by the sanitary authority of works necessary 
for th-c a-batement and preYf'-ntion of nuisances and 
determining the spveral liabilities of owners and of 
occupiers of premises in respect thereof with power 
to extend the jurisdiction of the ~lagistrate's Court 
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and of the Ordinary Court in relation to any of the 
said matters, and g\!ncrally such measures as may 
be required to give effect to this Law. 

s.-The Law intitul.ed .. Loi relative a la Fumee 
produite par les Fourneaux dans la Ville et paroisse 
de Saint Pierre-Port" sanctioned by an Order of 
His ~lajesty in Council of the fifth day of June. 
eighteen hundred and fifty-eight, registered on the 
twelfth day of June of the same year is hereby 
repealed. Provided that this repeal shall not affect 
any penalty, forfeiture or punishment incurred in 
respect of any offence committed against any enact­
ment in the Law so repealed nor any investigation, 
legal proceedings Of remedy in respect of any slIch 
penalty. forfeiture or punishment and any such 
investigation. legal proceeding or remedy may he 
instituted. continued or enforced. and any such 
penalty. fQrfeiture or punishment may he imposed. 
as if this Law had not been passed.
