submit the same to the States of Deliberation for 
their approval. This new law is identical with 
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that in force in England. 3. That on the 20th 
day of March, 1929, the said Bill or Projet de 
Loi was submitted to the States, when a resolu­
tion was passed approving the same and author­
izing the President to present a most humble 
Petition to Your l\Jajesty in Council praying for 
Your Royal Sanction thereto. 4. That the said 
Bill or Projct de Loi is intituled ' Loi relative it 
la Sodomie,' and is in the words and figures sct 
forth in the Schedule to the said Petition. And 
most humbly praying that Your "Ivlajesty would 
be graciously pleased to grant Your Royal Sanc­
tion to the Bill or Projet de Loi of the States of 
Guernsey intituled ' Loi relative a la Sodomie,' 
and to order and direct that the same shall have 
the force of Law within the Island of Guernsey."
