l.-As from the date 01 the registration of the 
Order in Council sanctioning this Law, the Associa­
tion of Subscribers to the fllllds of the Victoria Hos­
pital, Guernsey, shall have a cm'po:rate existence in­
dependent of the subscribers from time to time be· 
longing thereto under the style 01' title of " Victoria 
Hospital n J the saicl Association so incorporated 
being hereinafter referred to as "the Corporation ". 

2.-The Corporf1tion is hereby empowered to do 
all such things as may be necess"ry or expedient for 
or incidental to the provision by the Corporation in 
the Island of Guernsey whether in a hospital or hos­
pitals belonging to Oi' in tho occupation of the Cor­
POl'a.tioil or othenvisc of nursing a.ttendanco fOT 

patients requiring medical 01' surgical treatment and 
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lor facilitating the medical and surgical treatment 
of such patients in any such hospital or hospitals 
and for that purpose the CorpOl'ation is hereby em­
powered to take, accept, acquire, hold and possess 
all s11ch Tealty and personalty as 111ay be necessary 
or expedient in that behalf. 

3.-Tho whole of the realty and personalty hitherto 
held in trust for the Association hereby incorporated 
by the Trustees appointed thereby sh"']I, as from the 
date of the registration of the Order in Council 
sanctioning this Law, vest in and be held and 
pOl'(scsscd by the Corporation in succession to the 
Trustees nforesttid upon and subject to the various 
trusts and conditions upon and subject to which the 
same were held by such Trustees as fully and effectu­
i111y as if such realty and personalty were conveyed 
and transfened to the Corporation by such Trustees 
on that date. 

4.--(a) The Corporation is hereby empowered from 
time to time at a general meeting of its 11181nbe1'8 to 
make all such regulat,ions as nlay be necessary or 
exped:ent as regards the conduct and management 
of its anairs and of any and every hospital belonging 
to or ca!Tied on by it, including, but without pre­
judice to the generality of the foregoing, qualifica­
tion for membership of the Corporation, the conduct 
o~ and proceedings at genera.l meet.ings of its n181nbers, 
the calling of ordinary and extraordinary general 
meetings, the setting up of a board or committee of 
luanagernent and of such other committees as ll1ay 
froll1 time to time be deenled neoessary or expedient 
and the appointment of officers, the prooeedings, 
powers and duties of such boards, committees and 
officers, the books of account to be kept in connec­
tion with the activities of the Corporation, the pass­
ing of its accounts and the method of amending, 
modify;ng a.nd replacing regula.tions f:;O 111<-1de. 

(b) A copy of all such regulations and of alt amend­
ments therato and 111Odifications the1'80f shall be 
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deposited at the Greffe for liIing within the twenty­
eight days next following tho date on which the same 
were nmde. 

5.-The Corpomtion shall be entitled to have and 
shall procure a Cormnoll Seal wThereon shall be en­
gmved tho title of the Corporation and such Common 
Soal shall be affixed to all instrnments to which the 
Corporation shall be a party a,nd \vhich it if) custom­
a.ry for a corporation to seal in accordance "\vith the 
provisions eontained in the regulations of the Cor­
poration concerning the use of its Cmnnl0n Seal. 

6.-A general lneet.ing of lTIombers of the Corpora­
tion shall be held once in eV0ry ca.lendar year at such 
time (not being moro tho,11 fifteen months after tho 
holding of th" last }>Teceding geneml meeting) and 
place in the Island of GU8l'l1fley H,::> may be prescribed 
by the board or committee of management, The 
first general meeting of nlem_bers of tho Corporation 
shan be held within the six months next following 
the date of the registration of this Law. 

7.-The Corporation iN hereby empowered from 
time to time to lease, hypothecate, sell, "lienate and 
convey all such 01 the realty and personalty belongin~' 
to it as a general meeting of the members of the 
Corpora.tion may decide t,o lease, hypothecate, sell, 
alienate or convey hut subjeet, as regards any such 
lease, sale, hypothecation, alienation or convcyance~ 
the whole of the proceeds of \vhich are not intended 
to be devoted by the Corporation to or in connection 
with the purposes set forth in Soction 2 of this Law, 
to the sanction of the goyal Conrt of Guernsey sitting 
as a Full Court. 

S.-The Corporation shall be capable of suing and 
of being sued. 

g.-(a) The Corporation shaU have 11 registOl'ed 
office in the Island of Guernsey ,vhereat the Rervice 
of all citations di"''(~ct.ed a.gaillst the Corporation shall 
constitu-:c good and sufficient ECl'viue. 

(il) The address of the registered office of the COI'-
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poration shall be communicated to H.l'iI. Gremer 
within tho fifteen (hY8 next following the date of the 
registration of this La\v and every change of address 
as regards the regi8tercd office of the Corporation 
shan be conmnmicated to H.M. Greffier within tho 
like period ",fter it oocurs. 

IO.-Until such time as the Corporation in general 
meeting of its members shall have made Rogulations 
lor the conduct and managemeut of its affairs, the 
rules and regulations existing at the date of the 
registration of this Law of tho Assooiation hereby 
incorporated shall, in so far as they are not repugoant 
to the provisions of this Law, be deemed to be tho 
Regulations of the Corporation and the affairs of the 
Corporation shall bo conducted and managed in 
accord.ancc therewith. 

ll.-Until such time as the Corporation in general 
meeting of its members slmll have appointed such 
boards, committees 'Mld. omcers as may bo deemed 
necossaJ'Y or expedient for the oonduct and manage­
ment of its affairs, t,}w boards, comm.ittces and officers 
of the Association hereby incorporated in office at 
the date of the registration of this Law slmll be 
deemed to be the hoaTds., committees and omcers of 
the Corporat,ion and the same arc hereby empowered 
to conduct and nH,nage the aHairs of the Corporation 
until such time as the stHue are replaced by boards, 
committees and officers duly appointed 01' elected 
by a general meeting of tho members of the Corpora­
tion ill accordance with the regulations to be made 
by the Corporation.
