~ lJ et'-C,tiT tllere was tbis day rend at tbe Board 
a Report from the Right Honourable the Lords of 
the Committee of Council for the Affairs of Gtlernsey 
and Jersey, dated the 19th day of May, 1933., in the 
words following, viz. :~ 

"~TC'ttl: 3,l\!t,'fe.;tu having been pleased, by 
Your General Order of Reference of the lOth day of 
May, 1910, to refer unto this Committee the humble, 
Petition of the States of the Island of Guernsey, 
setting forth :-

" L That on the 14th day of November, rn2, 
the Vice-President of the Board of Administra­
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tion adllressed a letter to the Bailiff and President 
of the States recommending certain antelldments 
to Articles 4, 5, 6 and 7 of the Law relating to the 
Tonmtge Dues Tariff sanctioned by an Order of 
His Majesty in Council of the lOth day of January, 
1910, 1'egistered on the Records of this Island on 
tho 29th day of January, 1910: 2. That the said 
letter was submitted to and considered by the 
States on tho 12th day of December, 1932, when 
the aforementioned recollnnendatiions ,vore ap­
proved and the Royal Court was relluested to pre­
pare 11 Bill or Projet de Loi giving effect thereto: 
3. That accordingly on the 1st day of AprH) 1933, 
the Royal Court adopted a Bill or Pro jet de Loi, 
prepared by the Law Officers of the Crown, in­
tituled 'Loi supplelnentaire it Itt Loi relative au 
Tal'jf dos Droits de Tonnage, 1938 ',and requested 
the Bailiff to submit the same to tho States for 
approval: 4. That at a meeting held on the 19th 
day of April, 1933, the said Bill or Projet de Loi was 
duly considered, \vhen a resolution w'as passed 
approving the same and anthorising the President 
to present a most humble Petition to Your Majesty 
in Council praying for Your Royal Sanction there­
to: 5. That the said Bill or Projet de Loi is in the 
words and figures set forth in the Schedule to the 
said Petition: And most humbly praying that 
Your Majesty would be graciously pleased to grant 
Your Roy"l Sanction to the Bill or Projet de Loi 
of the States of Guernsey intituled 'Loi snppM­
mentaire it la Loi relative au Tarif des Droits de 
Tonnage, 1933', and to order and direct that the 
same shall have the foree of Law within the Island 
of Gnernsey. 

"t'/[;lye gcd.,;y cf tire (![ommtttee in 
obedience to Your Majesty's said Order of Reference, 
have taken the said Petition and the said Projet 
de Loi into consideration, and do this day agree 
humbly to report as their opinion, to Your Majesty, 
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that it may be advisable for Your Majesty to comply 
with the prayer of the said Petition and to approve 
of and ratify the said Projet de Loi." 

'§ji* ~htfe,tu, having taken the said Report 
into consideration. is pleased. by and with thc advice 
of His Privy Council, to approve of and mtify the 
said Projet de Loi, and to order, as it is hereby 
ordered, that the same shall have the force of Law 
within the Island of Guernsey. 

~l1b mt, !1JJtaje,hJ doth hereby further 
direct that this Order, and the said Projet de Loi (a 
copy whereof is hereunto annexed) be entered upon 
the Register of the Island of Guernsey and observed 
Mcordingly.

Chief of the Island of Guernsey, the Bailiff and Jurats, 
and all other His Majesty's Officers, Jar the time 
being, in the said Island, and all other persons whom 
it nla.y concern, are to take notice and govern them­
.selves accordingly.
