Children", approved by H,:" lvlajesty in Cmuu;il the 

21st day of Febr"<a"y, 1935. 

Whereas by virtue of the provisions of the La w 
relating to the VaceiMtion of Ohildren sanotioned 
by an O,'der of His Nhjesty in Oouncil on the 14th 
day 01 August, 1896, registered on the 26th day of 
August, 1896, certain functions in the ad111inil::itratiol1 
of the said Law were attributed to the parochial 
Deputy Registrars of Births; 

Whereas by virtue of the provisions of the I,aw re, 
lating to the Registration of Births and Deaths, in 
the Bailiwick of the Island of Guernsey, the .system 
of parochial registration is aholished and the paro, 
ohial Deputy RegistrarH ",1'8 rolieved of their duties; 

Whereas it has heen found expedient to clarify and 
to elahorate the provisions of certain of the articles 
of the said Law relating to the Vaccination of Ohil, 
dren and particularly those of Article" Rand 9 
thereof; 

Whereas the imperative value of the considemtions 
which were the justification for the said Law re, 
lating to the VacciMtion of Ohildren which con, 
siderations are expressed in the preamhle thereof are 
still recognised; 

Whereas in order to give effect to the legislative 
changes hereinbefore indicated, it is cOl1sidexed more 
appropriate to legislate afresh than to amend the said 
Law relating to the Vaccination of Ohildren ; 

The States have approved the following Rill ,,~hich, 
""bject to the sanction of His Most Excellent Majesty 
in Oonncil, shall have force of law in this Island. 

General Al'ticle~-In this Law the term" Parent" 
means any person having the onstody of a child; 
the term "Vaccinator:' includes 8.0 Vaccinator ap­
pointed hy a parish and a doctor or surgeon autho, 
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riRcd to practise in this bland to whom a child 
shaU he presented for vaccina,tion; the term "Re­
gistrar :: 'means tho Regishar or Deputy Registrar of 
Births and Deaths. 

I.-Every parish in this Island shall appoint, at 
the cost of the parish, at least one doctor or surgeon 
authorised to practise in this Tsland to perform in the 
parish the duties of " Vaccinator ". I<'o1' the pm­
poses of this Law the Islands of Hcrm and Jethou 
shall he deemed to fonn paT! of the parish of Saint 
Peter Port. 

2.-The Vaecinator shall be obliged to vaccinate 
with "Calf Lymph", provided loy him at his own 
expense. 

3,-The Parochi,d Banitary Committee ",nd the 
Vaccinator shall "ppoint the place, the day and hour, 
·where HInd when v8JccinatiolJ. nol}(l the presentation 
of children ohall tnke pbeo mrd the l'arochial Com­
mittee shall notify the Regidl'ill' tlwreof; provided 
alwH,Yf> that t.he Vaccinator ::;11all attend 1,vhcnevcl' 
neecfl.sary. 

,I.-lIpon the l'cgislmtioll of the birth of " child 
the Registrar shall deli vel' to the parent or to any 
other persoll representing the pamnt of t.he said 
child, as the eaf:iO may bc;) a printed {onn conta.ining 
instructions ill confoJ'mit.y \vith :Fonn ., 1\;; con­
tained in the Schedule annexed to ,his Ll1w, and tho 
said parent shall conform to the same under the 
pena.lt.ies hereunder prescribed. 

;).--The parent of a child born ill this hland shall 
within three months after the birth of the child, pre­
pent it together \'lith the vvritten instrllctions received 
by him from the Hegistmr, either to the Vaccinator 
of the pal'i.sh "whore the child \va.s born, OJ', at his m1'n 
expense, to another Vaccinator, to be vaccinated in 
accordance ",vith the requirements of the present 
1;£\.\". rr'he Va-ocilla.tOl' shall vaccinate t·he child if 
it is in a state of health which does not prevent its 
heing vaccinated, 
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G.-In the following week and upon the same day of 
the week as that upon which the operation was per­
formed, the parent shall again prescnt tho child to 
the Vaccinator, so t.hat it Inay be examined in order 
to ascertain the result of the operation. If the 
Vaccinator shall find that the child has been success­
fully vaccinated, he gh",ll immediately deliver to the 
parent a certificate to that effect dated and signed 
hy him in conformity with Form "B" contained 
in the said Solledule. The parent shall transmit the 
said certificate to the Registrar within seven days of 
the receipt thereof. Tn the event of the vaccination 
heing unsuccessful, the Vaccinator shall deliver to 
the parent a certificate ill confoTlnity -with Form 
(( E " contained in the said Schedule 'w'hich certificate 
shall be transmitte(l by the parent to the Registrar 
within seven days of the receipt thereof. The parent 
shall again present the child for vaccination within 
such period as the Vaccinator shall determine. 

7.--I£ the Vaccinator is of opinion that a child 
already vaccinated unsnccessfully b'y him on three 
occasions is insnsueptible of successful vaccination, or 
that the child brought to him lor vaccinaton has already 
had the smallpox, heshalldelivertothe parentacerti­
ficate under his hn.nd, dated and signed, in confonnity 
with Form" D " conk,ined in the said Schedule, and 
such parent shall be exempted from presenting the 
child for re-vaccination. The certificate shall be 
transmitted hy the parent wiLhin seven dttys 01 its 
receipt to the Registrar. 

8.-,(1) If tbe Vaccinator is of opinion that the 
ehild is not in u. fit and propel' state to be vaccinated 
he shall forthwith deliver to the lw,rent a certificate 
dated and signed hy him in conformity with l!'orm 
" C " contained in the said Schedule stating that the 
child is in a state 01 health whicb does not allow of 
vaccination. This certificate shall be valid for two 
months, and shall he renewable foT' successive periods 
of the same duration for so long as, during the two 
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years following the hirth of the child, he shall con­
tinue in a similar state of health. At the end of eaoh 
successive period during the said two years the parent 
shall again present the child to the Vacoinator to be 
vaccinated or for the renewal of the certificate as the 
case may he. 

(2) As soon as, during the said two years, the 
Vaccinator shall have decided that the state of health 
of the child is favourable to a snccessiul vaccination, 
the parent shall have it v11ocin:1ted without delay, 
and a certificate in confornlity with For,In " B n or 
:B'orm " E " stating the result shall be delivered to 
him by the Vaccinator, and shall bc by him tr11ns­
mitted within seven days to the "Registrar. 

(3) If, at the expiration of the sr,id two yeltrs, the 
V",ccinator 8hall find that the child remains in a state 
of health unfa.vourable to a l'meee88ful vaccination; 
he shan deliver to the parent a certifimlte in conform­
ity with Form " F " contained in the said Schedule 
and tho parent shall not be required to again present 
the child to the Vaccin"tor. 

D.--I,jvel'Y parent '1vho neglects to present a child 
for vaccination wit.hin t.hree m.onths frOID its hirth) 
or who neglects to present it to the Vaccinator in 
accol'clauoe with t.he pro \Tisions of th is La'1v) and docs 
not Lender a reasonable excuse for his neglect shall 
be liable to a fine not exceeding Ton pounds stg. : 
and every parent who neglects within seven days from 
its receipt to tmnsmit to the Registrar a certificate 
delivGl'ed to him by the Vaccinator, shall be liable 
to a fine not exceeding Five shillings sterling. Any 
person '1yho may have been prosecuted and punished 
by virtue of this article shall be liable to ,·epe"ting 
proceedings and penalties during such time as he shall 
continue to infringe the a.foresaid provisions of this 
La"v.
