Hthyevens there was this day read at the Board
a Report from the Right Honourable the Lords of
the Committee of Council for the Affairs of Guernsey
and Jersey, dated the 7th day of October, 1924, in
the words following, viz. :—

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“Pony Majestn having been pleased, by

Your General Order of Reference of the 10th day of

May, 1910, to refer unto this Committee the hamble

Petition of the States of the Island of Guernsey,
setting forth .—

(1) That by an Order of Her late Majesty in

" Coungil of the 29th day of June, 1865,

registered on the Records of this Island on the

gth Juiy, 1865, Her Majesty was graciously

pleased to ratify and confirm the Bill or Pro-

jet de Loi of the States of Guernsev inti-

tuled ‘ Loi relative aux Preuves.” (2) That

under the present law no provision is made

for perpetuating evidence which might be

material in the event of proccedings being

“instituted in the future. (3) That accordingly

a Bill or Projet de Loi, prepared by the

Law Officers of the Crown, which follows

clogsely Rule 85, Order 37 of the Rules of

the Supreme Court of Judicature, was adop-

ted by the Royal Court on the 3lst May,

1924, and the Bailiff was requested to submit

the same to the States for their approval.

(4) Thaton the 10th day of September, 1924,

the said Bill or Projet de Loi was duly con-

sidered by the States, when a resolution was

passed approving the same and authorizing

the President to present a most humble

Petition to Your Majesty in Council, praying

for Your Royal Sanction thereto. (5) That

the =aid Bill or Projet de Lol is intituled

‘ Lol Supplémentaire & la Loi relative aux

Preuves, 1924, and i in the words and figures

set forth in the Schedule to the Petition.

And moest humbly praying that Your Majesty

would be graciously pleased to ratify and

confirm the Bill ox Projet de Loi of the States

of Guernsey intituled ‘ILoi Supplémentaire

A la Lol relative anx Preuves, 1924, and to
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order and divect that the same shall have
the force of Law in the Tsland of Guernsey.

“@The Zords of the @ommities, in
obedience to Your Majesty’s said Order of Reference,
have taken the said Petition and the said Projet
de Loi into consideration, and do this day agree
humbly to report, as their opinion, to ¥Your Majesty,
that it may be advisable for Your Majesty to comply
with the prayer of the said Petition and to approve
of and ratify the said Projet de Loi.”

His Wlajesty, having taken the said Report
into consideration, i8 pleased, by and with the
advice of His Privy Couneil, to approve of and
ratify the said Projet de Loi, and to order, as it is
hereby ordered, that the same shall have the force
of Law within the Island of Guernsey.

And DHis PWlajesty doth hereby further direct
that this Order, and the said Projet de Loi (a copy
whereof is hereunto annexed), be entered upon the
Register of the Island of Guernsey and ohserved
accordingly,

And the Lieutenant - Governor or Commander-
in-Chief of the Island of Guernsey, the Bailiff and
Jurats, and all other His Majesty's Officers, for the
time being, in the said Island, and all other persons
whom it may concern, are to take notice and govern
themselves accordingly.
