~l:1e~ea\T there was this day read at the Board 
a Report from the Right Honourable the Lords of 
the Committee of Council for the Affairs of GuerIlBey 
and Jersey, dated the llth day of July, 1924, in the 
words following, viz, ;-

"~elt~ ~afe\Tt!:l having been pleased, by 
Your General Order of Reference of the 10th day of 
May, 1910, to refer unto this Committee the humble 
Petition of the States of the Island of Guernsey 
setting forth ;-. 

LE 23 AOUT 1924. 
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(1) That by an Order of Yom ~Iajesty in Conncil 
of the 12th August, 1913, registered on the 
Records of this Island on the 30th August, 
1913, Yom Majesty was graciously pleased to 
grant Your Royal Sanction to the Bill or Projet 
de J"oi of the State, of Guernsey intituled ' Loi 
relative aux Appels.' (2) That in order to do 
away with the' Examen des t&moins a futur ' 
in certain cases) that is to say, the reduction 
into writing by a Commissioner of all the evi­
dence to be given before the Court of trial, as 
provided in an Ordirmnce of tho Royal Court 
of the ye"r 1738, which makes the taking of 
evidence as aforesaid a condition precedent 
to the right of "ppeal, which provision has often 
led to a denial of justice partly on account of 
the delays incidental to the pru,ctice and partly 
because the Court of trial is deprived of the 
ndvantage of seeing the witnesses in important 
ca,ses J which practice has been Tecogniscd in 
the aforesaid 'L01 relative aux Appels/ and 
other similar laws, on the Mh day of April, 
1924, the Royal Court adopt,ed a Bill or Projet 
de Loi prepared by the Law Officers of the 
'Crown, and requested. the Bailiff to submit the 
same to the States, (3) That it appeared de­
sirable in view of the aforesaid changes in JH'O­

cedure and the depreciation of tlee value of 
money to raise the appealable amoun~ from £10, 
where it had stood for at least one hundred 
years, to £25, and the Royal Court accordingly 
inserted a provision to that effect, (4) That 
these changes render neeessary the repeal of 
Article I of the aforesaid 'Loi relative aux 
Appels.' (5) That on the 21st May, 1924, the 
Bailiff submitted the said Projet de I.oi to the 
States of Deliberation when it was approved, 
and submitted it again on the 11th day of June 
in a modified form, when a resolution was 
passed approving the same and authorizing 
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the President to present a most humble Petition 
to Your Mjaesty in Council praying for Your 
Royal Sanction thereto. (6) That the said 
Bill or Projet de Lai is intituled ' Loi Supple­
mentaire it la Loi relative aux Appels, 1924,' 
and is in the words and figures set forth in the 
Schedule to the Petition. And most humhly 
prayiug that Your M.ajesty would he graciously 
pleased to grant Your HOClal Sanction to the 
Bill or Projet de Loi of the States of Guernsey 
intituled ' Loi Supplementaire ala I,oi relative 
aux Appels, 1924,' and to order and direct that 
the samo shall have the foroe of law in the Island 
of Gucrnsey,

obedience to Your Majesty's said Order of Refer­
ence, have taken the said Petition and the said 
Projet de Loi into consideration, and do this day 
agree humhly to report, as their opinion, to Your 
Majesty, that it may be advisable for Your Majesty 
to comply with the prayer of the said Petition and 
to approve of and ratify the said Projet de Loi."
