~.\:Jel;ell\\ there was this day rear1 at the 
Board a Report from the Right Honourable the 
Lords of the Committee of Council for the Affairs 
of Guernsey and Jersey, dated the 10th day of July, 
1918, in the words following, viz. :--
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"~htttX' ~ ai~~t!! h~ving been pleased, by 
Yom Genet'al Order of Reference of the 10th day 
of May, 1910, to refer unto this Committee the 
humllle Petition of the States of the Island of 
Guol'llsey setting forth :-1. that the right of appeal 
from sentences of the' COUl' Ol'dinail'c' to the' COllr 

des J ugements,' and from sentences of the' Conl' des 
Jugelllents' to Your ::Uajesty in Council, is at present 
governed by the provisions of an Order in Council 
of the 13th May, 1823, anel registered on the records 
of this Island on the 28th .Tnne, 1823: 2, that by the 
provisions of the said Order in Council, Appeals from 
sentences of the' COUl: Ordinail'c' to the ' Cour des 
J ugernents ' arc only allowed when the sum in dispute 
exceeds 150 lim'es t01l1'1W;S (£10 148,3 3-7d, Guernsey 
currency), and Appeals to Yom Majesty in Council 
are eonfined to cases where the object in dispute, if 
real property. amounts to the value of £10 Guernsey 
currency 1)01' annum, 01' if personalty, to the value of 
£200 Guernsey cuneney: 3: that there having been 
for many years pastdivcl'gence of opinion between the 
various sections of the Royal Court composing from 
time to time the said' Cour Ordinaire' and between 
the Bailiff and ,T urats composing for the time being 
the said 'Caul' des J ugements' it was thought 
desirable that· all uncertainty he removed as to 
whether Appeals should be allowcd in cases where, 
althongh there is no sum in dispute, a principle of 
right, of law, or of custom is involved, or where the 
object in dispute, there being no sum mentioned in the 
action, exceeds £10 Guernsey currency in value: 4. 
th"t on the 23rrl November, 1912, the Royal Court 
approved a 'Pl'Ojet de Loi,' as prepared by the Crown 
Officers on instrnctions from the Royal Court, with a 
view to making the law clear on the point, anll putting 
an enil to the said uncertainty, and ordered that the 
same be presented to the States in order that, if 



approved, it might be submitted to Yom Majesty for 
Your Royal Sanction: 5. that the said 'Pl'Ojet de 
Loi' was according'ly duly presented to the States 
and came on for consideration and delJate on the 8th 
~JalllHll'y, 1913, on which dfl.te the States passed a 
resohltion approYing and adoptilJg its provisions a.nd 
authorizing t.he Bailiff to l)]'csent n. humble Petition 
on their behalf for Your Majesty's Hoyal Sanction to 
the same: 6. that the said' Projet de Loi,' as adopted 
by the Statos, is intilllleil 'Loi relative aux Appels,' 
and is in the words and -figurQS set forth in the 
Sohedule to the sai,l I'etition. Am1 most humbly 
praying that Your Majesty would be graciously 
I)leased to. give Your Royal Sanction to the said 
, Pl'ojet de Loi' intituled ' Lai relati.ve aux Appels,' 
and to order anil direct that, as from the date of the 
registration of Your J\;fajcsty's Order on the said 
Petition, the said 'Pl'ojct de Lai' might have the 
force of law in the Island of Guernscy . 

• , t!r11.e ;!J(JX'b£t (Jf tl1.e QI;(Jlltmitt.e.e, 
in obedience to Y 0111' :Nlajesty's said Ol'del' of Reference, 
having taken the said Petition and the said' Projct de 
.Lal : into consideration, alld having, on the 5th daT of 
February, 1913, intimated to the Bailiff that, before 
they could recommend IIis Majesty to comply with 
the pray(~l' of the Petition, the 'l-ll'ojet de Loi,' as sct 
forth in the Schedule thereto, shonld be amended by 
inserting in Article 5 after the ,yards 'are repealeu' 
the -words 'except those dil'eeting Appeals to IEs 
, :Majcsty in Council to be pl'oseented within the space 
'of six rnonths from the date of the .Judgment corn­
'plained of,' and having beeu thereafter informed by 
the Bailiff that on the 2nd day of April, 1913, the 
States passed a Resolution apPl'o-ving and adopting 
the saicl 'Projet de Loi' amended as ndvised, have 
taken the said Petition and 'Projet de Loi' into 
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fUl'thcr consideration, and do this day agree humhly 
to report, as their opinion, to YOHr lVlajesty, that it 
may be advisable for Your Majesty, subject to the 
amendment so approvec] and adopted by the States as 
aforesaid, to comply with the prayer of the saiel 
Petition and to approve of and ratify the said' Projct 
de Loi' as amended." 

~i£f ~at~,ty, having taken the said Report 
into consideration, is pleased, by and with the ad vice 
of His Privy Council, to approve of ancl ratify the 
said" Pl'ojet de Loi," as amended on the 2nd day of 
April, 1913, and to order, a8 it is hereby ordered, that 
as from the date of the registration of this OJ'del' the 
said 'Projot de Loi' shall have the force of law 
within tbe Islan,] of Guel'llscy, 

And His :\Jajesty doth herehy Iurther direct tlutt 
this Order, and the said" Projet de Loi " so amen<lcd 
as aforesai(l (n copy whereof is hereunto annexed), be 
entered upon the Register of the bland of Gnernsey 
and ohserved ~ccordingly. 

And the Lieut,cnant~Governor or Comrnandel'-in­
Chief of the Island of Guel'nsey, the BlLiliff and 
Jurat" and all other His :YIajeRty's Officers, for the 
time being, in the said Island, and all other persons 
whom it may concern, are to take notice and govern 
themselves accordingly.
