WHEEEAS there was this day read at the Board 
a Report from the Right Honourable the Lords of 
the Committee of Council for the Affairs of Guernsey 
and Jersey, dated the 19th day of Decernber, 1919, 
in the words following J viz. ;-

"YOUl< MAJESTY having heen pleased, by Your 
General Order of Eeference of the 10th day of May, 
1910, to refer unto this Committee the humble Peti­
tion of the States of the Island of Guernsey, setting 
forth (1-) that on the 21st FebruaTY, 1919, the 
States appointed a Cornm1tt~e to consider the ques~ 
lion of the onstitution of a States Salaried Police 
for the w hole Island, and requested the said Com-
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mittee to report thereon: (2.) tha t the Report of 
the Committee was approved by the States 011 the 
5tb August, [9[9, and the Royal Court was reques­
ted to prepare a Bill or Projet de La; giving effect 
to' the recommendations contained in the said Re­
po.rt: (3.) that on the 8tb November, 19[9, the 
Court of Chid Pleas adopted a Frojet de Loi pre­
pared by the Attorney-General, and the BaiJi.ff was 
requ.ested to submit the same to the States for their 
approval: (4.) that all the [9th November, [9[9, 
the said Projet de Lui, with certain modiacati(JllsJ 
was appro,·ed by the States, and the President was 
authorized to present a most humble Petition to 
Your 1'vlajesty in Council pray-ing for Your Royal 
Sanction thereto: (5.) that the said Proiet de Lai 
is inhtuled fLoi ayant rapport a la Polic'e Sala,rie'e 
pour rIle entiere/ and is in the words and ngur·es 
set forth in the Schedule to the said Petition: And 
humbly praying that Your Majesty would be gra­
ciously pleased to grant Your Royal Sanction to the 
said Projet de Loi, and to order and direct that the 
same should have the force of law within the Island 
of Guernsey three months after the registration 
thereof on the records of the said Island: 

"THE LORDS OF THE COMMITTEE, in 
obedience to Your Majesty's said Order of Refer­
ence) have taken the said Petition and the said 
Projet de Loi into oonsideratjoD, and do this day 
agree humbly to report, as their opin-i-on, to Your 
Majesty, that it may be advisable lor Your Majesty 
to comply with the prayer of the said Petition, and 
to approve or and ratify the said Projet de Loi." 

HIS MAJESTY, having taken the said Report into 
consideration, is pLeased, by and with the advice of 
His Privy Council, to approve oE and ratify the said 
Projet de Loi, and to order, as it is hereby ordered, 
that the same shall have the force of law within the 
Island of Guernsey, three months alter the regis­
tra tion thereol on the records of the Island. 

AND HIS MAJESTY doth hereby further dicect 
that this Order, and the said Projet de Loi (a copy 
whereof is hereunto annexed) be entered upon the 
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Register of the Island of Guernsey and observed 
accordingly. 

And the Lieutenant-Governor .or Commander-in­
Chief of the Island of Guernsey, the Bailiff and 
Jurats, and all other His Majesty's Offlcers, for the 
time being, in the sa,id Island, and all other persons 
whom it may concern.!_ ar,e to take notice and gov'ern 
themselves accordingly.
