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“Pour Wlaiesty having been pleased, by
Your General Order of Reference of the 10th day
of May, 1910, to refer unto this Committee the
humble petition of the States of the Island of
Guernsey sctting forth :—

(1) That by an Order of Her late Majesty Qucen
Victoria in Council of the 28th day of Decem-
ber, 1852, Statutes for the Government of
Elizabeth College, Guernsey, were ratified and
confirmed. (2) That the Board of Directors
of the said College have decided to recommend
an alberation to Statute No. 41 and the de-
letion of Statute No. 42, (3) That the Lord
Bishop of Winchester, as Visitor of the College,
hag agreed o gach changes and has informed
His Exceliency the Lieuntenant-(overnor ac-
cordingly. () That at o meeting of the States
held on the 18th of May, 1928, the States
agreed to amend Stutu e No. 41 ag suggested
by the Lieutenant-Governor and to delete
Statute No. 42, and authoriged the President
to pregent a most humble Petition to Your
Majegty praying for Your Royal Sanction to
the aforesaid amendment of Statute No. 41
and the repeal of Statute No. 42. (5) That
the said amendment ig in the words and figures
sct forth in the Sehedule annexed to the Peti-
tion. And most humbly praying that Your
Majesty would be graciously pleased to ratify
and confirm the alteration to No. 41 and the
repeal of No. 42 of the Statutes for the Govern-

Hiw Iajesty, having taken the said Report
into consideration is pleased, by and with the advice
of s Privy Council, to approve thereof and to
ratify and confirm the alteration of Statufe No, 41
and the repeal of Statute No. 42 of the Statutes for
the Clovernment of Elizabeth College, Guernsey, and
to order, ag it is hereby ordered, that the same shall
henceforth be in force for the regulation of the said
College.

S His TWajesty doth hereby further
direct that this Order, and the said Statutes (a copy
whereof 13 hereuntn annexed) be entored unpon the
Register of the Island of Guernsey and observed
accordingly.

And the Lieutenant-Governor or Commander-in-
Chief of the Island of Guernsey, the Bailiff and
Jurate, and all other His Majesty’s Officers, for the
time being, in the sald Island, and all other persons
whom it may concern; are to take notice and govern
themselves accordingly.
