~lJl'rl'ltll' there was this day read at the Board 
a Report from the Right Honourable the Lords of 
the Committee of Council for the Affairs of Guernsey 
and Jersey, dated the 12th day of March, 1926, in 
the words following, viz. :-

LE 12 AVRIL 1926. 
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"~J(tttr ~;thtfegtu having been pleased, by 
Your General Order of Reference of the 10th day 
of May, 1910, to refer unto this Committee the humble 
Petition of the States of the Island of Guernsev 
setting forth :- ' 

1. That on the 12th day of March, 1924, the 
States approved the principle of Old Age Pen­
sions, and appointed a Committee to study the 
question and report thereon to the States. 
2. That on the 4th day of February, 1925, the 
Report of the said Committee w&s considered 
by the States and the reoommendations therein 
contained were approved with certain modi­
fications; and the Royal Court was requested 
to prepare a Bill or Projct de Lo; giving effect 
to the resolut,ions of the States in the matter. 
3. That on the 14th day of November, 1923, 
the Royal Court adopted a Bill or Projet de 
Loi, prepared by the Law Officers of the Crown, 
intituled 'Lo; ayant rapport aux Pensions 
pour la Vieillesse,' and requested the Bailil! 
to submit the s",me to the States for their 
approval. 4. That on the 6th day of January, 
1926, the said Bill or Projct de Loi was sub­
mitted to the States and, with certain modi­
fications, approved. 5. That on the 3rd day 
of Fehruary, 1926, the States authorized the 
President to present on their behalf a most 
humble Petition to Your ~1:ajesty in Council, 
praying for Your Royal Sanction to the afore­
said .BilI 01' Projet de Loi. 6. That the afore­
said Bill or Projet de Loi, as finally amended 
and approved, is in the words and figures set 
forth in the Schedule to the Petition. Ami 
most humbly praying that Your Majesty 
would be graciously pleased to grant Your 
Royal Sanction to the Bill or Projet de Loi of 
the States of Guernsey intituled ' Loi ayant 
rapport aux Pensions pour la Vieillesse,' and 



to order and direct that the same shall have 
the force of law in the Island of Guernsey. 

"Qi;lJl' ~I;\~lr!.\ I;\t" t/rl' (!i;cmmittl'l', in 
ohedience to YOUI' Majesty's said Order of Reference, 
have taken the said Petition and the said Projet do 
Loi into consideration, and do this day agree humbly 
to report, as their opinion, to Your Majesty, tbat it 
may be advisable for YOUI' Majesty to comply with 
the prayer of the ,said Petition and to approve of and 
ratify the said Projet de Loi."

Lor AYANT RAPPORT AUX PENSIONS POUR 

LA VIEILLESSE. 

Attendu que les Etats par leur delibOration en 
date'du 4 fevrier 1925. ont adopte Ie principe de 
Pensions payables pour la Vieilleose. 

Afin de donner effet it la dite delibOration des Etats 
a ce sujet et moyennant la sanction de Sa Majeste 
en Consoil les Articles qui ensnivent rediges en 
Anglais auront force de Loi en cette Ilc. 

AR1'IOLE I. 

Definitions. 

I.-In this law the masculine shall include the 
feminine and the singnlar the plural, unloss the 
context requires otherwise. 

2.-" Pensions Authority" means the States Old 
Age Pensions' Authority constituted nnder Article 
VII of this law. 

"The Administrator" means the Administrator 
of Old Age Pensions constituted under Article VII 
of this law. 

ARTICLE II. 
Right to Receive Old Age Pen6ion8. 

I.-Every person in whose case the conditions laid 
doJVIl by this law for tho receipt of an old age pen­
sion (in this law referred to as statutory conditions) 
are fulillled, shall be entitled to receive such a pen­
sion under this law so long as those conditions con­
tinue to bo fulfilled, and so long as he is not dis­
qualified under this law for the receipt of tho pemion. 

2.-An old age pension under this law shall be at 
the rate set forth in the schedule to this law. 

3.-The sums required for tho payment of old age 
pensions under this law shall be paid out of moneys 
provided by the States. 

4.-The receipt of an old age pension qnder this 
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law shall not deprive the pensioner of any franchise, 
right or privilege, or suhjeot him to any disability, 

AR'l'ICJ"E III. 

Statutory Conditions for Receipt of Old Age 
Pensions. 

The Statutory conditions for the receipt of an old 
age pension by any person arc :-

(1) The person must have attained the age of 
seventy years, For the purpose of this law 
a person shall be deemed to have attained the 
age of seventy years on the commencement of 
the day previous to the seventieth anniversary 
of the date of his birth, and a similar method 
shall be applied in calculating any other age 
under the provisions of this law. 

(2) The person must satisfy the Pensions Auth· 
ority that for the ten years laBt preceding the 
date of the receipt of any sum on account of 
an old age pension he has been a British sub· 
ject, save that this condition shall not be 
required to be fulfilled in the case of a woman 
who satisfies the Pensions Authority that she 
would, but for her marriage with an alien, 
have fulfilled this condition, provided that 
she satisfies the Pensions Authority that she 
has, since attaining the age of forty-five years, 
had her residence in the Island of Guernooy 
for an aggregate period of not less than twenty 
years, 

(3) 1'he person must satisfy the Pensions Auth: 
ority, if he is a natLLral·born BI~tish subject, 
that he has,since attaining the age of fifty 
years, had his residence in the Island of 
Guernsey for an aggregate period of not less 
than twelve years, and if he is a B1'itish sub· 
ject not natural born, that he has, since 
attaining the age of forty-five years, had his 



rcsidence in the Island of Guernsey for an 
aggregate period of not less than twenty years. 

Provided that for the purpose of computing the 
required period of residence in the Island of Guernsey 
under this provision:-

(a) Any periods spent in Great Britain and Nor­
thern Ireland by a person born in the Island 
of Guernsey; -

(b) Any periods spent outside the Island of GLlern­
sey of service under the Crown or as the wife 
or servant of a person engaged in such service 
by a person who, up to the commencement of 
such service, had his residence in the Island 
of Guernsey; 

(0) Any periods of absence spent in service on 
board a vessel registered· in the Ishnd of 
Guernsey by a person who, immediately 
before his absence on that service, had his 
residence in the Island of Guernsey; 

(II) Any periods of tcmporary absence not ex­
ceeding ninety-one days in duration at any 
one time; 

(e) Any periods of absence spent in the service 
of an employer resident in the I.sland of Guern­
sey by a person who, before his absence on 
that service, had his residence in the Island 
of Guernsey; 

shall be counted as periods of residence in the Island 
of Guernsey. 

(4) The person must satisfy the Pensions Authority 
that his yearly means as calculated under this law 
do not exceed Forty Pounds. 

ARTICLE IV. 

DisqualificationJor Old Age Pension. 

(1) A person shall be di.qualified for receiving or 
continuing to receive an old age pension under this 
law notwithstanding the fulfilment of the statutory 
conditions :-
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(a) While he is an inmate of any workhouse 01' 

other poor law institution, or while he ib 
detained in any Lunatic Asylum or is being 
maintained in any place as a pauper or crimi­
nal lunatic, 

Provided that a person who has become an 
inm"te of any workhouse or other poor law 
institution or lunatic asylum, otherwise than 
as a criminal lunatic, for the purpose of ob­
taining medical or surgical treatment, shall 
not during a period of three months from the 
date on which he becomes such an inmate if he 
so long continueEl to require such treatment, 
be disqualified on the ground only that he is 
such an inmate for receiving or continuing to 
receive an old age pension, and any rule of 
law and any enactment, the effect of which is 
to oause relief given to or in respect of a wife 
or relative to be treated as relief given to the 
person liable to matinain the wife or relative 
shall not have effect for the purposes of this 
Article. 

The rccei pt of poor law relief or assistance 
of any description by a person who is not an 
inmate of a workhouse or othcr poor law 
institutiou shall not disqualify thnt person 
from receiving or continuing to receive an old 
age pension. 

(b) If, before he becomes entitled to a pension, he 
has habitually failed to work according to his 
ability, opportunity and need, for the main­
tenance or benefit of himself and those legally 
dependent upon him. 

Provided that a person shall not be dis­
qualified under this paragraph if he has con­
tinuously for ten years up to attaining the age 
of sixty years by means of payments to 
Friendly, Provident or other Societies or 
Trade Unions, or other approved steps, made 



such Pl'ovlSlOn against old age, sickness, in­
firmity or want or loss of employment, as 
may be recognised as proper provision for the 
purpose by the Pcnsions Authority, and any 
such provision, when made by the husband in 
the case of a married couple living together 
shall, as respects any right of the wife to a 
pension, be treated as provision made by the 
wife as well as by the husband. 

(2) Where a person has been before the registration 
of the Order of His M.ajesty in CouneL! sa,nctioning 
this law or is after such regist.ration, convicted of 
any offence, and ordered to be imprisonen fol' a 
term not exceeding two months \vith or without 
hard labour without the option of a fine, he sha,ll be 
disqualified for receiving or continuing to receive 
an old age pension under this law while he is detained 
in pri80n in consequence of the order and for a further 
period of six month" following the d"te on which he 
is released from prison. 

(3) Whore a person has been, before the registr>ttion 
of the Order of His Majesty in Council sanctioning 
this law or is, after ~ueh registration, convioted of 
any offence and ordered to be imprisoned fOl" a term 
exceeding t,wo Inollths with or without hard labour, 
without the option of it fine or to suffer any greater 
punishment, he shall be disqualified for receiving or 
continuing to receive an old age pension under thjs 
law while he is detained in prison in consequence of 
the order and a furthor period of two years following 
the date on which he is released from prison. Pro­
vided nevertheless that the Pensions Authority 
shall have power in approved cases at its disoretion 
to reduce that part of the period of disqualification 
under this and the preceding sub-section which 
follows after release from prison. 

ARTICLE V. 
Limitation tvilll res}Ject to Payment. 

A s"m shall not be paid on account of an old age 
pension :-
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(a) To any person while absent from the Island of 
Guernsey except in cases approved by the 
Pensions Aut,hority. 

(b) If paymeut of the sum in not claimed within 
three months after the date on which it has 
become payable. 

ARTTOLE VI. 

CalcuZ"tion of "]/[ ean.'. 

(I) In calculating for the purpose of this law the 
InemlS of a person, aeconnt :=>hall be taken of :-

(0) The yearly value of any property belonging 
to thllt person (not being pl'Operty pemonally 
used or enjoyed by him) which is invested, or 
is otherwise put to profitahle use by him, or 
which, though capahle of investment or 
profitablf) use, is not so invested or put to 
profitable use by him) a.nd such year:ly value 
shall bc calculated as follows, that is to say :-

(i) The first fifty pounds of the capital value of 
the said property shall be excluded; and 

('ii) The yearly value of the ll<'xt three hundred 
and fifty pOlmds of the capital value of the 
said property shall be taken to be one twenty­
fifth part of the capit,al value; and 

(iii) The year'ly value of so muoh of the capital 
value of the said property as exceeds the sum 
of four hundred pouuds shall be taken to be 
one-tenth part of such excess capital value. 

In the case of real property other than 
rentes situate in the Island of Guernsey the 
capital value shown iD thc Cadastre shall be 
taken to be the capital value of such real 
property and deduction shall he made of the 
capital value of the rentes and other registered 
charges thereon. The capital value of rentes 
the yearly value of whieh is fixed by the 
Court of Chief PIcas shall be taken to be 
seventeen pounds ten shillings per quarter 
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and the capital valne of rentes the yearly 
value of which is fixed contractually shall 
be taken to be twenty times such yearly 
valne. 

(b) Tho nett moome which that person may 
reasonably expeot to receive during the suc­
ceeding year in cash, excluding any sums 
receivable on account of a,n old age pension 
under this law, and excluding any sums 
arL'3ing from the investment or profitable nse 
of proporty (not being property pprsonally 
used or enjoyed by him) that income in the 
absence of other mea,IlS for asc0J'tc'lining the 
ineome, being taken to be the income actually 
received during the proceding year. Pro­
vided that no account shall be taken of any 
amounts received during a period of not more 
tha.n three months in any year by a person 01' 

by the husband or wife of a person, as t.he 
ease may be, under a. medical certificate as 
sickness or accident bem-yfit from a, Friendly 
or Provident Society or Trade Union, or under 
the law entitled "Loi ayant rapport it Ia 
Compensation pour Accidents aux Ouvriers 
1924." 

(0) The yearly value of any advantage accruing 
to that person from the use or enjoyment of 
any property belonging to him which is per­
sonally used or enjoyed by him, excluding 
furniture and personal cHects, of which no 
account shall be taken whatever the value 
thereof may be. 

(d) The yearly value of allY benefit or privilege 
enjoyed by that person. 

Provided that the first twenty-six pounds 
per annum of means dorived from any 
source, shall be excluded from calculation. 
Provided further that where undor para­
graph (a) of the foregoing provisions of this 
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section the yearly value of any propcrty 
is t>tken to be one twenty-fifth or one­
tenth part of tho capital value thereof no 
aocount shall be taken under any other of 
those provisions of any appropriation of 
that property for the purpose of cnrrent 
expenditure. 

(2) Where a husband is sepi1rated from hie wife, 
any sum paid by him to her under a separation order 
shall be deducted in calculating his means. 

(3) In calculat.ing the means of a person being one 
of a married C'onple living together in the K~;ne 

houe.", the me"n" shan be tahn to be onc-haL( of 
the total means of the couple and wher·" either of the 
couple or the couple jointly is or are entitled to any 
property, each of them shall be doomed to be en­
titled to one-half of that property. 

(4) If it appears that any person has directly or 
indirectly deprived himself of any income (other than 
earnings) or property in order to qualify himself for 
the receipt of an old age pension or for the receipt 
of all old age pension at a higher "<1te than that to 
which he would otherwise be entitled under this law, 
that income or the yeluly value of that property 
shall, for the purpose of this section, be taken to bo 
part of the means of that person. 

AmlcLlll VII. 
Administration, Pensions A nthardy, Administrator. 

(1) The control and management of old age 
pensions under this law shall vest in a permanent 
Committee to be appointed by the States, and to be 
called" Thc States Old Age Pensions Authority." 

(2) The Committee shan be composed of :-
(0) TIle .President, elocted by the States from 

among the members of the States for a term of 
five years, and 

.(b) Six members elected by the States for a term 
of three yeMs save that throe of the six 
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members appointed at the first election shall 
retire on completing eighteen months of 
of office, but shall be eligible for re-election. 
The retiring member shall be determined by 
the casting of lots. In the event of a vacancy 
by death, resignation, or otherwise, the mem­
ber elected to fill the vacancy shall remain in 
office during the unexpired term only of the 
member to replace whom he was elected. 

(e) The President shall retire from office on 
ceasing to be a. luembcr of tho Rtates. 

(3) Three members, including the member pre­
siding shall form a quorum. The member presiding 
shall have no vote unless the votes of the other 
members are equally divided in which case he shall 
have a casting vote. 

(1) An Administrator of old age pensions shall be 
appointed hy the States Appointments TIo:<rd at a 
salary to be fixed and paid by the States. 

(5) The Administrator shall keep all necessary 
statistics and records and slml! investigA,te all claims 
received. 

ARTICLE VIII. 
JtI ethod of Payment. 

(1) An old age pension, subject to any directions 
of the Pensions Authority in speelal cases, shall be 
paid weekly in advance in such manner as the 
Pensions Authority shall direct and subject to such 
couditions as to identification or otherwise, as shall 
be directed by Ordinance of the Royal Court. 

(2) Payments of old age pensions shall be made by 
the Administrator or by his subordinate officer in 
each parish of the Island at such place and on such 
regular fixed days of the week hereinafter c.alled the 
Pension Day, and within such hours in respect of 
each parish as the Administrator shal! appoint. 

(3) Where any public boliday falls on the Pension 
Day for any parish the Pensions Authority may, at 
its discretion, direct that sums payable by way of 
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old age pension on that day shall be paid on some 
other day in the same week, whether earlier or later. 

(4) In the case of a claimant or pensioner being, 
by reason of any mental 01' other incapacity unable 
to act, the Pensions Authority or the Administrator 
shall have power to appoint a person vouched for 
by the Constables ofthe parish in which such claimant 
or pensioner resides, to exercise on behalf of such 
claimant or pensioner, any right to which such 
claimant 01' pensioner may be entitled under this 
law, and to a,lthori8e any person so appointed to 
receive on behalf and for the benefit of the claimant 
or pensioner any sums payable by way of old age 
pension and to Val'Y such appointment at its or his 
discretion if the interests of the elaimant or pensioner 
warrant it. 

(5) Where a pension is first allowed the pension 
shall commence to accrue, and where, by virtue of a 
decision, on any question which has been raised, a 
pension becomes pB:yablc at an increased rate, the 
pension shall comnlence to acorue at the increased 
rate on the first pension day appropriate to the 
parish in which the pensioner resides after the date 
on which the claim for the pension is received by the 
Administrator ,or on which the notice of the question 
is received by the Administrator, as the case may be, 
or on the first pension clay for the given parish after 
the date un which the claimant or the pensioner 
first becomes entitled to the pension' or on which 
the pension first becomes payable at. the increased 
rate, whichever is the later, or, if the lat.er of those 
two da.tes is the pension day for the given parish 
then on that day. 

AR~~CLll IX. 
Inalienability of Pension. 

Evcry assignmcnt of or charge on and every agree­
ment to assign or charge an old age pension under 
this law shall be void, and old age pensions shall not 
in any case be attachable by creditors, nor shall 
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they be taken into account in the calculation of' 
means in any judicial proceedings for the purpose 
of an instalment or a committal order. 

ARTICLE X. 

Olaims for Pensions, Questions, Appeal. 

(1) All claims for an old age pension under this 
law, as well as c1ajms fol' an increase of old age 
pension shaH, in the first instancB, be made to the 
Administrator in writing and in such form as shall 
be prescribed by Ordinance of tIle Royal Court.' 
The Administrator shall forthwith report such claims 
to the Pensions Authority. All questions which 
may be raised undel' this Article of this law shall be 
submitted by the Administrator to thu Pensions 
Authority and the Pensions Authority shall (exccrt 
in the case of' a quetitjon which hat! been originated 
by the Administrator and on which the Pensions 
Authority has already received his report) before 
considoring any claim or any question refer it for 
report and enquiry to the Administrator. The 
Administrator shall enquire into and report upon 
any claim or question so referred to him and the 
Pensions Authority shall on the receipt of the report 
of the Administrator and after obtaining from him 
or from any other source! if necessary, any ful'ther 
information as to the claim_ or question, consider 
the case and. give its decision upon the e1aim or 
question. 

(2) It is hereby declared that a qnostion may be 
raised at any time :-

(a) Whether the statutory conditions are ful· 
filled in the case of any person claiming snch 
a pension, or whether those conditions con­
tinue to be fulfilled in the case of a person 
in receipt of such a pension, or whether a 
perSon is disqualified for receiving or continu­
ing to receive a pension; and 

(b) Whether at any time or during any period a 
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person has been in receipt of an old age pen­
sion when the statutory conditions were not 
fulfilled, or when he was disqualified for 
receiving the pension; and 

(c) 'Whether a person has been at any time or 
during any period in receipt of a pension at a 
certain rate when his mettns exceeded the 
amount which justified the payment of a pen­
SiOll at that rate, and, if so, at what rate the 
penr:;ion, if any) should have been paid; and 

(d) 'Whether a person who is in receipt of a pen­
sion at a certain rate is, having regard to his 
means, entitled to a, pension at a higher or a 
lower rate, and if so at -what rate the pension 
(if any) should be paid; 

and that an application may be made at any time to 
alter or revoke a provisional allowance of a, claim for 
a, pension. 

(:1) Any such questions may he raised notwith­
standing that the decision of the question involves 
a decision as to the correctness of a former decision 
of thc Pensions Authority, but where, by a later 
decision a former decision is reversed, a person who 
has received any sun1S on account of an old age 
pension in accordance wi th the former decision shall, 
notwithstanding anything in section (2) of Article XI 
of this law in tho ahsence of any fraud on his part, be 
entitled to retain any sum so l'eccived np to the date 
of the later deoision, which he would have been 
entitled to retain bnt for the reversal of the former 
decision, 

(4) Where a question is rMsed as to the disquali­
fication of a person to receive an old age pension and 
it is alleged that the disqualification has arisen since 
the person has heen in receipt of the pension, and 
that the disqualification is continuing at the time the 
question is raised, or, if it has ceased, has ceased less 
than three weeks before that time, the payment of 
the pension shall he discontinued, and no sum shall 
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be paid to the pensioner on account of the pension 
alter the date on which the qucstlon is l'a,ised. 
Proyided that, if the question is decided in favour 
of the pensioner, he shall be entitled to receive all 
sums which would have been payable to him if the 
question had not boen raised. 

(5) If the decision on any question involves the 
discontinuance of an old age pension, or the reduction 
of the rato at which tho pension is paid, or if, in a case 
where the payment althe pensionhas been discontinued 
on the raising of the question, the question is not 
decided in favour of the pensioner, tho person in 
respect of whose pension the decision is given shall 
not be onti'tled to receive a. pension or to receive 
a pension at a rate higher tha,n that determined by 
the Pensions Ant,hority, notwithstanding any change 
of circumstances unless he makes a fresh c1aim for 
the purpose and the claim is allowed, or, in a case 
where he alleges that he is entitled to receive a 
pension at i1 higher rate, l'a.ises a question for the 
pnrpose and tho pension is allowed at a higher rate. 

(6) The Administrator and any person aggrieved, 
or the Constahles of the parish in which the "g­
grieved person resides, on boha1£ of suoh person, may 
appea,] to the Ordinary Court against a decision of the 
Pensions Authority allowing or refusing a claim for 
pension or detenuining any quest.ion referred to it. 
Every snch appeal shall he made within fifteen days 
from the date of intimation of the decision in such 
form and mannor as may be prescribed by Hegu­
lations under an Ordinance of the Royal Court and 
shall be heard summarily unless the Court decides 
that justice cannot be done without adjourning the 
matter. 

(7) If ",ny person is aggrieved by the refusal or 
neglect of the Pension Authority to consider a claim 
for a pension or to determine any question referred 
to it, or if the Administrator is dissatisfied with any 
such refusal or neglec, that person, or the Admiu-
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istrator may flpply in the prescribed manner to the 
Ordinary Oourt, and the Oourt, if it considers that 
the Pensions Authority has refused or neglected to 
consider <'.tnd determine the cl~,inl or question withill 
a reasonable time, shaU itself consider and determine 
the claim 01' question in t.he sa.me lnaJ1ner as on an 
appeal from the Pensions Authority, 

(8) The decision of the Pensiolls Authority on allY 
claim or question whieh is not referred to the (lrdin­
ary Oourt and the decision of the Oourt 011 any claim 
or question which is so referred to it shall be final 
and conclusive, 

ARTICLE XL 

Penu,lty for False Statement. Repaymenl_, of Pension 
to which Pensioner i8 not entitled. 

(1) II for the purpose of obtaining or continuing 
an old age pension under this law, either for himself 
or for any other person, 01' for the purpose of obtain­
ing or continuing an old age pcnHlon under this law 
for himself or for any other person at a higher rate 
than that appropriate to the case, any person know­
ingly makes an.v false statement or false represen­
tation) he sha.ll be liable on summary conviction in 
the PaHoe Court to inlprisonnlent for a term not 
exceeding six months, with or ,vithout hard labour. 

(2) If it is found at any time that a person has 
been in receipt of an old age pension under this law:­

((1,) At a higher rate than that "ppropriate to the 
ca::;:o, 01', 

(b) while the "tatnt"ry conditions were not fnl­
filled in his case, or 

(c) while he was dis(]ualifted for receiving the 
pension, such person Of, in the caso of his 
death, his personal representative, shall be 
liahle to repay to the PelL,ions Authority any 
sums paid to him in respect of the pension, 
whether in excess of the appropriate amount 
or while the statntory conditions were not 
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fulfilled, or while he was disqualified for 
receiving the pension, and the amount of 
those sums may be recovered as a debt due 
to the States. 

(3) ]<'01' tho purposes of section (2) of this Article, 
any decision of the .l?ensions Authority under 
Article X of this h:l,w on any question which is not 
refened to tho Ordinary Court shall be concl usivc 
proof of any matterR thereby decider! by the Pensions 
Authority. 

A copy of any decision of the l?ensions Authority, 
if authenticated by tbe signature of the President, 
Vice-President or Acting President of the Pensions 
Authority, and by the signature of the Adminis­
trator or Acting Administrator, shall be received irt 
evidence. 

(4) Where any person who is in receipt of an old 
age pension is li"blc to repay to the Pensions Auth­
ority any sums under section (2) of this Art,ic!e in 
consequence of the finding of the Pensions Authority 
or of the decision of t·he Court in the case of a question 
referred to it the Pensions Authority sball be en­
titled, without prejudice to its powers under that 
section, to direct the deduction of those sums from 
any sums to which that persoll beeomes entitled on 
account of an old age pension in sueh manner as shall 
be authorised by Ordinance of the Royal Court. 

Provided that, in the case of a personal repres(m­
tative the deduction shall only be made from any 
sums to which that person becomes entitled as a 
personal representative. 

ARTICLE XII. 
O,.dinance Re[!"lations. 

(1) The Royal Court is empowered to pass an 
Ordimmce embodying regulations for carrying this 
law into elIeut, and in particular :-

(a) ]'01' prescribing the evidence to be required 
as to the fulfilment of statutory condition; 
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(b) For prescribing tile m"nncr i1'1 which chums 
to pon~lions nUl,y be made, and the procedure 
to be followed on the consideration "nd 
determination of claims and questions to be 
considered and determined hy the Pensions 
Authority "nd the mode in which "ny question 
may be raiRed as to tho continuance, in the 
case of a pensioner, of the fultllment of the 
statutory conditions, and as to the dis­
qwdifioation of a pensioner. 

(2) The regulations shall provide for enabling 
elabnants for pCDr:;ions to make their claims and 
obtain information as respects old age pensions under 
this law, and for provisionally allowing claims to 
pensions before the date on which the claimant will 
become actua.l1y entitled to the pension, and for 
notice being given hy the registl'a.l' of births and 
deaths to the Administrator or Pensions Authority 
of every death of a person over seventy years of age 
l'egist.ercd by him, in such Inanner and subject to 
such conditions as may be laid down by the regula­
tions, and for making the procedure for considering 
and dcterrnining on any clainl for a pension 01.' ques­
tion with respect to an old age pension under this 
Ia.w as 'imple as possible. 

ARTICLE XllI. 
Commencement. 

A person shall not be entitled to the receipt of an 
Old Age Pension undor this law until the 1st day of 
July, 1926, and no such pension shall begin to aocrue 
until that day.
