Council praying for Your Royal Sanction there­
to ; (2) that consequently under the provision" 
of the fJaid Law it is necessary to amend the 
Law relating to Parochial Settlement, sanc­
tioned by an Order of Her late Majesty in 
Council on the 26th June, 1867; (3) That 
accordingly on the 13th June, 1921), a Bill or 
Projet de Loi, prepared by the Law Officers of 
the Crown, was submitted to ,md adopted by 
the Royal Court, and the Bailiff was requested.
