“Conr Wlajesty having been ‘pleased, by
Your General Order of Reference of the 10th day of
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May, 1910, to vefer unto this Commitice the humble
Petition of the States of the Island of Guernsey,
setting forth :—{1) That on the 6th May, 1914, the
States adopted a Resolution praying the Royal Court to
prepare a Bill or Projet de Lol modifying Article 12 of
the Law relating to PPavish Meetings (1902) to the effect
that the Ratepayers themselves shall decide at what
hour Parish Meetings shall be held in their respeotive
Parishes : (2) That on the 18th March, 1919, the
Royal Court adopted a Projet de Lioi, prepared by the
Law Officers of the (rown, giving effeet to the said
Resolution, and the Bailiff was requested to submit the
same t0 the States for theiv approval : (8} Thaton the
14th May, 1919, the said Projet de Loi, as adopted by
the Royal Court, was approved by the States, and the
President was authovized to present a most humble
Petition to Your Majesty in Council praying for Your
Roval Sancilon theveto : (4) That the said Projet de
Loi is intituled © Loi supplémentaire 4 Ia Lol relative
aux Assemblées Parcissiales,” and is in the wouds and
figures set forth in the Schedunle to the said Petition:
And humbly praying that Your Majesty would be
_graciously pleased to grant Your Royal Sanction to the
said Projet de Loi, sud to ovder and diveet that the
same shall have the foree of law within the Island of
Gruernsey :

C@he Lovds of the Commitiee, in
ohedience to Your Majesty’s zaid Order of Reference,
have taken the said Petition and the said Projet
de Lol into consideration, and do thizs day agree
humbly to report, as their opinion, to Your Majesty
that it may be advisable for Your Majesty to comply
with the prayer of the said Petition, and to approve
of and ratify the said Projet de Lioi.”
