W hereas there was this day read at the Board
a Report from the Right Honourable the TLords of
Committee of Couneil for the Affaivs of Guernsey and
Jersey, dated the 24th day of June, 1924, in the
words following, viz. :—

“ATony Wlaiestyy having been pleased, by
Your General Order of R-lerence of the L0th day of
May, 1910, to refer nuto this Cormmittee the humble
Petition of the States of the Idand of Guernsey,
setting forth «—

LE 19 JUILLET 1924.
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That by an Order of Ier late Majesty in
Couneil of the 11th January, 1900, registered
on the Records of this Island on the 27th
January, 1900, Her Majesty was graciously
pleased to ratify and confirm a Bill or Projet de
Lol of the States of this Island intituled © L.oj
relative aux droits pergus sur les plerres ex-
portées’ :

That on the 24th Oectober, 1923, the States of
Deliberation dnly considered a letier addressed
to the President of that body by the Board of
Administration, recommending that the present
duty of three-halfpence per ton on all stone ex-
ported from this Isiand (one penny of which duty
18 applied to the maintenance of public roads)
be reduced te one halfpenoy per ton, in conse-
quence of the adverse conditions of the stone
industry. The States passed n resolution ap-
proving the said reduetion aond rvequested the
Roval Court to prepare 2 Bill or Projet de Lol
giving effect to their deliberaiion in the matier,
and theveby modifying the above-mentioned
Law of 1900 :

That on the 22nd March, 1924, the Royal
Court adopted a Bill vr Projet de Lioi, prepared
by the Law Officers of the Crown in aceord-
ance with the aforesaid resolution and slightly
modifying the provisions of the existing law in
order to being it into line with modern condi-
tions, and requested the Bailiff to submit the
same to the States for their approval :

That on the 9th April, 1924, the =aid Bill or
Projet de Lioi was duly considered by the States
of Deliberation, when a resclution was pussed
approving the same and vequesting the I*resident
to present a most humble Petition to Your
Majesty in Council praying for Yonr Royal
Sanction thereto:

That the said Bill or Projet de Lo 1s intituled
¢ Lol relative aux droifg pergus sur les pierres
exportées,” and Is in the words and figures set
forth in the Schedule annexed to the said
Petition :
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And humbly praying that Your Majesty would
be gractously pleased to ratily and confirm
the Bill or Projet de Loi of the States of
Guernsey infituled ¢ Lol velative aux droits
pergus sur les pierres exportées,” and to order
and direct that the same shall have the force of
Law in the Tsland of Guernsey.

“@The Zoxds of the @onunittee, in
obedience to Your Majesty’s said Order of Reference,
have taken the said Petifion and the said Projet
de Loi into Gonsideration, and do thie day agree
humbly to report, as their opinion, to Your Majesty,
that it may be advisable for Your Majesty to
comply with the prayer of the said Petition and to
approve of and ratify the said Projet de Loi.”
