du 9 Octobre, 1924, aura pleine force et effet non-
obstant 1a Section IT du dit Article.

W iyexeasn there was this day read at the Board
a Report from the Right Honourable the Lords of
LE 16 JANVIER 1928,
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the Committee of Couneil for the Affairs of Guernsey
and Jersey, dated the 19th day of December, 1927,
sn the words following, viz:—

“Wour Wlaiesty having been pleased, by
Your General Order of Reference of the 10th day-
of May, 1910, to refer unto this Committee the humble
Petition of the States of the Island of Guernsey
setting forth :—

“1.That by an Order of Your Majesty in

- Council of the 9th day of October, 1924, registered

on the Records of this Island on the 17th day of

November, 1924, Your Majesty was graciously

pleased to ratify and confirm a Bill or PI‘OJE‘:t de

Loi of the States of this Island intituled * Loi

ayant rapport & la Compensation pour Accidents

- aux Quvriers, 1924, which contains in Article
XIV (11) the following provision :—

“11. Section 1 of this Article shall remain in
force for a term of three years only, at the
expiration of which period it shall be again
considered by the States of Deliberation,’

2. That for the reasons set forth in the
preamble thereof and in order to obviate the
- difficulties which might arise if the said Law should
become inoperative, the States on the 23rd day
of November, 1927, duly congidered a supple-
mentary Bill in the matter, when a resolution was
-passed approving the same and -authorvizing the
President to present a most humble Petition to
Your Majesty in Council pra,ymg for Your Royal
Sanction thereto.

8. That the said Bill is 1nt1tu1ed_ Loi Supplé-
mentaire & la Loi ayant rapport 4 la Compensation
pour Accidents aux Ouvriers, 1924, and is in the
waords and figures set forth in the Schedule to the
said Petition. And most humbly praying that
Your Majesty would be. graciously- pleased to
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grant Your Royal Sanction to the Bill or Projet
de Loi of the States of Guernsey intituled ‘ Loi
Supplémentaire & la Loi ayant rapport & la Com-
pensation pour Accidents aux Quvriers, 1924,
and to order and direct that the same shall have
the foree of Law in the Island of Guernsey.”

“C@he Lovds of the @ommitiee, in
-obedience to Your Majesty’s said Order of Reference,
having taken the said Petition and the said Projet
de Loi into consideration, and do this day agree
humbly to report ,as their opinion, to Your Majesty,
that it may be advisable for Your Majesty to comply
with the prayer of the said Petition and to approve
of and ratity the said Projet de Loi, but having
regard fo the desirability of making Turther investi-
gation into the working of the system of insurance
before the said Projet comes into operation, The
Lords of the Committee further recommend and
advise Your Majesty that the said Projet de Loi
should not come into operation for one year, during
which perlod Article XIV, Section 1, of the Law
intituled ‘Loi ayant rapport & la Compensatlon
pour Accidents aux Ouvriers, 1924, approved by
Order in Council of the 9th day of October, 1924,
should, notwithstanding Section 1! of the said
Article, be of full force and effect.”

His Wlajesty, having taken the said Reporb
into consideration, is pleased, by and with the
adviee of His Privy Council, to order, as it is hereby
.ordered, that the said Projet de Loi shall not be
brought into operation and have the force of Law
within the Island of Guernsey for one year from the
date of this Order, during which period Article X1V,
Rection 1, of the Law intituled  Loi ayant rapport
& la Compensation pour Accidents anx Ouvriers,
1624,” approved by Ordér in Council of the 9th day
-of October, 1924, shall, notwithstanding Section 11
.of the said Article, be of full force and effect.
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S &Andr Tis Waijestiy doth hereby further direct
that this Order, and the said Projet de Loi ( a copy
whereof is hereunto annexed), be entered upen. the
Register of the Island of Guernsey and observed
acecordingly, '
And the Lisutenant Governor or Commander-in-
Chief of the Island of Guernsey, the Bailiff and
Jurats, and all other His Majesty’s Officers, for the
time being, in the said Island, and all other persons
whom it may eoncern, are to.take notice and govern

- themselves acecordingly.

*“PROJET DE LOI” referred to in the foregoing
Order in Council. :
LOI SUPPLEMENTAIRE A LA LOI AYANT
RAPPORT A LA COMPENSATION POUR
ACCIDENTR AUX QUVRIERS, 1924,

Whereas by 2 resolution of the States dated the
28rd day of November, 1927, it was resolved that
in view of the reasons which moved the States to
establish a system of State-aided °° all round the
clock * insurance of workers against personal
injuries, and in view of the results of the working
of the same during three years as set forth in the
letter of the President of the States Insurance
Authority of October 28th, 1627, and in view of
the terms of Article XTIV, Section 11, of the said
Law intituled ‘Loi ayant rapport & la Compensa~
tion pour Accidents aux Ouvriers, 1924,” the said
gystem should Be made permanent and that Article
XIV, Section 11, should be repealed.

Article XIV, Section 11, of the said Law “ Loi
ayant rapport & la Compensation pour Aecidents
aux Ouvriers, 1924,” is hereby repealed. o
