o Bhajesty having been pleased, by
Your GGeneral Order of Reference of the 10th day of
May, 1910, to vefer unto this Committee the humble
Petition of the States of the Tsland of Guernsey setiing
forth:— '

{1y That, for reasons set forth in the preamble
thereof, a Bill or Projet de Loi intituled © Loi
Supplémentaire & la Loi sur la Mise en

~ Retraite des Instituteurs,” prepared by the
Law officers of the Crown, was adopted
by the Royal Court on the 10th day of
February, 1923, and the Bailiff was requested
to submit the same to the States for their
approval : (2) that, on the 2lst day of
March, 1923, the Stales of Deliberation
approved the said Bill or Projet de Lo,
with slight modifications, and authorised the
President to present a most humble Petition
to Your Majesty in Couneil praying for Your
Royal sanction thereto: (3) that, acting
upon & suggestion from the Board of
Education to the Under Secretary of State,
Home Office, transmifted to the President
of the States of Guernsey, the Royal Court,
on the 9th day of June, 1923, further
amended the Bill or Projet de Lol in accord-
ance with the said suggestion, which amend-
ment was approved by the States of De-
liberation at a meeting held on the 28th day
of June, 1923: (4) that the said Bill or
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Projet de Loi, as finally amended, is in the
words and figures set forth in the Schedule
to the said Petition: And most humbly
praying that Your Majesty would be graci-
ously pleased to grant Your Royal Sanction
to the Bill or Projet de Loi intituled * Loi
Supplémentaire & la Loi sur la Mise en Re-
traite des Instituteurs, and to order and
direct that the same shall have the force of
Law within the Island of Cluernsey.

“@The Jovds of the Commitiee, in
osbedience to Your Majesty’s said Order of Reference,
have taken the said Petition and the said Projet de
Lioi into consideration, and do this day agree humbly .
to report, as their opinion, to Your Majesty, that it
may be advisable for Yonr Mujesty to comply with
the prayer of the said Petition and to approve of and
ratify the said Projet de Lot as amended.”

Ais Wlajesty, Laving taken the said Report
into consideration, is pleased, by and with the advice
of His Privy Conncil, to approve of and ratify
the said Projet de Lol as amended, and to order, as it
is hereby ordered, that the same shall have the force
of Law within the Tsland of Guernsey.

And Bis Ibajesty doth hereby further-divect
that this Qrder, and the said Projet de Lol so amended
ag aforcsaid (a copy whereof is hereunto anncxed)
be entered upon the Register of the Tsland of Guernsey
and observed accordingly.

And the Lientenant-Governor or Commander-in-
Chief of the Island of Guernsey, the Bailiff and
Jurats, and all other His Majesty’s Officers, for the
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time being, in the said Island, and all other
persons whom it may concern, are to take notice and
govern themselves accordingly.

Qrder of His Majesty in Council dated the 7th
day of July, 1916, registered on the Records on
the 29th day of July, 1916.

{2} In subsection (2} of Section 1, lines 9 and 10,
the words *“ or in the dase of Guernsey out of
moneys provided by the States ** shall be added
after the words ** moneys provided by Parlia-
ment.”’ '

(3) In subsection (4) of Seotion 1, lines 6 and 7,
the words * or in the case of Guernsey in aid
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of moneys provided by the States” shall be
added after the words “ moneys provided by
Parliament.”

In line 8 the words “ to the States * shall
be substituted for the words “into the Kx-
chequer.” :

(4) In Section 3, the expression ** pension scheme,”
when applied to Guernsey, shall include Pro-
vident Funds administered by the States or
other Committee.

(3} In the second paragraph of Section 3 substitute
for the words ** the Government Actuary ” the
words ““an Actuary to be appointed by the

~ Board of Administration of the States of

- Guernsey.”
