“our Wlajesty having been pleased, by
Your General Order of Reference of the 10th day of
May, 1910, to refer unto this Committee the humble
Petition of the States of the Island of Guernsey
setting forth :—

" ¢1, That at a Meeting of the States of Delibera-~
tion held on the 26th day of July, 1922, on the
recommendation of the Board of Health, a Reso-
lution was adopted granting the Education powers to
close the Schools dnring epidemics, and the Royal
Court was requested to adapt legislation giving effect
to the said Resolution : 2. That at o Meeting of the
States of Deliberation held on the 10th day of
January, 1923, on the recommendation of the Iidu-
cation Council, a Resolution was adopted fixing the
School Age from 6 to 14 years, and the Royal Court
was requested to adopt a Bill or Projet de Lol giving
effect to the said Resolution: 3. That on the 22nd
day of January, 1923, the Roval Court adopted a
Bill or Prajei de T.oi giving effect to the afore-
mentioned Resolutions, and the Bailiff’ was requested
to submit the same to the States for their approval;
4, That on the 28th day of Febroary, 1923, the
States approved the said Bill or Projet de Loi, and
the President was authorized to snbmit a most humble
Petition to Your Majesty in Council praying for
Your Royal Sanction thereto : 3. That the said Bill
or Projet de Lioi is in the words and figures set forth
in the Schedule to the said Petition: And humbly
praying that Your Majesty would be graciously
pleased to grant Your Royal Sanction to the Bill or
Projet de Loi intituled *Loi supplémentaire & la Lot
relative & UHducation Primaire Obligatoire, and to
order and direet that the same shall have the force of
lsw within the Island of Guernsey.

to report, as their opinion, to Your Majesty, that it
may be advisable for Your Majesty to comply with
the prayer of the said Petition and to approve of and
ratify the said Projet de Loi.” -

His Wlajesty, having taken the said Report
into consideration, is pleased, by and with the advica
of His Privy Council, to approve of and ratify the
said Projet de Lot and to order, as it is hereby
ordered, that the same shall have the force of Law
within the Tsland of Guernsey.

Andy His Iiajestyy doth hereby further direct
that this Order, and the said Projet de Loi (a copy
whergof is hereunto annexed), be entered upon the
Register of the lsland of Guernsey and observed
accordingly.

And the Lieutenant-Governor or Commander-in-
Chief of the Tsland of Guernsey, the Bailiff and
Jurats, and all other His Majesty’s Officers, for the
time being, in the said Island, and all other persons
whom it may concern, are to falke notice and govern
themselves accordingly.
