M hyeweus there was this day read at the Board
s Report from the Right Honourable the Lords of
the Committee of Council for the Affairs of Guernsey
and Jersey, dated the 8th day of March, 1923, in the
words following, viz. :—
LE 9 AVRIL 1823,
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P ey Wlajesty having been pleased by
Your General Ovder of Reference of the 10th day of
May, 1910, to refer unto this Committee the humble
Petition of the States of the Island of Guernsey setting
forth :—

“(1) That for reasons set forth in the preamble
thereof, the Liaw Officers of the Crown, at a Meeting
of the Royal Cowrt held on the 15th day of July,
1922, gubmitted a Bill ov * Projet de Tioi’ intituled
¢ Lol prescrivant des Pénatités pour fausses Déclara-
tions dans le dessein d'obtenir une Pension ou une
Augmentation de Tension du Gouvernement de Sa
Majestd,” which ¢ Projet de Lot’ was adopted by the
Royal Court, and the Bailiff was requested to submit
the same to the States for theirapproval : (2} Thatat a
Meeting of the States of Deliberation held on the
30th day of August, 1922, the said Bill or ¢ Projet de
Loi” was approved, and the President was nuthorized
to submit a most humble Petition to Your Majesty in
Council praying for Your Royal Sanction thereto:
(3) That on the 1st day of September, 1922, the
Acting President of the States forwarded, through the
usua) channel, a most humble Petition to Your Majesty
in Couneil praying for Your Majesty’s Royal Sanction
to the said Bill or ¢ Projet de Loi, a Schedule of
which was annexed to the Petition: (4) That on the
18th day of October, 1922, the Tieutenant-Governor
dirvected a letter to be addressed to the Bailiff, enclos-
ing, for his observations thereon, copy of a letter of
the 12th October, 1922, from the Lords Commis-
sioners of Hiz Majesty’s Treasury to the Under-
Secratury of Siate, Home Office, in the master,
suggesting that the local enactment should have the
effect of sccuring the same penalties as the Imperial
Act, forfeiture of pension being enforced in all cases
either by Ouder of the Court of Guernsey, on the
recommendation of the Crown or by the Crown on the
recomnmendstion of the Court of (Fuernsey : (5) That
on the 21st day of October, 1922, the Royal Court
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adopled an amended Bill ox ‘Projet de Loi,” embody-
ing the suggestions of the Lords Commissioners of
His Majesty’s Treasury, and requested the Bailiff to
submit the same to the States for their approval 1 (6)
That on the 6th day of December, 1922, at a meeting
of the States of Deliberation, the said Bill or ¢ Projet
de Lioi, as amended by the Royal Court, was approved
with slight modifieation, and the President was
gnthorized to submit a most homble Petition to Your
Majesty in Conneil praying for Yonur Majesty’s Royal
Sanction thereto : {7) That the said Bill or ¢ Projet
de Lioi® is intituled * J.oi preserivant des IPénalités
pour fausses Déclarations dans le dessein d’obtenir
une Pension on upe Augmentation de Pension du
Gouvernement de Sa Majesté,” and iz in the words
and figures set forth in the Behednle to the said
Petition : AxD most hambly praying that Your
Mujesty would be graciously pleased to grant Your
Royal Banetion to the said Bill or * Trojet de Loi”
ant to order and direct that the came shall have the
force of Law in the Island of Guernsey.

“@he Zovdw of the Cowomittee, in
obedicnce to Your Majesty’s said Order of Reference,
have taken the sald Petition and the gaid * Projet de
Loi’ inio consideration, and do this day agree humbly
to rveport, as their opinion, to Yonr Majesty, that it
may be advisable for Your Majesty to comply with the
praver of the said Petition, and to approve of and
ratily the said ¢ Projet de Lot ”

#is MWlajesty, having taken the said Repurt
into consideration, is pleased, by and with the advice
of His Privy Couneil, to approve of and ratify the
said ¢ Projet de T.oi) and to order, as it is herchy
ordered, that the same shall have the force of Law
within the Island of Guernsey.

And His Wlajesty doth hereby further
direct that this Order, and the said ¢ Projet de Loi’ (a
copy whereof is herennto annexed) be entered upon
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the Register of the Island of (Guernsey and observed
accordingly.

And the Lieutenant-Governor or Commander-in-
Chief of the Island of Guernsey, the Bailiff and
Jurats, and all other ITis Majesty’s Officers, Lor the
time being, in the sald Island, and all other persons
whom 1t may concern, ave to take notice and govern

themselves accordingly.
