" ~J (tIt!: !lItajc,;;tu having been pleased by 
Your General Order of Reference of the 10th day 
of May, 1910, to refer unto this Committee the 
humble Petition of the States of the Island of Guern­
sey setting forth: I. That under the provisions of 
the Law intituled 'Loi relative it l' Application des 
Peines tant au Criminel qu'en PoIice< Correctionnelle' 
sanctioned by an Order in Council dated the 24th 
day of June, 1856, registered On the Records of the 
said Island on the 5th day of July, 1856, the maxi­
mum penalty for drunkenness in a public place is 
Five shillings: 2. That no special legislation exists in 
the said Island making drunkenness while in charge 
of a vehicle an offence punishable by law: 3. That 
at a Meeting of the Royal Court held on the 8th day 
of July, 1922, the Law Officers of the Crown submit­
ted a Bill or Projet de Loi intituled 'Loi par rapport 
aux Pcrsonnes I vres ayant Ie soin de Vehicules sur 
les Voies Publiques' which was adopted by the Royal 
Court, and the Bailiff was requested to submit the 
same to the States for their approval: 4. That at a 
Meeting of the States held on the 30th day of 
August, 1922, the said Bill or Projet de Loi was 
approved, and the President was authorized to sub­
mit a most humble Petition to Your Majesty in Coun­
cil praying for Your Royal Sanction thereto: 5. 
That the said Bill or Projet de Loi is in the words 
and figures set forth in the Schedule to the said Peti­
tion : And most humbly praying that Your Majesty 
would be graciously pleased to grant Your Royal 
Sanction to the Bill or Projd de Loi intituled 'Loi 
par rapport aux Personncs Ivres ayant Ie soin de 
Vehicules sur les Voies Publiques,' and to order and 
ditect that the same shall have the force of Law 
within the Island of Guernsey. 
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"(!t;lJ.\l ~c1,:bU' cf tl1.\l Q);cmmitte.\l, in 
obedience to Your Majesty's said Order of Refer­
ence, have taken the said Petition and the said Pro jet 
de Loi into consideration, and do this day agree 
humbly to report, as their opinion, to Your Majesty, 
that it may be advisable for Your Majesty to comply 
with the prayer of the said Petition and to approve 
of and ratify the said Projet de Loi."
