(1) That no law exists at present in. the Island re­
specting the maintenance of indigent parents 
by their children; (2) That upon representa­
tions being made to the Royal Court on this 
subject by the Presidents of the two roar Law 
Institutions in the Island, a resolution was 
passed requesting the Law Officers of the Crown 
to prepare a Bill or Projet de Loi to this ef'fcc~ ; 
(3) That on the 1st March, 1924, the Royal 
Court adopted a Bm or rro jet de Lai, prepared 
by the Law Officers of the Crown in accordance 
with the above-mentioned resolution, and re­
quested the Bailifl to BU bmit the same to the 
States for their approval; (4) That on the 
26th :Maroh, 1924, the said .Bill or Projet de Loi 
was duly considered by the States of Delibera­
tion, when a resolution was passed approving 
the principles contained in the said Bill and 
Teq nesting the Royal Court to reconsider the 
matter in view of the dehate of that day; 
(5) That on the 24th of May, 1924" the Royal 
Court adopted an amended Blll or Projet de 
Loi prepared by the Law Officers of thc Crown 
in accordance with the resolution of the States 
of t,he 26th March, 1924, and requested the 
Bailiff to submit the same to ·the States for 
their approval; (6) That on the 11th June, 
1924, the said Bill or Pl'Ojet de Loi was duly 
considered by the States of Deliberation, when 
.a resolution was passed approving the same 
with modifications, and authorizing the Pre­
sident to present a most humble petition to 
Your Majesty in Council praying for Your 
Royal Sanction thereto; (7) That the said 
Bill or Projet de Loi is intituled 'Lai avant 
rapport it l'obligation r6ciproque des pere, 
mere et des enfants de Be fourni!: des aliments, 
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1924.,' and is in the words and figures set forth 
in the Schedule to the Petition: And most 
humbly praying that Your Majesty would be 
graciously pleased to ratify and confirm the 
Bill or Projd de Loi of tho States of this Island 
intituled 'T"oi ayant rapport a I'obligationrr­
ciproque des pere, mere et des enfants de se 
{ournir des aliments, 1924,' and to order and 
direct that the same shall have the force of law 
in the Island of Gnernsey.
