I lyeveos there was this day read at the Board -
a Report from the Right IMonourable the Lords of
the Committee of Council for the Affairs of Guernsey
and Jersey, dated the 21st day of June, 1920, in the
words following, viz. :—

“Your Wlajesty having been pleased, by

" Your General Order of Reforence of the 10th day

of May, 1910, to refer unto this Committee the
humble Petition of the States of the Island of
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(GGuernsey setting forth 1. that on she 19th
February, 1919, the States adopted the principles of
the School Teachers’ (Superannuation) Aet, 1918,
and anthorized the Edneation Council to appoint a
Depatation to proceed to England in order to confer
with the Board of Tidureation on the subject, and for-
ther requested the Royal Court, on the return of the
Deputation, to prepare a Projet de Loi for the con-
sideration of the States: 2. that on the 8th December,
1919, the Court of Chicf Pleas adopted a Bill or

Projet de Toi prepared by the Atrorney-Greneral, with

slight modifications, and the Baihiff’ was requested to
submit the same to the States for thewr approval @ 8,
that on the 30th December, 1919, the States approved
the said Projes de Liol, and authorized the Presideut
to present a most humble Petition to Your Majesty
praying for Your Royal Sanction thereto: 4. that the
said Projot de Loi is intituled ¢ Lol sur la mise en
retraite des Instibuteurs,’ and is in the words and
figires of the Schedule to the said Petition: Aud
most humbly praying that Your Majesty would be
graciously pleased to grant Your Royal Sanction to a
Projet de Loi intituled f Loi sur la mise en retraite
des Lustitutenrs,” and to.order and direct that the same
might have the force of Law within the Island of
Guernsey. '

“@The Lorde of the Tonunitiee, in
obedience to Your Majesty’s said Order of Reference,
have taken into consideration the said Petition and
the sail Projet de Loi, and likewise a Petition of the
National Union of Teachers and of the School
Teachers subseribing to the Guernsey Primary
"T'eachers” Provident Fund against the said Pnojet de
Loi, and do this day agree humbly to report, as their
opinion, to Your Majesty, that it may be advisable

for Your Majesty to comply with the prayer of the .

said Petition of the said States, and to approve of and
ratify the said Projet de T.oi”
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#is Wlajesty, having taken the said Report
into cousideration, is pleased, hy and with the advice
of His Privy Council, to approve of and ratify the
said Projel de Tioi, and to ovder, as it is hereby
ordered, that the same shall have the force of Law
within the Island of Guernsev,

Andy Hiv Wajesty doth hereby further direct

“that this Order, and the sajd Projet de Lol (a copy

whereof is Tercunto annexed), be entered upon the
Register of the Island of Guernsey, and observed
accordingly. _

And the Lieutenant-Governor or Commander-in-
Chief of the Island of Guernsey, the Bailiff and
Jurats, and all other ITis Mnjesty’s Officers, for the
time being, in the said Tsland, and all other persons
whom it may concern, are to take notice and govern
themselves accordingly.

“ persons, or in default of agreement may be deter-
“mined by the Royal Court composed of the Bailiff
“or his Lieutenant and at least seven Jurats” shail
be substituted for the werds “in such manner and
“yupon such terms as may, subject to the approval of
*“the Treasmury, be uagreed upon between him and
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“those persons, or in default of agreement, may be
¢ determined by the Treasury.”

(4) In sub-gection (2) of section 14 tho expression
“ pensions scheme” when applied to Guernsey shall
include Provident ¥unds administered by a States or
other Committee.

(5) I'or paragraph (i.) of the definition of “recog-
nized service ” the following shall be substituted :—

“in the capacity of a teacher in a public
primary gchool by a teacher who is certificated
or uncertificated, or is a teacher of a speeial
subject or who holds a certificate called in Tinglish
‘The Head Teachers’ Certificate’ or a certificate
called in Einglish ¢ The Assistant Teachers’ Certi-
ficate.” ” :

(6) In paragraph (vii,) of the definition of “recog.
nized service "’ references to the Council of Education
of the Btates of Gruernscy shall be substituted for
references to the Treasury and for references to the

Board.

*moneys provided by the States of Guernsey ” shall

TRANSLATION of * Law wvelating to Teachers
Superannuation,” approved by His Muajesty in
Cowncil the 28th June, 1920,

Whereas the Board of Lducation in England is
authorized by virtue of Section 20 of the Act of
Parliament intituled * School Teachers’ {Superannua-
tion) Aet, 1918, with the assent of the Treasury, to
make snch regulations as it may deem necessary or
desirable in order to extend the provisions of the said
Act of Parliament to any of the Channel Islands.

Whereas the States of this Teland by their resolution
of the 19th February, 1919, resolved to adopt the
principle of the said Aet of Parliament so that it
shall have the force of law within this Island.

Whereas certain modifications of the said Act of
Parliament are necessary in order o facilitate its
application to this Tsland.

Article I.

From the 1st April, 1919, the provisions of the Act
of Parliament intituled “ School Teachers’ {Superan-
nnation) Act, 1918,” shall have the force of law
within this Island, subject always to the following
modifications, drawn up in the English language, and
to all other modifications which the Board of Educa-
tion may decm necessary or desirable to facilitate its
application, and for this purpose the States’ Education
Council shall adopt the regulations of the Boaxd of
Education in England now in force, and those which
shall from time to time be in future made by the
gaid Board of Education.

(1) At the end of the subsecction (4) of section 5 the
words “or in the case of (GGuernsey, out of moneys
provided by the States” shall be added after the
words “ moneys provided by Parliament.”
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(2) At the end of subsection (2} of section 7 the
words “or, in the cage of Guernsey, to any order of
the Royal Court composed of the Bailiff or his
Lientenant and at least seven Jurats  shall he added
after the words “ Seotland or freland.”

(3) In paragraph (/) of subscetion (1)of section 14
in the ease of a pensions scheme established in Guern-
sey the following words “in such manner and upon
such terms as may, subject to the approval of the
States, be agreed upon between him and those persons,

“or in defanlt of agreement may be determined by the

Royal Conrt composed of the Bailiff or his Lieutenant
and at Jeast seven Jurats 7 shall be substituted for the
werds “in gsuch manner and upon such terms as may,
subject to the approval of the Treasury, be agreed
upon between him and those persons, or in default of
agreement, may be determined by the Treasury.”

{(4) In subsection (2) of section 14 the expression
* pensions scheme ™ when applied to Guornsey shall
include Provident Funds administered by a States or
other Committee.
(5) For paragraph (i) of the definition of *recog-
nized serviee ™ the following shall be substituted :—
“1in the capacity of a teacher in a public primary
school by a teacher who is certificated or uncerti-
ficated, or is a teacher of a special subject or who
holds a certificate called in Tinglish © The Head
Teachers’ Certificate’ or a certificate called in
English ¢ The Assistant Teachers’ Certifiente.”
{6} Tn paragraph (vii) of the definition of * recog-
nized service ” references to the Council of Education
of the States of Guernsey shall be substituted for

references to the Treasury and for references to the
Board.

(7) At the end of the definition of grant-aided
school the words “or 1n the case of (Guernsey, out of
B
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moneys provided by the States of Gruernsey ” shall be
added after the words “ taken by the Board.”

Article II.

The States’ Hducation Couneil shall pay such por-
tion of the Superanmuation allowances and grainities
attributable to the services rendered in the Island of
Guernsey, and which must be paid *otherwise than
out of monics provided by Parliament,” in conformity
with the provisions of the said Act of Parliament

intituled * School Teachers’ (Superaunuation} Aect,

1918,

The payments of the Education Council shall be
made in the mauner agreed upon between the Educa-
tion Conncil and the Board of Education.

Upon the retivement of a teacher who,

(1) has not taken sdvantage of the provisions of
Article 111 of this L.aw,

(2) shall have retired or been discharged from
the teaching profession of this Island, either
before the registration of the present law
on the Records of this Island, or before the
expiration of the period mentioned in the
said Avrticle ITT. of this Liaw ;

the sum which he shall have received from any Provi-
dent Fund or Pensions Scheme {(after deduction of
what lie has contributed to the said IFund) shall be
credited to the States of this Island when fixing the
Superannuation sllowanee and the graiuity to which
the said teacher shall be entitled.

In the case of disagreement with respect to the sum
which must thus be credited, the Royal Court com-
posed as mentioned in paragraph (3} of Axticlte 1
shall adjudicate and its decision shall be final.

The States of this Island shall decide whether the
said sum go credited to them shall be applied to a
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reduction of allowance or to a deduction of gratuity
payable to the teacher with respect to his service in
Guernsey ; the decision of the States in this matter
shall be final.
Article IIL

The masters and mistresses who do not desive io
accept the privileges of the said Aect of Parliament
shall give notice in writing to that effect to the Presi-
dent of the States’ Education Council within one
month from the date of registration of the Qrder of
His Majesty in Council sanctioning the present law,
and i the following form :—-

I, the undersigned (name and Christian names),
whose registered nomber as Master or Mistress
is . . . . give you notice that I do not
accept the Act of Pavliament intituled * School
Teachers’ (Superawnuation) Act, 1918, or the
Law relating to Teachers’ Superannuation hased
upon the gaid Act of Parliament.

Article IV.

The pains aud penalties contained in Section eleven
of the said Act of Parliament shall be applicable in
cases of infraction of the provisions of the said Aect
and of this law as though they had been reproduced in
this law, and in the last paragraph of the said Section
-e}even, subsection (1) after the words « summary con-
viction " shall be added the words *hefore the Bailiff
or his Lieutenant and two Jurats of the Royal Court

sitting as a Police Court.”
Article V.

The fines shall be applicable one half to His Majesty
.aud one half to the informer.
