Petition 01 the States of the Island of Guernsey, 
dated the 28th day of .July, 19~O, setting forth (1) 
that on the 28th ~lay, 1920, the said States took into 
eOllsicieration a. Petition gignell hy Arthm' G. Bird, 
:\innagel' of the Guernsey Hailwa.y Compn,IIY, Ltd., 
allil presellt8d by severnl members of Hle States, 
praYlllg the States, for reasons set forth in the 
said Petition, to sanction a moclificntioll of Article 2.1 
of the ° l'(] e" in ComlCil of the 13th Aug'ust, 1877, 
giving the sn.id Company powel'S to increase the fares 
for passengers 011 the general h~LSis of one and a half 
penee per mile, any £raet.ion of a mile to count as a 
mile ; and that the States adopted a Hesolut.ion 
requesting the Roy ttl Court to prepare a Bill 01' Projet 
de Loi repr>aling Article ~ 1 of the u£ol'esaid Order in 
Council of the 1.3th August, 1877, and substituting' 
therefor an Article accec1illg, ,,,ith certain modifica­
tion., to the prayer of the Petitioners: (2) that on 
the 19th .Julle, 1920, the Hoyal (jourt adopted a 
Pt'ojet de Loi giving efFect to the afore;;;aid Resolution 
of the States, [lrepare<i hy His NIajesty'. Attorney­
'Oeueral, and requested the Bailiff to submit the same 
to the States for Icheir approval: (H) that on the 28th
