SEOTION I. 

GENERAL PROVISIONS. 

Artiele 1. 

All taxes 011 real property, ·whether States or 
parochia.l, shall be levied according to a Cadastre 
",hich shall bo under the ca.re of a States Committee 
and which shall be rectified yeal'ly or more often at 
the expcuse of the States, with thc exception of the 
payment of the l)al'ochial experts according to 
AI·t.icle IV., a.nd Hutil it be completed, the Cadastre 
shaH be that already in· existence and mentioned in 
Article 9 of the Law modifying the Law relating to 
the General Cadastre of the Island, and which must 
be exhibited during the first forlnig'ht of the month of 
December in each year. 

Artiele 2. 

The said Committee shall consist of nine mem­
bers, viz.: the Treasurer of the States; one Jurat of 
the Royal Court; the Rector of one of the Parishes 
of this Island; onc member for the Parish of St. 
Peter-Port; one lr.ember for the Parishes of St. Samp­
son, the Vale anc1 the Castel; one member for the 
Parishes of St. Saviour, St. Peter-in-thc-VV ood and 
Torteval; one member for the Parishes of the 
Forest, St. :Uartin and St. Andrew; and two Depu­
ties to the States. The Treasurer of the States shall 
be a member e.7:-officio, two of the other members 
shall retire at the end of each year, but shall be 
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re-eligible. These eight members shall retire in rota­
tion as folloW8 :-

At the end of the first year, the .T urat and the 
member for the Parish of St. Peter-Port, At the 
end of the second year, the member for the Parishes 
of St. Sampson, the Vale and the Castel, and the 
member for the Parishes of St. Saviour, St. Peter­
in-the-Wood and Tortev,,!. At the end of the third 
year, the Rector and one Depnt,y to the States. At 
the end of the fomth year, the member for the 
Parishes of the Forest, St. Martin and St. Andrew, 
and One Deputy to the States. 

'rhe first Committee shall he that actually in office, 
constituted by Ylrtue of the La.Vi' re1ating to the 
General Cadastre of the Island, 1915, whose members 
shall retire from office as above mentioned. 

Article 8. 

The said Committee shan he assisted by two experts 
named by them, and these shan be paid by the States. 
The said experts shan be swam before the Royal 
Court. 

Article 4, 

The Constables and Douzeniel's of each Parish 
shall name two experts .fOl' their l'espective Par.ishes, 
which experts shall be sworn befOl'e the Roy~l Court. 
The parochial experts shall be paid by the parish 
naming them. 

Article 5. 
The Constables an,l DouzenieTs of the parishes 

of this Island shall be bound, when eyer required by 
the said Committee, to furnish the said Committee 
with all the information which may be demanded by 
the said OommHtce in order that the said Committee 
may both draw up the Cadastre and afterwards rectify 
it from time to time. Should the sai,l Constables and 
Douzeniers fail to furnish the said Committee with 
the said information within a reasonable time after 
being required so to do, the said Committee shall have 
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the right to obtain the same at the expense of the 
parish. The Constables and DOllzeniers may at all 
times claim the H,ssistance of the experts of their 
parish. 

Article 6. 
The membCl'ii of the said Committee, those autho­

rized by them, the Constables of the l'cspective' 
parishes, and the experts, shall at all times have the 
right of entry into estates and other properties while 
exercising their dutie~ under the provisions of the 
present Law. 

Article 7. 

Every propI'ietor, curator bonis, guardian, or attor­
ney of a proprieto]', and ever) USnfl'ilctuli\ry, saisi, or 
agent of a property shall be bound, whensoever 
required by the Constables of the parish wherein the 
p1'operty is situated, to send to the said Constables a 
declaration in wl'iting signed by him and stating to 
the best of his knowledge :-

I.-The designation of the property for which he is 
responsible. 

2.·-The Ilame and address of the proprietor. 
3. -The na.me and address of the occupier. 
4.-The acreage of the land. 
5.-The number of the buildings, with the designa­

tion or deseription and the dimensions of 
each building'. 

6.-The designation or description of any other 
objects, if there be a.ny, which, either by 
their nature or 1)), their destination or other­
wise, are by the laws and (~ustoms of the Island 
deemed to be real property. 

7.-Thc amount of the rent, if the property is let. 
The said Constables shall be bonnd to have the 

said declaratlons sellt to them, either £01' all the pro­
petties in their parish or for one or several properties 
whatsoevel', whenever. so reqnired by the said 
Committee, 
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Shall be liable to a fine, a1 the discretion of thc 
Court, not exceeding One Pound sterling, every 
proprietor, curator bonis, gllardian, attorney, usufruc­
tuary, saisi, 01' agent \"ho shall omit or neglect to 
send the said declaration to the Constables within 
fifteell days from the date of denuwd. 

SECTION II. 

THE SET'I'LEMENT AND DISPOSITIONS m' THE 
CADASTRE. 

Article 8. 

The said Committee shall without delay proceed to 
draw up a new Cadastre and a new yaluation of all 
properties which shall figure theroin, giving to each 
property its actual and spceial value, without regard 
to any flat rate. 

Article 9. 

The Cadastre shall set out :-
l.~The designation or description of the property. 

2.-The name and address of the proprietor or of 
the usufructuary. 

3.-The acreage of the land 

4.-The value of the land, calculated in quarters 
of wheat rent. 

5.-The number of bnildings, with the descrip­
tion or designation of each building. 

6.-The valne of each building calculate, 1 in quar­
tel'S of 1'1! heat 1'ont.. 

7.-The description 01' designation of the other 
objects which, either by their nn,ture, 01' 

by their destinat.ion or othC1'H'ise, are 
deemed to he real property accOl'ding to the 
laws and customs of the Island, with the 
value of the sai,l objects, estimated in 
quarters of wheat reut. 
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8.-The rental value. 

9.·-The rateable v8.1ne. 
The acreage of the land shall be taken from the 

official map unless otherwise proved. 

SECTION III. 

VALUATIONS. 

Article 10. 

The valuations (both that mentioned in Article 8 
of the present Law and those which shall afterwards 
become neee8Sal'Y for the rectification of the 
Cadastre) sludl, in the first instance, be made by the 
parochial experts. The valuations so made shall be 
sent without delav to the said Committee, which 
shall ha 1'0 the ;ight to change or modify them 
before inserting them in the Cadastre. 

ArtIcle 11. 

The said Committee shall at all times have the 
1'1.ght to require from the parochial experts a new 
valuation either of the whole of the properties In 

their parish 01' of any property in particular. 

--,._---

SECTION IV. 

THE REOTIFICATION AND EXHIBITION QF THE 
OADASTRE. 

Article 12. 
The said Committee shall CallSe the Cadastre to be 

rectified yearly, and if they deem it necessary, they 
shall have. t.he right t.o callse it to be rectified more 
often, either wholly or in part. 

Article 13. 

Every Vl'opl'ietor, usufructuary, 
guardian, attorney of a proprietor, 

curator bonis, 
and every saisi 
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or agent of a property, IS bonnJ before the first day 
of the month of ;r anuary in each year to send to the 
Constables of the pal'ish wherein the property is 
situated, for transmission to the Treasurer of the 
States, notice of aU changes or additiollS, if there be 
any, which necessitate a rectification in the Cadastre. 

Article 14, 

(1) In the case of a transfer of 1,0uses, lands or 
building's by deed between living parties, the pur­
chaser shall be bound within fifteen days following 
the registration of the contract to send the following 
infol'mation to the Treasul'er of the States :~ 

(a) The name and address of the pmochaser. 

(l!) The designation and description of the pro­
perty transfel'l'ed and in the case of a sub­
division of land the acreage of the part 
transferred. 

(c) The price mentioned in the contract. 

(2) Those who become proprietors (otherwise than 
by will) of houses, bnildings or lands by the decease 
of the former proprietor shall be bound within one 
month of the decease to send the names and addresses 
of the new proprietors to the Trcasurer of the States. 

(3) In the case of a division of real estate, the 
person to whom the first lot has fallen shall be bound 
within fifteen days of the registration of the deed of 
di vision to send the Treasurer of t.he States the follow­
ing infol'mation :-

(a) The names and addresses of each co-sharer. 

(b) The designation and description of the 
houses, buildings and lands devolved to each 
lot (including the birthright of the eldest) 
ancl in the case of a sub-division of land 
the acreage of each portion of land so· 
sub-divided. 
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( 4) In the case of a will the person w Ito has taken 
steps for the registration of the will shall be bound 
within fifteen days of the registration of the will to 
:seJld the Tl"CaSUrer of the States an extract of the said 
will containing as far as possible the same details as 
those mcutioned in the first danse of the present 
.a.rticle. 

( fj) III the Gase of a saisie the person who hal"i 
become proprietor of the estate of the saisie Or of any 
portion whatever of the said estate shan be bound 
within fifteen days of the date of the order of the 
Court by which he has become proprietor to send to 
the Treasurer of the States the same information as 
that contained in the -first clause of the present article 
with the exception of the price. 

(6) Every person infringing this Artiele shan be 
liable to a fine at the discretion of the Court not 
exceeding £1 sterling. 

Article 15. 

That part of the Cadastre which has reference to a 
parish shall he deposited during five days in each 
year lor the inspection of the Ratepayers in a certain 
place in the said parish on the days and hours and 
in accordance with the reg-ulations which shan be 
prescdbed by Ordinnnce of the Royal Court. 

Within ft,-e days after the last day of the exhibi­
tion of the Cadastre, every l{atepayer may notify in 
writing th9 Constables of any incorrectness by which 
he is wronged. 

Provided always that the faet of his not having 
sent such notice shall not prevent. a l{atepayel' from 
disputing the amount of his contribution for reasons 
'0£ his own, but the said reasons must not include any 
incorrectness in the designation or valmttion of a 
prope,·ty. 
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Article 16. 

The Constables shall submit the notices to their 
respective Douzaines, wbo shall be assisted by the 
experts of their parish e.. The Constables shall 
afterwards send the said notices, ,vith the obsel',ra. 
tions of their Dbuzaine, to the Treasurer of the 
States. Upon receipt of the notices the said Come 
mittee may rectify the Cadastre; after which, if the 
Ratepayer i. not satisfied, he shall have tbe right to 
",ction the President of the said Committee t.o see 
himself adjudged to rectify the Cadastre. In every 
case the President shall without delay notify in 
writing the decision of the said Committee to the 
Ratepayer. 

Article 17. 

All notices of alterations or incorrectness must be 
made upon a special form pl'ovided by the States 
Committee, which shan be supplied to the interested 
parties by the Constables. The Constables shall be 
bound to keep a register of every notiee of alter'a­
tions which shall be transmit.t.ed by them to the 
Committee. 

Article 18. 

Every year and within two months following t]w 

last day of the exhibition of the Cadastre the 
Treasurer of the States shall furnish the Constables 
of each parish with a copy of the part of the CMiastr. 
relating to the parish after it shan have been rectified. 

Article 19. 

The Royal Court is authorized to pass such Ordi­
nauces as it may deem necessary £01' the putting' into 
rorce of the present Law. 

A~ticle 20. 

The fines shall be applicahle one half to His Majesty 
and one half to the informer. 
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SECTION V.
