M heveas there was this day vead at the Board
a Report from the Right Honourable the Lords of
the Committee of Council for the Affairs of Guernsey
and Jersey, dated the 13th day of June, 1917, in the
words following, viz, :—

“Your Wlajesty having been pleased, by

Your Greneral Order of Reference of the 10th day of
May, 1910, to refer unto this Committee the humble
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Petition of the States of the Island of Guernsey
setting forth :—(1) that on the 81st January, 1917,
a Petition, signed by several Members of the States,
showing that experience of the working of Article
VIIL of the Liaw entitled ¢ Lol relative au Scrutin
Secret (1899)° had proved that the hours during
which the Ballot is open in the Comntry Parishes
(from noon to 8 puan.} are too long and inconvenient,
involving a loss of valmable time to the Parochial
Officers, and sugpesting that the Asticle be se
amended as to fix the hours from 3 pm. to 8 pm,
was submitted to and considered by the States, when
it was approved, and the Royal Cowt was requested
to prepare a Bill or Projet de Lol on the subject:
(2) that on the 28th March, a second similar Petition,
signed by several Members of the States, and praying
that the alore-mentioned Arvticle VILI. be further
amended changing the hours dnring whiclh the Ballot
shall be open in the Parish of 8t. Peter-Port from
11 a.m. to 8 pan. instead of from 8 aan. to & p.omn., was
submitted to and approved by the States, and the
Royal Court was requested to prepare a Bill or Projet
de Lol in accovdance with the Resolutions of the
States of the 3lst January, and 28th March, 1917,
on the subject: (3} that on the 31st March, 1917, a
Bill or Projet de Lici prepared by the Law Officers
of the Crown was submitted to and approved by the
Royal Court, and the Bailiff was requested to submit
the same to the States for their consideration and
approval : (4) that on the 18th May, 1917, the said
Bill or Projet de Lol was approved by the States, and
the President was requested to present a most humble
Petition to Your Majesty praying for Your Majesty’s
Royal Sanction thereto: (5) that the said Bill or
Projet de T.o1 is intituled ¢ Lol modifiant la T.ot rela-
tive an Serutin Secret,” and is in the words and figures
get forth in the Schedule o the said Petition: And
most humbly praying that Your Majesty would be
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graciously pleased to ratify and confirm the Bill ox
Projet de Lol intituled ¢ Lol medifiant Ja Lioi relative
au Scrutin Secerct,’ and to order and direet that the
same shall have the force of law in the Island of
Guernsey from the date of its registration on the
Records of the satd Lsland,

C@he Zords of the Conunittee, in
obedience to Your Majesty’s said Ovder of Reference,
have taken the said Petition and the said Projet de
Lot into counsideration, and do this day agree humbly
to report, as their opinion, to Your Majesty that it
may be advisable for Your Majesty to comply with
the prayer of the said Petition, and to approve of and
ratify the said Projet de Loi.”

iz Wlajesty, having taken the said Report
into consideration, is pleased, by and with the advice
of Hix Privy Council, to approve of and ratify the
said “ Projet de Lioi,” and to order, as it is herehy
ordered, that the same shall have the force of Law
within the Island of Guernsey from the date of its
registration on the Records of the said Island.

Ay s TWaiesty doth hereby fnrther direct
that this Ovder, aud the said * Projet de Lot”
(a copy whereof iz hercunto ammexed), be entered
upon the Register of the Island of Gmuernsey, and
ohserved accordingly.

And the Lientenant-Governor or Commander-in-
Chief of the Island of (zuernsey, the Bailiff and
Jurats, and all other His Majesty’s Officers, for the
time being, in the said Teland, and all other persons
whom it may concern, are to take notice and govern
" themselves accordingly.
