W heveass there was this day read at the Board
a Report from the Right Honourable the Lords of the
Committee of Couneil for the Affairs of Guernsey
and Jersey, dated the 30th day of December, 191'5
in the words following, viz. 1~ -
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“Pour Waiesty having been pleased, by
Yonr General Order of Reference of the 10th day of
May, 1910, to vefer unto this Cornmittes the humble
Paotition of the States of the Tsland of Guernsey,
setting forth :—1. That in accordance with certain
Resolutions adopted by the States of Gruernsey on the
14th May, 1913, and the llth June, 1913, Your
Majesty was humbly asked to fix the Standard of the
King’s Weights for use in the Island of Guernsey in
snch manner that the Guernsey pound shonld be
equivalent to the metric half-kilogram, and that the
only legal pound weight to be used in Guernsey
should be equivalent to the metric half-kilogram :
2, That on the 12th December, 1913, The Lords of
Yonr Majesty’s Irivy Couneil addressed a letter to
the Bailiff and President of the States, stating that,
having most carvelully considered the Petition of the
States, and  also two Counter-Petitions from the
Cruernsey Chamber of Commerce and eertain Inhabi-
tants of the Island of Guernsey, respectively, they
were unable to recommend Your Majesty to comply
with the prayer of the Petition, adding that they did
not see any objection to the States adopting the
Tmperial System of Weights and Measures, and also
Metric System, if they thought fit: 3. That on the
4th March, 1914, the Bailifl’ submitted Their Lord-
ships’ aforesaid letter to the States for consideration
and debate, together with a proposition asking them
whether they were of opinion to adopt as the Standard
of Weights and Measures in this Island, either (a)
The Imperial System, (5) The Metric System, or
(¢) both Systems, when a Resolution was passed
re-affirming their decision of the 12th October, 1910,
by which they adopted, with slight modifications,
certain recommendations of their Committee appointed
to study the question on the 10th November, 1909,
and by which they requested the Royal Court to
prepare such ‘Projet de Loi’ as might be deemed
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necessary to give effect to the said deeision: 4. That -
a ‘Projet de Loi’ prepared by the Ciown Officers,
in accordance with the aforementioned Resolution,
has been submitted to the Royal Conrt on several
occasions for their consideralion, and, after several
amendments thereto, was finally approved on the
16th February, 1915, when it was ordered to be
presented to the States, in order that, if adopted, it
might be submitted to Your Majesty for Your Royal
Sanection : 5. That the * Projet de Tiol’ was accord-
ingly dnly presented to the States, and came on for
consideration and debate at an adjourned meeting of
the States on the 7th April, 1915, on which date a
Resolution was passed adopting the ¢ Projet de Loi’
with siight modifications, and authorizing the Bailiff
to present a most humble Petition on their behalf for
Your Majesty’s Royal Banction to the same: 6. That
the said ¢ Projet de Loi,” as finally adopted by the
States, was intituled ‘Tioi relative aux IPoids et
Mesures,” and was in the words and figures set forth
in the Schedule to the said Petition: And humbly
praying that Your Majesty would be graciously
pleased to give Your Royal Sanction to the said
‘Projot de Loi” intituled © Loi relative aux Poids et
Mesures,” and te order and direct that the same might
have the force of Law in the sald Island :

“@he Lordwy of the Conumitiee, in
obedience to Your Majesty’s said Ovder of Reference,
have taken the said DPetition and the said ‘Projet
de Loi’ into consideration, and having intimated to
the Bailiff on the 28th day of May, 1915, that, in
their apinion, certain Amendments ought to he made
in "Articles 8, 5, 12, and 13 of the said ©Projet de
Loi, and also in cach of the two Schedules thereto,
and having thereafter been informed by the Judge-
Delegate and President of the States that, on the
13th day of October, 1915, the BStates passed a
Resolution approving the said Amendments, have
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taken the said Projet de Loi” into further considera-
tion, and do this day agree humbly to report, as their
opinion, to Your Majesty, that it may be advisable
for Your Majesty to approve of and ratify the said
¢ Projet de Lol so amended as aforesaid.”

His Wlajesty, having taken the said Report
into consideration, is pleased, by and with the advice
of His Privy Couneil, to approve of and ratify the
sald “ Projet de Loi,” as amended on the 13th day
of October, 1915, and to order, as it is hereby ovdered,
that on the expiration of 3 months from the edtry
thereof upon the Register of the Island of Guernsey
the same shall have the force of law within the
gaid Island.

And His Majesty doth hereby direct that this Order,
and the said ¢ Projet de Loi,” so amended as afore-
said (a copy whereof is hercunto annexed) be entered
upon the Register of the Island of Guernsey and
observed accordingly. N '

And the Lieutenant-Governor or Commander-in-
Chief of the Island of Guernsey, the Bailiff and
Jurats, and all other His Majesty’s Officers, for the
time being, in the said Island, and all other persons
whom it may conccrn, are to take notice and govern
themselves accordingly. S

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Translation of * Law relating to Weights and
Measures,” passed by the Slates of Guernsey
on the 7Tth April, 1915, amended on the 13th
October, 1915, and appreved by His Majesty in
Council on the 12th January, 1916

LAW RELATING TO WEIGHTS AND MEASURES

Article 1.

In this law, whers permissible by the context, the
use of the expression “Weights and Measures " or
“ Weights or Meagures” shall comprise every scale
and other apparatus used in commerce for meaguring
weight, capacity, or length; and words in the plural
ghall be understood to imply the singular and wice
VErsd,

Article 2,

On the expiration of three monihs from the eniry
of the present Law upon the Register of the Island,
all weights and meagures other than the weights and
meagures egtablished and recognised by English Laws,
ghall be prohibited in the commerce carried on in this
Island.

Article 3.

English meagures of capacity shall be adopted both
for liquids and dry goods, the Imperial -gallon being
the unit or standard, with the exceptions in reference
to the ‘uge of Metric measares allowed by the Acts of
Parliament entitled * The Weights and Measures Act,
1878, and “The Weights and Measures (Melric
System) Act, 1897," and the Order in Couneil of the
19th May, 1898,

' Article 4.

English meagures of length shall be adopted, the
Imperial yard being taken .as the unit or standard
gubject to the exceptions contained in the present Law,
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Article 5.

Every contract other than a contract relating to real
property, and every purchage, sale or agreement made
or pasged for any work, furniture, effects, goods or
other article which has been or is to be made, sold,
delivered, carried or agreed wupon Dby weight or
measure shall be deemed to be completed according
to the Imperial weights and measures recognised by
the present Law, or some multiple or fraction thereof ;
otherwise it shall be void.

Nevertheless such contracts, purchases, sales or
agreements shall not be void nor invalidated by the
fact that the weights and measures mentioned therein
are weights and meagures of the Metric gystem
recognised by this Law or by the faet that decimal or
fractional sub-divisions of Imperial weights and
meagures either Metric or other are used or indicated
in guch contracts or purchases.

It ghall however be permissible to sell an article in
a vessel or other receptacle if such vessel or receptacle
ig not represented as containing a flxed guantity of a
meagure recognised by this Law,

It ghall nevertheless he permissible to use the
Guernsey Quarter, Bushel, Denersl, Pot and Quint in
meaguring grain in paymeni of rents and chief-rents,
for the valuation of real estate, and for contracts
relating to real estate. To this end the Pot ghall bhe
adopted ag the unit or standard, having a capacity of
121 cubic inches,

The capacity of measures for measuring grain shall
be as follows :—

The bughel of wheat ....eoeineene. 135 pots,

The bushel of barley ....coviivnnens 17} pots.

It shall however he permissible to wse superficial
(Gluernsey meagures. The perch shall be estimated to
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contain 441 English square feet, or 49 square yards;
the vergée shall be estimated to contain 40 perches or
1,960 square yards: and the vergés, small meagure,
shall be estimated to contain 36 perches or 1,764 square
yards.

Article 6.

An Inspector of Weights and Meagures and, if
deemed necessary, Sub-Inspectors shall be appointed
by the Treasurer of the States, whose duty shall be to
verify weights and measures. The Ingpector and
Bub-Ingpectors shall be gworn in before the Royal
Court, composed of the Bailiff or the Lieutenant-
Bailiff, and of at least two Jurata.

Article 7.

The States shall provide at least two complete sets
of weights and measures, one of which shall be in the
custody of His Majesty's Sherifl and kept in a
convenient and safe place approved by the States, and
the other shall be in the custody of the Inspeclor,

Article 8.

The verification of weights and mensures shall he
periedical, and carried out at such periods as ghall be
fixed by Ordinance of the Royal Courl. Nevertheless
the Ingpector or the Sub-Ingpectors may at any other
time examine and verify the weights and meagures
subject to verification.

Artiele 9.

The verification of weights and measures shall be
carried out in the manner prescribed by the * Board of
Trade Regulations.” The tariff of fees for verification
ghall be fixed by Ordinance of the Royal Court.

Article 10.

All weights and measures nsed in commerce ghall
bear either the stamp approved hy the English Govern-
ment or the official stamp of His Majesty’s Sheriff.
The weights and measures so stamped ghall be pre-
sumed to be exact for a period of two years.
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Article 11.

-Every weight (excepl in the case where the weight
ig of minimum gize which would make it impracticable)
ghall bear its denomination stamped on the top or on
the side in legible letters or figures, Fvery measure
of length or of capacity shall hear its denomination
stamped in legible letters or figures on the outside,

Article 12,
A weight of lcad or pewter or of a substance mixed
with lcad or pewter shall not be stamped, and shall
not be used in cominerce.

Article 13,

The Schedules at the foot of the present Law contain
all the denominations of ¥mperial and Metric Weights
and Measures permissible by the present Law, and the
said Behedules shall be deemed to form part of the said

Lacw.
Article 14.

Shall be liable in the Police Court to a fine not
axceading £5 sterling, and in eage of a second offence
to a fine not exceeding £10 sterling —

{a) Every Ingpector or Sub-Inspector who shall
stamp or mark or shall permit the stamping or
marking with an official stamp, a weight jor a
meastre withoul having duly verified it.

(5) Those who shall use in commerce weights and
measures not stamped in accordance with the
provigions of this Law.

{¢} Those who shall have weights and mearures, other
than those weights and measures recognised by
the present Law, in their stores, shops, work-
shops, business houses, or in the public markets,
or in their possossion, with the inlent of using
them in business. If a welght or measure be
found in the possession of a trader or on public
or private premiges occupied by a trader or in
any place whatever where a trader transacts his
huginess, the gaid truder shall be deemed to have
the said weight or measure in his possession with
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the intent of using it in his business unless he
prove the contrary. :

(@) Those who ghall use in Dbusiness weights and
measures 1ot recognised by this Law,

() Those who shall neglect or refuge to produce for
the ingpection of the Inspector or a Sub-
Ingpector, when required to do so, their weights
and meagures in order to have them examined
or verified.

{/) Those who ghall hinder the vigit of the Inspector
or a Sub-Inspector, '

{¢) Those who shall nse or have in their possesgion
for use in their business,a false or inexact weight
OT TLedSUre, : : o

(7} Those who ghall be found guilty of frand in
uging a weight or measare and those who ghall
be found guilty of having aided in the commit-
fing of the said fraund.

{(#) Those who knowingly shall use, gell, dispoge of,
or expose for gale o weight or measure bearing a
stamp illegally manufactured or counterfeit,

Article 15.

8hall be liable to a fine not excecding £50 sterling,
or to imprigonment for a term not exceeding two
months, with or without hard Iabour —

{a) Those who voluntarily or knowingly shall
mennfacture or sell or canse to be mannfactured
or sold a false or inaceurate weight or measure.

(&) Those who shall illegally manufacture or counter-
feit an official stamp belonging either to Hig
Majesty's Government or to Hiz Majesty’s
Sheriff, used for stamping weights and meagures
in accordance with this Law,

(¢) Thoge who voluntarily shall increase or diminish
the weight of a weight or the capacity of a
meagure stamped with an official stamp, or who
voluntarily shall change a gcale or other apparatug

in guch a manner as to make it indicate an
inaccurate weight or measure.

Ariicle 16,

In addition to the principal penalties set forth above,
the Court shall have the power to order the confiscation
and the degtruction of the weights and measures.

Article 17.

The Royal Court is authorised to pass such Ordinances
ad it may deem necessary to give effect to the present
Law,

Article 18,

The fineg shall be applicable one half to His Majesty,
and one half to the Informer.
