W hereas there was this day read at the Board
a Report from the Right Honourable the Lords of
the Committee of Council for the Affairs of Guernsey
and Jersey, dated the 20th day of February, 1914, in
the words following, viz. :—
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“IPonr Wlajesty having been pleased, by
Your General Order of Reference of the 10th day of
May, 1910, to rvefer unto this Committee the humble
Petition of the States of the Island of Guernsey,
setting forth (1) that the Liaw relating to Explosives
now in force in the Tsland of Guernsey was sanctioned
by an Order of His late Majesty King Edward in
Couneil of the 12th January, 1905, and registered on
the Records of the said Island on the 4th February,
1905 ; (2) that the Inspector of Explosives appointed
under that Liaw, in his annual report, dated the 31st
January, 1913, made the following remark, viz,: ¢I -
regret to have to report that no fower than four
quarry stores have been broken into and gquantities
amounting to the equivalent of 116lbs. of powder
stolen, Three parishes have been involved. There
geems to me to be no doubt possible that these have
been the acts of the unlicensed workmen who cannot
afford either the cost of the licence or the expense of
establishing a store of their own’; (8) that in view
of the above-mentioned remark the Crown Officers
were requested to prepare a supplementary Projet de
Loi making provision for a smaller and cheaper
licence for the small users of Txplosives; (4) that at
an adjourned Meeting of the Court of Chief Pleas
held on the 15th November, 1913, the Royal Court
approved of a supplementary Projet de Loi as pre-
pared by the Crown Officers, and ordered that the
gsame be presented to the States in order that, if
adopted, it might be submitted to Your Majesty for
Your Royal Sanction; (5) that the said Projet de
Lioi was accordingly duly presented to the States and
came on for consideration and debate on the 2Ist
January, 1914, on which date a Resolution was passed
adopting the said Projet de Lioi and authorizing the
Bailiff to present a humble TPetition on their behalf
for Your Majesty’s Royal Sanction to the same ; (6)
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that the Projet de Lol as adopted by the States is
intituled ¢ Lol supplémentaire & la Lol relative aux
Explosifs,” and is in the words and figures set, forth in
the Schedule to the gzatd Petition; And humbly
praying that Your Majesty would be graciously
pleased to give Your Royal Sanction to the said
Projet de Lioi intituled ¢ Lol supplémentaire 4 la Lo
relative aux Ixplosifs, as the same is set forth in the
Schedule to the said Petition, and to order and direct
that as from the date of the registration of the Order
to be made thereon the same might have the force of
law in the Island of Guernsey :

“@he Tords of the CWonmanittee,
obedience to Your Majesty’s sald Order of Reference,
have taken the said Petition and the said Projet de
Loi into consideration, and do this day agree humbly
to report, as their opinion, to Your Majesty, that it
may be advisable for Your Majesty to comply with
the prayer of the said Petition, and to approve of and
ratify the said I'rojet de Low”

iz Wlajesty, having taken the said Report
into consideration, is pleased, by and with the advice
of His Privy Council, to approve of and ratify the
said Projet de Loi, and to order, as it iz hereby
ordered, that as from the date of the registration of
this Oxder, the same shall have the force of Law
within the Island of Guernsey.

And His Majesty doth hereby further direct that
this Order, and the said Projet de Loi {a copy
whereof is hereunto annexed) be entered upon the
Register of the Island of Guernsey and observed
accordingly.

And the Lientenant-Governor or Commander-in-
Chief of the Tsland of Guernsey, the Bailiff and
Jurats, and all other His Majesty's Officers, for the
time being, in the said Island, and all other persons
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whom it may concern, are to take notice and govern
themselves accordingly.
