~11el:ea!f thel'e was this day read at the Boal'd 
a Report from the Right Honoul'abJe the Lords 
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of the Committee of Council f01' the Aftairs of 
Guemsey and Jersey, datecl the 3rd day of July, 
1911, in the words following, viz, :-

"~.ottJ; ~tltt~1'ft!); having bee11 pleased, by 
Your General Order of Reference of the 10th day 
of May, ID10, to refer unto this Committee the 
humble Petition of the States of the Island of 
Guernsey setting forth: 1. tlmt the law relating' 
to the Ballot intituled 'Loi l'elative an Sel'utin 
Secret' now in force in the said Island was sanctioned 
by an Order of Her late -:\Ohje'ty in Council 01 the 
7th October, 1899, and registered on the Hecoras 
of the said Island on the ~8th October, 1899: 
2. that Article 5 of the said law mmets that the 
Presidellt of the States ',viII, [Jefol'e the day of the 
€lection, gi ,0 notice to the electors of the llotninations 
which hllye to be received by him fifteen days before 
the day fixed for the c1edion by means of an 
announcement in the Official Gazette: a. that, the 
electoL'~ having at present no kuowledge of the 
eandidates proposed till the names H.ppeal' in the 
Official Gazette, it being theu too late for furt.her 
cawlidntes to be nominated, and the same candidate 
having been possibly in the meantime proposed and 
seconded twice or more times, and the eledOl's being 
desirous of knowing the names of all candidates 
proposed from time to time as they are received 
by the President of the States in case they shonld 
wish to propose a further candidate or candidates, 
t.he said law has been fonn(1 to be inadequate to 
meet their requirements, and they have a.ceordingly 
thought it advisable to modify the said law in the 
manner set forth in the Schedule to the said Petition: 
4, that at the Court of Chief Pleas held on the 
16t.h Jannary, 1911, t.he Hoyal Court approved a 
'Projot de Loi,' as preparecl by the Crown Officers 
modifying the said law, and t.he same was ordercd 
to be presented to the States in order that., if 
adopted, it might be submitted to Your Majesty 
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for Your Royal sanction: 5. that the said 'Projet 
de Loi' was accordingly duly prcsentei! to the 
States and came on for considel'atioll alId clcbate 
on the 31'd March, 1911, on which date the States 
passed a Resolution adopting the saiel 'Projet de 
Loi' and a,uthol'izing the Bailiff to pre.ent a humble 
Petition on their behalf for Yom Maje,'ty's Royal 
sanction to the same; 6. that the said 'Projet de 
Loi/ as aoopted hy the States, is intitnled 'Lai 
modifiant In Lai relative au Scrut,in Secret,' a.nd 
is ill the ·words set forth in the Schedule to the 
said Petitioll; and hurnbly pl'ayiug that Your 
]\:lajesty might be graciously pleased to give Y on1' 
Royal f-!anction to the said 'Pl'ojet de Lai ' intituled 
'Loi modifiallt In Lai relative au Sel'utin Semet' 
as the same is set forth jn the Schedule to the 
said Petition, a.nd to order a.nd direct that as from 
the da.te of the l'egistt'atioll of Your :Majesty'g 
Ordel' thereon the same may have the force of Jaw 
in the Island of Guernsey: 

"<rrlJ~ ~"1'lt~ "r tlJ~ (!J;"mmitt~~, in 
obedience to YOUI' Majesty's said Ol'del' of Reference, 
have taken the said Petition into consideration, and 
having on the 25th day of April, 1011, remitted 
the said 'Projet de Loi' to the Bailiff with a view 
to the further considcl'ntion of the same by the 
States, and having thereafter been informed by the 
Bailiff that on the 14th day of .JUllC, 1911, the States 
passed a Resolution adopting the said 'Projet de 
Loi' in an amended form, have this day taken the 
said Petition into further consideration and do agree 
humbly to report as their opinion to Y OUi' :Majesty, 
thl1t it ml1y be I1dvisable for Your Majesty to comply 
with the prayer of the said Petition and to appl'ove of 
and ratify the said' Projet de Loi ' as amende(1." 

~i~ ~ltf~~tu, having taken the said Repent 
into consideration, is pleased, by and with the advice 
of His Privy Council, to a],pl'Ovc of and ratify the 
said" Proje! de Loi" as amended on the 14th day of 
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.J Hlle, 1911, and to order, as it is hereby ordered, 
that as from the date of the reg'istratiou of this 
OI'llel', the snid "Pl'ojet de Loi," 80 amended as 
aforesaid, shall have the force of law withiu the 
Island of Guernsey. 

And His Majesty doth hereby further direct 
that this o l·<le 1', and the said "Projet (Ie Loi," so 
amended as aforesaid (a copy whet'eot is hel'euuto 
annexed), be 8utered upon th~ Register of the Island 
of GUCl'nser, and observed acconlingly. 

jtud. the Lieutenant-Gm~el'nor 01' Commallder-in­
Chief of the Island of Guernsey, the BailifI and 
J urats, alld all other His Majesty's Officers, for ti,e 
time heing, in the said Island, and all other persons 
whom it may concern, are to take notice and govel'l1 
themselves accordingly.
